FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCLUSTONS OF LAW

This matter comes before the Deputy Zoning Commissioner for
consideration of a Petition for Special Hearing filed by the owner of the
subject property, G & R No. 3, by Stewart J. Greenebaum, President,
through their attorney, Benjamin Bronstein, Esguire. The Petitioner seeks
approval of the third amended partial development plan for College Hills,
Section III, Phase I, Part I, Lots 32, 33, 35 and 36 thereof, to reflect
the proposed modifications to 11, 13, 15 and 17 Wake Forest Court. The
subject property and relief sought are more particularly described on the
site plan submitted which was accepted and marked intc evidence as Peti-
Tioner's Exhibit 1.

Appearing at the hearing on behalf of the Petition were Mark A.
Bennett, Vice President, G & R No. 3, Phillip J. Carroll, a representative
of D. 8. Thaler and Associates, Inc., the engineering firm which prepared
the site plan for this project, and Benjamin Bronstein, Esguire, attorney

for the Petitioner. Appearing as Protestants 1n the matter were Lawrence

E. Clifford, Jerrol M. Newman, Kathy Hensler, David FKemble and Andrea
Garry, all residents of the surrounding community.

Testimony and evidence offered revealed that the four lots which
are the subject of this request are part of a 44-lot townhouse section 1in

the large residential subdivision known as College Hills, which 1is located
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~ff of Rolling Road in Catonsville. This section of townhouse units has
been built out, but for the subject four lots. Testimony indicated that
the 40 homes which have already been developed were constructed on a 2Z-lot
configuration. Testimony indicated that the houses on those Z-lots have
not sold well and the Petitioner wishes to modify these last four lots to
3llow for the creation of a more conventional shaped leot. Ryland Homes,
who is the builder for these last four lots, wishes to configure these
lots in a rectangular shape which will allow them to construct a standard
type townhouse as opposed to a 2Z-lot townhouse. Thus, the requested
amendment 1is necessary.

As noted above, several residents of the surrounding commnity
appeared in opposition to the request. The Protestants submitted a Petli-
tion of Opposition which had been signed by 33 of the homeowners in this
section of College Hills. These homeowners object to the elimination of
the Z-lot configuration. They testified that there have already been two

separate builders developing lots in this small section of College Hiils.

Testimony indicated that Talles Homes was the first builder to comstruct
the Z-lot townhouse in this community. Their version of the Z-lot town-
house sold for arocund $220,000 to $240,000. The Protestants submitted a
photograph of the Talles townhouse. For whatever reason, Talles Homes d4is-
continued constructing their Z-lot townhouse in this subdivision. Then,
Landmark Homes picked up this subdivision and began building their version
of the Z-lot townhouse, which marketed for around $190,000. A photograph

of the Landmark Z-lot townhouse was also submitted by the Protestants. The

Protestants noted, and the two photographs demonstrate, that there 1is a
distinct difference between the Talles townhouse and the Landmark town-

house. Furthermore, there is a difference in price. Now, Ryland Homes,
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which is currently building townhomes in another section of College Hills,
wishes to eliminate the Z-lot townhouse configuration altogether and build

a standard rectangular shape townhouse. A photograph of the Ryland town-

house was also submitted into evidence. The Ryland townhouse, which markets
for roughly $180,000, is again very different from the Talles and Landmark
models. The neighbors object to the lack of uniformity and character 1n
the development of their small 44-1ot section of College Hills. In addi-
tion, they are opposed to the decrease in value of the house which Ryland
Homes intends to market on these last four lots.

After considering all of the testimony and evidence offered by
the Petitioners and the Protestants, I am persuaded to grant the Petition
for Special Hearing. I believe that the Developer should be permitted to
reconfigure these last four lots Yo allow a rectangular shaped townhouse
to be constructed. However, in an effort to maintain some uniformity with
the other houses already built, the proposed townhouse units mast have
brick facades. Both the Talles and ILandmarks homes in this 44-lot section
have been constructed with brick facades, with the exception of the window
treatments of those homes. Therefore, the Ryland Homes model for these
four lots shall be constructed with a brick facade as opposed to the vinyl
or wood siding currently offered by Ryland Homes in other Sections of
College Hills, as depicted in the photograph submitted by the Protestants.
Maintaining brick facades on these last four lois will assist 1in keeping
the homes in character and keeping with other homes already developed 1n
this subdivision, and help to maintain some of the wvalue as compared To

the Talles and Landmark Homes.

