Testimeny and evidence presented was that the subject property is

approximately 2 acres in area, zoned B.R.-I.M. The property is located in

an exXisting one story brick building which is 21,587 sg. ft. in area. The




building 1is leased to a business entity known as Shoe City Warehouse
Outlet. At this location, that entity stores and sells shoes and related
apparel. The primary use of the existing building is as a warehouse,

however, there 1s a small retail component.

The Petltioner proposes an 11,766 sq. ft. addition to the existing
structure. As more particularly shown on the site plan, the addition will
be primarily along the side (north) of the building and will attach to a
small portion of the rear of the existing structure. It was indicated
that the addition is designed to increase capacity of the warehouse por-
tion of the building and also to improve the retail space. BAs shown on
the site plan, presently there are two existing loading bays in the front
of the building facing Whiktehead Road. These bays will be closed and new
storage bays will be located along the addition to promote a better and
safer traffic flow on the property. Additionally, a 5300 sq. ft. retail
area and related parking will be provided within the addition and to the
rear of the existing building.

Mr. Monk testified extensively about these proposed changes and the
reasons therefore. He particularly observed the fact that this is an olad
structure and was one oOf the first lots developed within the industrial

park. He also noted the industrial/commercial character of the area and

way {1-635) to the rear. Mr. HMonk testified that the narrowness and

; unusual confliguration of the lot were unique factors which justified the

-, variance. Particularly, the narrowness of the lot allows only a limited

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area for traffic circulation and for the addition. In Mr. Monk's judg-
ment, the proposed plan represented the best and most appropriate use of
the property in view of these site constraints. The balance of Mr. Mcnk's

testimony is contained within the record of the case.




Mr. Hamilton is a principal in the company which owns the adjacent

lot next door. He strongly opposes the variance regquest. As he correctly
noted, the addition will bring the building closer to his property.
Presently, that portion of the subject lot is improved with a driveway
which will be removed. Mr. Hamilton believes that the proposed improve-
ments will negatively impact his property. It is to be noted, however,
that the Hamilton Brothers buillding is located a significant distance from
the property line and that the area between these two buildings is primari-
ly 1s primarily used for parking. That is, both of these properties are
already extensivelv developed.

zoning Advisory Committee (ZAC) comments were also received regarding
this proposal. There were no comments received from any County agency
which oppose the request. To the contrary, a recommendation from the
Office of Planning was received which supports the variance provided that
additional landscaping along Whitehead Road was installed. A favorable
comment was also received from the Department of Economic Development.

Based upon the testimony and evidence received, I am persuaded to

grant the variance. 1 agree with Mr. Monk's conclusion that the property

:: is unigue 1in view of its narrowness and unusual configuration. These
g
{ factors permit only limited expansion. Moreover, 1 believe that the

proposed addition will be located in the most appropriate place on the

g site and will not detrimentally impact surrounding properties. With all

5 @ g due respect to Mr. Hamilton's , I do not believe that the replacement of

al park occupied by large buildings and vast parking flelds is inappropri-
ate.

I will, however, condition the relief granted by requiring the Peti-

tioner to improve the landscaping along the frontage of the property




adjacent to Whitehead Road. The property is most frequently viewed from
that location and an upgrade of the landscaping to the front portien of
the property 1is appropriate. Thus, I will reguire that the Petitioner
submit a landscape plan for that area for review and approval by the
County's Iandscape Architect and the Office of Planning.

Pursuant to the advertisement, posting of the property, and public

hearing on this Petitlon held, and for the reasons given above, the relief

reguested should be granted.
