The Petitioner s~f'..ks relief from Secti:m 

238.4 of tJ1e Baltimore- CO'..lnty Zoning RegulatioDE (B.C.Z.R.) to permit 

storage bin set.backs of as c::'ose as 2 feet, 6 inc:hes in lieu of the re­

ql.lirc-!d 15 feet in fro~lt of the building setback line. 'fhe subject property 

arid relief sou·~ht are more particularly described on the site plan submit­

ted which ~a$ accepted and marked into evidence as Petitioner's Kxhibit 1. 

Appearing at the hearing on behalf of the Petition were Albert J. 

BiE:'l"!f1.an, Jr., proper·ty owner, and Barbara Pivec, a consultant. . Apperu:ing 

as Protestants in the matter were i..illy Lockhardt, Shirley Thomas, and 

Leonard and Margaret Hersl, all residents from the surroundi.nq area. 

Testimony and evidence offered revealed t.hat the subject property 

is a roughly triangular shaped parcel, long and narrow in width, located 

~>n the southeast sidE:) of Pulaski Highway at its intersection with Chesaco 

Avenue where that road intersects with Shirley Avenue. The property con­

tains a gross area of 0.51 acres, zoned B.R., and iG improved with a 

single family residence and an attached garage on the south end, an aban­

doned gas station on the northern end, and the middle portion of the site 

c.ontains the commercial/retail operation known as the King Mulch/Garden

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Cent'?r. which .is own""d and operated by the Petitioner, 3nd is the subject 

of this request. A 20' x 20' block garage at the southernmost e:nd of the 

mulch operation portion of the site is used as a sales office for that 

business. Adjacent to th.~ subject site on the south side is the Loudmouth 

Club, and north of the property across from the abandoned gas station on 

Chesaco Avenue is the Pacific Inn restaurant. Southeast of the property 

3.cross Shirl.ey Avenue. is a residential commun.ity wherein the Protestants 

;.Ilia attended the hearing reside. 

'l'he Petitioner recently purchased the subject property and com­

l!1enced renovations to the exist1ng dwelling and garage. In addition, the 

20' x 20' block garage wh~re t.he mulch/garden center is located has been 

converted to a sales office for that operation, and the Petitioner has set 

~side 3 parking area for customers. Mr. Bierman recently constructed 

seven (7) storage bins along the eastern side of the mulch/garden center 

opera.tion, adjacent and parallel to Shirley Avenue. These storage bins 

are constructed of pilings and are approximatel.y 15' x 15' in dimension. 

These bins are used to store sand, stone, gravel, firewood and \Tarious 

type::: of mulcb which are offered for sale. Due to the narrow width of the 

property along this portion of the site, the storage bins do not meet the 

:required setback distance; thus, the requested variance is necessary. 

lis noted above, several residents from the surrounding community 

appeared in opposition to the relir:!f requested. These residents l.ive in 

close proximity to the subject property and object to its use as a mulch 

operation. These residents testified that the nrulch has a terrible odor 

which permeates through the neighborhood and prevents them from enjoying 

the outside of their properties. Furthermore, they complained of flies 

and were also concerned that Mr. Bierman was storing manure on the proper­

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ty . 1:1 response to this all(.>ga. tion, Mr. Bierman denied aver storing 

and/or selling manure from the subject property. The Protestants also 

expressed concern that there were no storm water management te-chniques 

being employed by Mr. Bierman to prevent rainwater from carrying mulch and 

topsoil down along Shirley Avenue and out onto Pulaski Highway. 

While the Protestants object to Mr . Bierman's use of the property 

as a mulch and garden center, it should be noted that such use is permit­

ted as a ;n.", t tpI' of dght on the property and no zoning reli_ef is needed for 

this operation. However, a variance is necessary inasmoch as the property 

lacks sufficient width to provide the required setbacks for the storage 

bins. As stated previously, this property is a narrow strip of B.R.-zoned 

land sandwiched between Pulaski Highway and Shirley Avenue. To rL'qUire the 

Petitioner to relocate the storage bins elsewhere on his property would do 

little to alleviate the problems with odor experienced by the Protest:ants. 

