AMENDED ORDER
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This matter originally came before this Deputy Zoning Commissioner for a public hearing 011“ -
September 9, 1999. Thereafter, an Order was 1ssued approving the Petitioner’s Variance Request to
allow existing tennis courts to remain in the side yard of the subject property and approval for the
construction of a proposed fitness center that was larger than the footprint of the principal structure
on the property. The approval was granted by way of a decision dated the 14t day of September,
1999. Restriction No. 3 of my Order required the Petitioner fo submit within thirty (30) days from
the date of my Order an approved landscaping plan that was agreed upon by his neighbors, Mr.
Melfa and Mr. Eby. Afler the issuance of my Order, substantial negotiations ensued concerning the
appropriate landscaping for this project. However, as of this date, the Petitioner and his neighbors
were unable to fully agree on an acceptable landscaping plan.

Therefore, 1 believe it is appropriate to amend Restriction No. 3 of my previous decision to
require the Petitioner to submit a detailed landscaping plan to Mr. Avery Harden, Landscape
Architect for Baltimore County, for his full review and approval. I shali be within Mr. Harden’s
sole discretion as to the amount, type and location of appropriate landscaping to help mitigate and
screen the fitness center which is to be constructed on the Petitioner’s property. Mr. Harden has

great expertise in resolving matters of this nature and I have full confidence in his capabilities.

ORDER RECEIVED FOR FILING
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THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED this /& day of July, 2000, by this Deputy Zoning

Commissioner, that Restriction No. 3 of my previous decision dated Sepiember 14, 1999, be
amended io require the Petitioner to submit to Mr. Avery Harden, Landscape Architect for
Baltimore County, within thirty (30) days, a landscape plan indicating the amount, type and location
of materials to be planted in an effort o mitigate the effects of the fitness center on surrounding

properties.

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FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

- This ﬁlatter comes before this Deplify Zonmg Commissioner as a petition for vananceﬁled by
the legal owner of the subject property, Francis X. Poggi. The Petitioner is requesting a variance
for property he owns located at 1415 West Joppa Road, which property is zoned D.R.2. The
variance request is from Sections 400.2 and 101.B of the Baltimore County Zoning Regulations
(B.C.ZR.), to allow an existing tennis court to remain in the side and front yard in lieu of the
required rear yard and to construct a proposed fitness center that is larger in footprint than the
principal structure.

Appearing at the hearing on behalf of the variance request were: Francis Poggi, property
owner; Thomas Gamper, professional architect and Thomas Dore, attorney at law, representing the
Petitioner. Appearing as interested citizens were: Larry Melfa, Martin Eby and Phyllis Meyers.
Appearing as a neutral party was Peggy Squitieri on behalf of the Ruxton/Riderwood/Lake Roland
Area Improvement Association.

Testimony and evidence indicated that the property, which is the subject of this variance
request, consists of 7.25 acres, more or less, and 15 zoned D.R.2. The subject property 1s located on
the south side of West Joppa Road in the Ruxton Ridge area of Baltimore County. The subject
property is improved with a 2 ' story dwelling which was constructed at the turn of the century.

Also existing on the property is a tennis court which was installed approximately 25 years ago. The




variance for the tennis court is to approve an existing condition that was created at the time the
tennis court was installed some 25 years ago. The additional variance request is for a fitness center
that Mr. Poggi proposes to construect on his property in the area shown on Petitioner’s Exhibit No.
1, the site plan of the property.

Testimony and evidence indicated that Mr. Poggi intends to construct a 3,333 sg. fi. fitness
center on his property which would contain a basketball court, fitness center and other accessory

. recreational uses. Mr. Poggi indicated that the fitness center would be for his personal use only.