This Association appeals your amended order, dated 27 October, 1997. This amendment
rescinded the relief granted in Restriction No. 2 of the FINDING OF FACT AND
CONCLUSIONS OF LLAW, dated 30 September, 1997.

Restriction 2) stated “The proposed townhouses shall be constructed with
brick facades as opposed to wood or vinyl siding. The color and type of
brick shall be consistent with the brick utilized on the Talles and
Landmark models.”

The order was amended to read as follows:

“The proposed townhouses shall be constructed with brick facades in a
manner consistent with Exhibit A, entitled the University Series at College
Hills, and shall be required to construct said ftownhouses with the same
percentage of brick and siding as shown on Exhibit A.”

In essence, this amendment now allows Greenebaum and Ryland to build a townhouse umt
on Wake Forest Court of the same design, construction matenal and layout as all the other
units being built in College Hills IIT Phase II. This was the primary point of our original
objection to the Greenebaum petition.

In the amended order, you stated that the Petitioner’s request for modification included a
series of photographs depicting the style of townhomes Ryland intends to construct on the
four lots in questions. Since we were not privy to those photographs, we haveattached a
series of actual photographs of the townhomes in question.

The purpose of this letter is to formally state this association’s objection to the request
submitted by Greenebaum and Rose Associates for a Third Amendment the College
Hills Section III Phase 1 Partial Development Plan. We also object to the limited time
allowed between posting the notice of the special hearing on September 10 and the
hearing date of September 23, 1997. Background information and the reasons for our
request that this amendment be disapproved are as follows:

Background:

This association consists of 44 lots, 40 of which are completed and owned by
homeowners and four undeveloped lots owned by Greenebaum and Rose. The
first 36 townhomes were constructed between 1990 and 1993 by Talles Homes
with cedar siding, cedar shake roofs and sold for and average price of $240,000.
At the first homeowners association meeting held on October 21 1993 we
discussed the pullout by Talles Homes with the developer. Mr. Stewart
Greenebaum stated to the attending homeowners that he would not allow any
subsequent home builder to construct units on the remaining eight lots that were
substantially different from the Talles built homes. Mr. Greenebaum continued
by stating that if necessary, he would obtain the Talles plans and build the
remaining lots himself. In 1994 Greenebaum and Rose sold four lots on Wake
Forest Court to Landmark Homes who built a vinyl siding, asphalt roof unit
with an average sell price of $190,000. Please note that Landmark is now
bankrupt and out of business.

Reasons for Disapproval of the Requested Amendment:

Change from the current “Z” lot to the requested “straight” lot configuration will
allow Ryland Homes to build a four townhouse unit identical to the units being
built in College Hills I1 Phase 2 but totally different from the Talles built units in

Phase 1. This will result in Wake Forest Court having three townhouse
buildings, each built by a different builder with a different look and style. The
resulting aesthetics will be displeasing to view, disastrous to our home values
and nearly impossible for our association to manage.

The Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions (promulgated by
Greenebaum and Rose) require all exterior maintenance, including walls and
roofs of the townhomes, to be performed by this association. The cost of this
maintenance is to be borne from the annual assessment which is to be paid
equally by each association homeowner. Constructing disparate units in one
association leaves a difficult situation to manage, which has already been proven
in the case of the Landmark units, and will become even more unmanageable if
this requested amendment is approved.

This association’s opposition to the amendment request does not mean that we are
opposed to the developers right to construct on these lots. We only request that the
developer construct units on these lots that are similar in look, building material and
price to the majority of units that were sold to the original homeowners as part of
Greenebaum and Rose planned urban development called College Hills III Phase 1.