It should also be noted that this particular parcel of land 

remained vacant and rundown for many years. After the hearing, I 'Visited 

the property and it was apparent that Mr. BiermpD has made some improve­

ments thereto, particularly rela.tive to th(~ s-ingle family dwelling and 

garage. In addition, the mulch/garden center operation shows some improve­

ments have been made; however, it was obvious that this portion of the 

property is in desperate need of further beautificat_ion. -Furthermore, the 

norLheastern end of the subject site which contains the vacant gasoline 

station remains un eyesore. Little, if anything, has been done to .::lean 

',:lP this end of the property. 

An area variance may be granted where strict application of the 

zoning regulations would cause practical difficul.ty to the Petitioner and 

.. "3 -­
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his property. McLean v. Soley, 270 Md. 208 (1973). TQ prove practical 

difficulty for an area variance, the Petitioner must meet the following: 

I} ;ihether strict compliance with requirement would 
unreasonably prevent the use of the property for a 
permitted purpose or render confOl:mance unnecessarily 
burdensome; 

2) whether a grant of the variance would do a sub­
stantial justice to the applicant as well as other 
property owners in the district or whether a lesser 
relaxation than that applied for would give sufficient 
relief; and, 

:3) wheLher relief can be grcmted in such fashion 
that: the spirit of the ordinance will be observed ajld 
public safety and welfare secured. 

Anderson v. Bd. of Appeals, Town of Chesapeake Beach, 22 Md. App. 28 

(1974). 

After due consideration of the t.estimony and evidence presented 

by both sides, I am persuaded t.o grant the variance to allow the storage 

bins to remain in their present location. It has been established that 

special circumstances or conditions exist that are peculiar to the subject 

property and tJJat strict compliance with the z.oning regulations 'Ilill 

unduly restrict the use of the land due to the special conditions unique 

to this particulctr parcel. However, in an effort to further improve con­

ditiolls on the pr.operty and control the operation of the business itself 

in a manner that will minimize its effect on the adjacent residential 

properties, 1 will impose certain restrictions as set forth below. 

It should also he noted. that the Office of Planning has been 

working with the Petitioner in his development of the subject property. In 

their Zoning Plans Advisory Committee comment dated October 14, 1997, they 

made stO-veral recommendations as to the additional improvements Mr. Bier:man 

could make to his property, if the relief requested is granted. There­

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~r.>re, :! shall also incorporate their recommendations as conditions to the 

approval of the variance request. 

Pursuant to the advertisement, posting of the property, and 

public hearing on this Petition held, and for the reasons given above, the 

variance requested should be granted. 

THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED by the Deputy Zoning Commissioner for 

Baltimore County this (1 fl day of March, 1998 that the Petition for 

Variance seeking relief from Section 238.4 of the Baltimore County Zoning 

Regulations (B.e.Z.R.) to permit storage bin setbacks of as close as 2'6" 

in lieu of the required 15' in front of the building setback line, :'..n 

accordance with Petitioner's Exhibit 1, be and is hereby GRANTED, subject 

to the following restrictions: 

1) The Petitioners may apply for t~eir building 
permit and be granted same upon receipt of this Order; 
however, Petitioners are hereby made aware that pro­
ceeding at this time is at their own risk until the 
30-day appeal period from the date of this Order has 
expired. If an appeaL is filed and this Order is 
reversed, the relief granted herein shall be rescinded. 

2) Within sixty (60) days of the date of this Order, 
the Petitioner shall install a 6-foat high board-on­
board fence along the entire rear property line of t .he 
mulch/garden center operation, commencing at the block 
garage (sales office) and ending at the abandoned gas­
oline service station. The fence shall be uniform in 
its height and appearance, and the design, color and 
location of same shall be reviewed and approved by the 
Office of Planning. This fence shall also serve to 
block off the commercial entrance that currently exists 
from Shirley Avenue, which is a residential street 
serving the residents of the Greater Chesaco cOIIiIITUnity. 
It is not appropriate to have a commercial entrance 
off of Shirley Avenue and the "fann gates" shown on 
the site plan shall be removed and the property closed 
off with the fencing as set forth herein. There shall 
be no commercial activity associated with the subject 
business conducted fram Shirley Avenue. 