Prior to the taking of testimony and evidence, the neighbors in attendance had an opportunity
to discuss the development proposal with Mr. Poggi. The neighbors in attendance are not opposed
to the construction of the fitness center as was shown on the exhibits presented at the hearing.
However, certain conditions and restrictions were agreed upon between the parties in an effort to
mitigate the affects of this fitness cenier on the surrounding neighbors. Those conditions and
restrictions shall be imposed at the end of this order and shall be enforceable by Baltimore County
in the event it becomes necessary to do so.

An area variance may be granted where strict application of the zoning regulations would

cause practical difficulty to the Petitioner and his property. McLean v, Soley, 270 Md. 208 (1973).

To prove practical difficulty for an area variance, the Petitioner must meet the following:

1) whether strict compliance with requirement would unreasonably prevent the
use of the property for a permitted purpose or render conformance
unnecessarily burdensome;

2) whether a grant of the variance would do a substantial justice to the applicant
as well as other property owners in the district or whether a lesser relaxation
than that applied for would give sufficient relief; and,

3) whether relief can be granted in such fashion that the spirit of the ordinance
will be observed and public safety and welfare secured.

Anderson v. Bd. Of Appeals, Town of Chesapeake Beach, 22 Md. App. 28 (1974).




After due consideration of the testimony and evidence presented, it is clear that practical
difficulty or unreasonable hardship will result if the variance is not granted. It has been established
that special circumstances or conditions exist that are peculiar to the property which is the subject
of this request and that the requirements from which the Petitioner seeks relief will unduly restrict
the use of the land due to the special conditions unique to this particular parcel. In gddjﬁ_qn, the

reliet requested will not cause any injury to the public health, safety or general welfare, and meets
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" the spirit and intent of the B.C.ZR.
Pursuant to the advertisement, posting of the property, and public hearing on this Petition
held, and after considering the testimony and evidence offered by the Petitioner, 1 find that the

Petitioner’s variance request should be granted.

THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED this / M day of September, 1999, by this Deputy

Zoning Commissioner, that the Petitioners’ request for variance from Sections 400.2 and 101.B of

the Baltimore County Zoning Regulations (B.C.Z.R.), to allow an existing tennis court to remain in
the side and front yard in Lieu of the required rear yard and to construct a proposed fitness center
that is larger in footprint than the principal structure, be and is hereby GRANTED, subject,
however, to the following restrictions which are conditions precedent to the relief granted herein:

1) The Petitioner may apply for the building permit and be granted same upon receipt
of this Order; however, Petitioner is hereby made aware that proceeding at this time

! is at his own risk until such time as the 30 day appellate process from this Order has
expired. If, for whatever reason, this Order is reversed, the Petitioner would be

required to return, and be responsible for returning, said property to its original
condition.

2) The Petitioner shall be prohibited from installing nighttime lighting on the tennis
courts for use in nighttime play. The Petitioner shall be permitted to install such
N security lighting as is necessary for the protection of the fitness center, as well as his

property in general.
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The Petitioner shall be required to install landscaping along the south and east
elevation of the fitness center. The Petitioner shall submit to this Deputy Zoning
Commissioner, within thirty (30) days from the date of this Order, an agreed upon
landscape plan which shall be reviewed and approved by Mr. Melfa and Mr. Eby.
These neighbors shall agree upon the amount and type of materials to be planted in
an effort to mitigate the affects of the fitness center on their homes.

The construction of the fitness center on the property shall not adversely affect the
stream or drainage swale which is located within close proximity to the proposed
fitness center.

The Petitioner shall make any attempt possible to lower the elevation of the
proposed fitness center during the construction of the building so as to further
mitigate the visibility of the fitness center from the surrounding properties.

When applying for a building permit, the site plan and/or landscaping plan filed
must reference this case and set forth and address the restrictions of this Order.

My family resides in the house that is immediately behind the proposed structure. I have
lived in my house for close to twenty years. My kids have played in the stream that
divides the property in question from my own, however the stream apparently is now
being called a drainage ditch. When I visited the property in question, it was quite
apparent that the area in question is low, extremely wet, and darkly covered by age-old
hard wood trees.