In 1995, Mr. Mark Bennett of Greenebaum and Rose, requested that I obtain a signed
approval from all effected homeowners for a change from the “Z” lot configuration to a
“straight lot” for these four lots. I put Mr. Bennett’s proposal to the members in
attendance at the annual meeting held in November 1995. The vote was unanimously
against this requested change. Attached are lists, with signatures, of the homeowners
who concur with this letter and are opposed to the requested change to our
community’s Partial Development Plan. Due to the short notice of this hearing, we
were not able to contact all of the current homeowners.

The purpose of this letter is to appeal the amended order rescinding the relief granted in
Restriction No. 2 which required a certain amount of brick be included on the front facade
of the proposed dwelling to be constructed, amended on October 27,1997 to the proposed
Ryland townhouses being constructed with brick facades and siding consistent with
Exhibit A, an artists rendering entitled the University Series at College Hlls.

The association's opposition to the amendment has never been to oppose the developers
right to construct on these lots, nor do we unrealistically expect the builder, Ryland
Homes, to go back to the drawing board and incur the cost of redesigning the Series to
accommodate our existing "Z" lots at this point in time. This in itself means that the end
unit, side entrances of numbers 9 and 19 Wake Forest Ct.(24' wide 36-38'deep) will not
line up and will exit with the view from the front door being closer the rear of the side of
the Ryland building. (24' wide 50'deep). This in itself will effect our curb appeal.

However, and with all due respect , we are submitting for the record and your
consideration in this matter actual photographs to include the side entrances of the Talles
building, 9 Wake Forest Ct., our Exhibit A, the side entrance of the Landmark building 19
Wake Forest Ct., our Exhibit B, and the side entrance of the end unit Ryland " Stanford"
model ,"Standard Exterior Design"(no porch) and "Alternate Exterior Design"(porch)our
Exhibits C,D,E. Exhibits F,G and H are front facades of a 4 unit Ryland building, the
Landmark and the Talles building on Wake Forest Ct. in that order. Also enclosed is the
current price list for Rylands lots 33A-36A. We are submitting this to document that
there are 2 exterior design options.

Specifically , we ask that you please note in our submitted photographs the absence of
architectural detailing on the exterior of the Ryland "Stanford" models, Extubit C and D.
We ask that you please note the considerably more costly entrance to Exhibit A, 9 Wake
Forest Ct, the 2 story porch with hardwood railing, solid hardwood six panel colomal
door, and windows surrounding the door. Also note the porch entrance to Exhubit B, 19
Wake Forest Ct, the extended 2 story with raised brick facade, copper roof, dentil
molding, palladium window with palladium pedimont features, side light windows around
the door and 4 12" in diameter columns, The porches, entrance features, exterior window
treatments, cedar siding, cedar shake roofs, full brick facades on both/either/or the

Landmark and the Talles building are considerably more costly than the mostly vinyl
exteriors on the Ryland buildings. The Developer might argue that this is why these homes
did not sell, but they did sell, we bought them , and haven't we all paid as a result of
economic and Real Estate market conditions in the Baltimore/Washington area over the
past 7 years?

The association will be meeting with the Developer to discuss these matters ,however we
are specifically requesting you amend Restriction No.2 to include:

1. That the porch or "Alternate Exterior Design" option submitted to you in the
photograph marked our Exhibit E on the Ryland University Series at College Hills
"Stanford” model become a standard feature and not an option.

2.That decks be mandatory on all the 4 units as they are on all homes in our community
association.

3. That exterior front facade be brick with not more vinyl siding on said front facade than
the Talles or Landmark buildings.

In conclusion sir, we do understand that you are not a Builder, Developer, or Real Estate
Broker. Our intention has not been to "nit pick" or confuse you with details, however we
hope you are a homeowner and will take into consideration that we the homeowners in
this community were and still are aware of the difference in quality and cost of design and
construction. The value of existing homes in the resale market has dropped considerably
and continues to do so in much of this area and some of this is attributable to overbuilding

. and situations exactly like this one whereby the profit margin for the developers and
builders is not high enough to continue building out a community. We realize the
Developer would prefer not to have to approach Ryland Homes with our legitimate
requests, but why should the homeowners in this community be expected to lose even
more value to their homes than they already have?