3) The storage bins and the inventory stored therein 
shall not protrude above the 6-foot high fence required 
in Restriction No. 2 above. The purpose of this fence 
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is to screen the view of the mulch operation from the 
residents of Shirley Avenue. Therefore, from street 
level along Shirley Avenue, one should not be able to 
see the storage bins ~r the material stored therein 
over the 6-foot high fence. 

• 

4) At no time shall the Petitioner store manure or 
processed sludge on his property. 

5) The Petitioner shall be required to maintain the 
property along the outside of the entire length of the 
6-foot high fence on Shirley Avenue. During my inspec­
tion of the property, it was observed that trash and 
debris as well as weeds have accumulated along this 
portion of the property on Shirley Avenue. The Peti­
tioner shall regularly maintain this area so that the 
property is kept free of all trash and debris and all 
weeds/grass mowed. 

6) Within sixty (60) days of the date of this Order, 
the Petitioner shall submit for r(;."View and approval by 
the Office of Planning a schematic drawing of the 
access islands he proposes along Pulaski Highway and. 
the manner in which those islands shall be delineated. 
Presently, the area has the appearance of an open 
parking lot, which can be confusing for patrons. There­
fore, the entrance and exits to the property from 
Pulaski Highway shall be clearly marked so that traffic 
flaws smoothly into and out of the subject property. 
The Office of Planning has recommended two ingress/ 
~gress points of be~N~en 30 and 40 feet apart. It shall 
be at the discret.ion of the Office of Planning and its 
representatives as to the whether the Petitioner should 
install concrete curbing or landscaping materials of 
another nature to delineate these access points or 
islands. All construction work for these islands shall 
be \.ompleted within ninety (90) days of the date of 
this Order. 

7) The site plan submitted by the Petitioner indi­
ca~es that the parking area is surfaced with con­
crete. During my inspection, 1. observed that the 
parking area was completely covered with topsoil, 
mulch and other sedimentation. In fact, I hesitated 
to walk on the parking lot, since 1. was not wearing 
boots. Therefore, the parking area shall be surfaced 
with concrete and the Petitioner shall maintain this 
parking area completely free of all. dirt and debris. 

8) The Petitioner shall utilize storm water manage­
ment techniques sufficient to prevent sediment from 
washing off the property out onto Pulaski Highway or 
Shirley Avenue during storm events. 
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9} The Petitioner shall. be required to install street 
plantings along Pulaski Highway, consistent with the 
ongoing revitalization of the Pulaski. Highway corridor. 
Thus, within sixty (60) days of the date of this Order, 
the Petitioner shall submit a landscape plan to the 
Office of Planning for review and approval. The design 
and l0cation of the trees and plantings to be installed 
shall be within the discretion of the Office of Plan­
ning. The landscaping proposed for this property shall. 
not be limited to the mulch/garden center operation, 
but shall apply to the entire property owned by the 
Petitioner, including the area where the single family 
residence exists, and the abandoned. gas station. The 
streetscape proposed for this site should continue 
along the entire front of the Petitioner's property 
along Pulaski Highway, not just the area where the 
King Mulch operation exists. All landscaping shall be 
installed withirl 120 days of the date of this Order. 

10) The Petitioner shall b~ required to maintain to 
the extent possible the vacant gasoline station which 
is located at the northern end of his property. All 
openings to the gas station shall be properly boarded 
and secured so that no transients are permitted to 
occupy the building. In addition, the property itself 
shall be regularly maintained so that it is kept free 
of all trash and debris. Although there is no current 
tenant, the property should not be allowed to remain 
an eyesore for the adjacent residential community. 

11) When applying for any permits, the site plan and 
landscaping plrul filed must reference this case and 
set forth and address the restrictions of this Order.