1 am following up on the proposed variance for the gym and my letter of 12/17/99. This whole
matier seems to be getting no where; all I have seen is a bunch of letters being written. The
matter at hand 1s pretty simple. At this juncture, all we need is a satisfactory landscape plan to
approve or disapprove.

A satistactory plan is one that convinces us that newly planted trees will hide the gymnasinm
(when they are planted; not in years to come) and have a good chance to live for quite some time.
I have not seen Maxalea’s written assurance that the trees have a good chance to survive.

L. Istill do not have a landscape plan which identifies the actual plantings (height, type, etc.).
We agreed to approve a satisfactory landscape plan and have maintained this agreement all
along. As stated, a satisfactory plan is one that convinces us that newly planted trees will
hide the gymnasium from the view of some of the concerned property owners which include
Bentz, Eby, Harris, Melfa, and Seymour. I have not seen Maxalea’s written assurance that the
trees have a good chance to survive. (when they are planted; not in years to come) and have a
good chance to live for quite some time.

2. T'was under the impression there would be a follow up hearing since the majority of the
parties involved have not accepted the proposed informal landscape plan. Perhaps it is
because there still isn’t a formal landscape plan to approve or disapprove! Kindly advise of
status of the hearing.

3. Iam in receipt of Mrs. Poggi’s letter of 1/15/00 accusing us of being unreasonable and
persistent. I am flummoxed over these comments for I believe we are simply following our
part of the agreement. Far from being persistent, I believe we have been remarkably laid
back about the entire matter through its course so far. I have not insisted on a burm; it is just
that I have been told this is the only solution available in order to give trees a chance to
grow. Addrtionally, we did not select Maxalea as a group; we even let the Poggi’s determine
whom to use as a consultant on the matter. However, I would assume that, when we do
receive an actual plan, we will have the opportunity to consult with another independent
landscaper (one that does not represent the Poggis or the county), so we can obtain objective
advice.

I am following up on the proposed variance for the gym and my letter of 12/17/99. This whole
matter seems to be getting no where; all I have seen is a bunch of letters being written. The
matter at hand 1s pretty simple. At this juncture, all we need is a satisfactory landscape plan to
approve or disapprove.

A satistactory plan is one that convinces us that newly planted trees will hide the gymnasium
(when they are planted; not in years to come) and have a good chance to live for quite some time.
I have not seen Maxalea’s written assurance that the trees have a good chance to survive.

1. Istill do not have a landscape plan which identifies the actual plantings (height, type, etc.).
We agreed to approve a satisfactory landscape plan and have maintained this agreement all
along. As stated, a satisfactory plan is one that convinces us that newly planted trees will
hide the gymnasium from the view of some of the concerned property owners which include
Bentz, Eby, Harns, Melfa, and Seymour. I have not seen Maxalea’s written assurance that the
trees have a good chance to survive. (when they are planted; not in years to come) and have a
good chance to live for quite some time.

2. 1was under the impression there would be a follow up hearing since the majority of the
parties involved have not accepted the proposed informal landscape plan. Perhaps it is
because there still isn’t a formal landscape plan to approve or disapprove! Kindly advise of
status of the hearing.

3. Iam in receipt of Mrs. Poggi’s letter of 1/15/00 accusing us of being unreasonable and
persistent. I am flummoxed over these comments for I believe we.are simply following our
part of the agreement. Far from being persistent, I believe we have been remarkably laid
back about the entire matter through its course so far. I have not mmsisted on a burm; it is just
that I have been told this is the only solution available in order to give trees a chance to
grow. Additionally, we did not select Maxalea as a group; we even let the Poggi’s determine
whom to use as a consultant on the matter. However, I would assume that, when we do
recerve an actual plan, we will have the opportunity to consult with another independent
landscaper (one that does not represent the Poggis or the county), so we can obtain objective
advice.

Please be advised that on behalf of myself, Mr. Eby and Mr. Seymour, the three
