In two prior Spirit & Intent Requests (now shown on the attached site plan) it was determined that as per
Section 104.3 of the BCZR any increase in building area could not exceed 25% of the total non-
conforming building arca. A Site Plan has been developed and maintained to account for the net change
to the building area on the campus over time.

The proposed Activities Building #1, that was the subject of the first Spirit & Intent Letter (2/20/09), has
been approved but has not yet been built.

RULING ON MOTION TO DISMISS

This 1s an appeal from a denial by the Zoning Commissioner for a special hearing
and a finding that the nonconforming use for a day Camp on the site owned by Beth Tfiloh

Congregation is viable. A hearing was held before the Board on February 20, 2002. Beth Tfiloh

Congregation was represented by G. Scott Barhight, Esquire, and WHITEFORD, TAYLOR &
PRESTON, LLP. The Petitioners were represented by David Green, pro se. At the end of the
Petitioner’s case, the Appellee moved to dismiss the Petition on the basis that the Petitioner had
fatled to provide substantial evidence that the nonconforming use should be denied. After
reviewing the case law submitted by the Appellee, and reviewing the notes of the Appellee’s oral
argument, which was not rebutted by argument from the Appellant, the Board deliberated
publicly and granted the Motion to Dismiss.

At the beginning of the hearing, Mr. Green moved to postpone the hearing on the basis

that he had not had an opportunity to solicit enough money from his fellow residents in the area
to obtain the services of an attorney. The Board considered Mr. Green’s argument that he had

been unable to solicit funds due to the tragedy at the World Trade Center and the fact that his

business was affected and required him to attend to his business rather than to raise funds since

October of 2001. In addition, Mr. Green indicated that it was very difficult to solicit funds from

i older residents in the area.




The Board reviewed the history of this matter and found that the Zoning Commissioner

Case No. 99-49]1-SPH /BethWioh Congregation (Delight Meadows)

issued his decision on January 30, 2001. An appeal was taken by J. Carroll Holzer, Esquire, the
attorney for the Appellants, on February 26, 2001. The matter was scheduled for hearing on
October 23, 2001, with additional days scheduled on November 1, November 6, and November
15,2001. At the request of the Appellants, the original four dates in 2001 were postponed. The
Board then rescheduled the matter for February 12, 2002, with two additional days scheduled on
February 13 and February 20, 2002. Once again, at the request of the Appellants, the hearing
scheduled for February 12, 2002 and February 13, 2002 was postponed to February 20, 2002,

| with an additional day on April 17, 2002. The Board felt that the Appellants had had ample time
| since February of 2001 to obtain funds to finance the services of an attorney to handle this
matter. The request for postponement was not made known to Mr. Barhight, representing Beth
Ttiloh, until the day before the scheduled hearing of February 20, 2002. Mr. Barhight was
prepared to present his evidence and expert witnesses, who had been paid to appear, and was

ready to proceed on February 20, 2002. Therefore, the Board felt that it was necessary for the

| Appellants to either proceed or withdraw the Petition. Mr. Green elected to proceed.

After Mr. Green elected to proceed, it appeared that there were several documents which
he required from the hearing below which were not in the file. He again requested a
postponement on the basis that he could not present his case adequately without a montage of
photographs which he had taken and an aerial photograph dated 1999 showing the layout of the

Camp. Once again, the Board felt that it was the responsibility of the Appellant to review the file

from the Zoning Commissioner’s hearing prior to the hearing before the Board in order to
determine whether or not all of the material presented to the Zoning Commissioner was available
to be presented to the Board. The Board checked with the Office of Permits and Development
Management (PDM) to determine if there were any exhibits that had not been forwarded to the

Board with the Zoning Commissioner’s file. No photographs or aerial maps were found, and the
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Board Administrator was informed that the file contained everything that PDM had in its file.
Mr. Green then elected to proceed using photographs which had been taken by Beth Tfiloh and
utihzing the development plans that had been utilized below by the Petitioner and also by Beth
Thloh.

Mr. Green testified on his own behalf and was the sole witness presented by the
Appellants 1n support of their position. Mr. Green admitted in his testimony that, as far as he
knew, the Camp had been operating on the tract owned by Beth Tfiloh since before 1955. He
indicated that originally the tract of land was approximately 46 acres and that at least
approximately 10 acres had been sold to David S. Brown Enterprises for development, and that
three office buildings were erected on the 10-acre site. He indicated that originally the Camp
had access through a road off Pleasant Hill Road, but the Camp entrance had been changed to
enter off of Delight Meadows Road, upon which Mr. Green and other neighbors lived.

Mr. Green contended that the Camp had been enlarged in some respects and had
relocated a number of 1ts buildings to other areas of the property. He indicated that a pavilion
was built in 1997 and that four new bunkhouses, measuring approximately 50 feet by 50 feet,
were also built, and then enclosed with sides and wired for electricity. He indicated that

activities at the lower end of the Camp, such as a pool and a pond, remained where they were.

There was a trailer on the property used as an office and a new house and a new office that was

going to be built. He admitted that the existing office was still there but was to be torn down,

and an existing security building was now on the property. He indicated that the trailer that was

near the entrance to the Camp was to be moved and replaced with a yellow trailer twice as large,

but it was to be placed further back from the entranceway; however, he felt that it would be more |

visible.
On cross-examination, Mr. Green admitted that the Camp was located at the present site

since at least 1955. He also indicated that he was not aware of any violation by citation given to
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the Camp by Baltimore County regarding any nonconforming use. Mr. Green also testified that
he did not personally take any measurements of the buildings and did not have any
measurements of the older buildings which were on the property that were sold off for
commercial use.

In his argument supporting his Motion to Dismiss, Mr. Barhight gave a history of the
various zoning regulations leading up to the passage of the present regulations, including R.C. 5
property. Today, the Camp would be permitted in an R.C. 5 zone by special exception.

Mr. Barhight relied principally on the cases of Paul Farace, et al and Michael
Krompholz, a matter which proceeded from the Zoning Commissioner through the Board of
Appeals, the Circuit Court for Baltimore County and ultimately to the Court of Special Appeals
in an unreported decision dated July 2, 1986. That case held that a nonconforming use of a

nding stable was still viable, even though the property where the riding stable originally began

had decreased from 184 acres to approximately a 5.47-acre tract.

Decision

The Baltimore County Zoning Regulations set forth the requirements for nonconforming

uses 1n § 104. That section states as follows:

104.1 - A nonconforming use (as defined in section 101) may continue except as
otherwise specifically provided in these regulations; provided that upon any
change from such nonconforming use to any other use whatsoever, or any
abandonment or discontinuance of such nonconforming use for a period of one

year or more, the right to continue or resume such nonconforming use shall
terminate.

104.2 - A structure damaged to any extent or destroyed by fire or other casualty
may be restored within two years after such destruction or damage but may not be
enlarged. In the case of residential use structures which are nonconforming in
density, the number of dwelling units or density units rebuilt may be equal to but
may not exceed the number of units which existed before the casualty.

104.3 — No nonconforming building or structure and no nonconforming use of a
building, structure or parcel of land shall hereafter be extended more than 25% of
the ground floor area of the building so used. This provision does not apply to
structures or uses restored pursuant to section 104.2, except as authorized by the
zoning commissioner pursuant to section 307.

4
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The Board finds that there is insufficient evidence to show that the buildings on the Camp
have been expanded by more than 25 percent. In addition, it is clear that the size of the Camp
property has not increased but has decreased with the sale of approximately 10 acres for office
| development. This does not in any way affect the nonconforming use since the Board feels the
law 1s clear i accordance with the case of Krompholz v. Farace cited by the Appellee.

For the above reasons, the Board shall grant Appellee's Motion to Dismiss.

ORDERED that the Motion to Dismiss of Beth Tfiloh Congregation be and is hereby

FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

This matter comes before the Zoning Commissioner for consideration of a Petition for

Special Hearing for the above-captioned property, owned by Beth Tfiloh Congregation. The

Petition was filed by David A. Green and Michael A. Sims, nearby property owners, through their
attorney, J. Carroll Holzer, Esquire, pursuant to Section 500.7 of the Baltimore County Zomng
Regulations (B.C.ZR.). That Section empowers the Zoning Commissioner to conduct such
hearings as are necessary for the proper enforcement, and/or proper interpretation of the B.C.Z.R.
as it relates to a% particular property. The Petitioners filed the instant Petition seeking a
determination, pursuant to Section 500.6 of the B.C.ZR., as to whether there has been “any
violation, or alleged violation, or the proper interpretation thereof...” on the subject property, and
““ the existence of any purported nonconforming use on any premises...” related thereto. In
addition, the Petitioners pose 12 questions, as are more particularly stated in the schedule attached
thereto. In essence, the Petitioners question the propriety of the day camp that is operated by the
Beth Tfiloh Congregation on the subject property. The subject property and existing
improvements are more particularly described on the plat entitled Existing Conditions, bearing a
redlined date of April 29, 1999, which was submitted into evidence as Petitioner’s Exhibit 1, and, a
subdivision plat of the subject property, dated on or about June 2, 1999, which was submitted mio

evidence and marked as Respondent’s (Beth Tfiloh Congregation) Exhibit 1.



Appearing at the requisite public hearing in support of the Petition were David A.
Green, Mark Schabb, and Mickey Feldman, all nearby residents.. Mr. Green was represented by J.
Carroll Holzer, Esquire. Appearing on bebalf of Beth Tfiloh Congregation were Eve Steinberg,
Fxecutive Vice Chairman of the Board of Directors of Beth Tfiloh and a long-time member of the
congregation, and attorneys G. Scott Barhight, Esquire and Julie A. DiGrigoli, Esquire. In
addition, numerous other individuals appeared in support of the Beth Tfiloh Congregation.

The subject Petition was filed in the Department of Permits and Development
Management (DPDM) on June 4, 1999. There were numerous postponements of the scheduled
hearing for this case to allow the parties an opportunity to negotiate their differences. Ultimately,
the matter was scheduled for a hearing on December 8, 2000 and completed on that date.
Subsequent to the hearing, Counsel were given an opportunity to submit memoranda in support of
their respective positions on or before January 19, 2001. The Respondents/Property Owners
submitted an 18-page memorandum, which the undersigned has reviewed and considered. The
Petitioners elected not to file a memorandum but rely upon the record of this case established in
open hearing.

At the hearing, testimony was offered by Ms. Steinberg regarding the history and
current operation of the camp. As noted above, Ms. Steinberg is a long-time member of the Beth
Tfiloh Congregation and has been actively involved with the camp for a number of years in
numerous capacities. It was clearly established, through her testimony, that the camp has
continuously operated on the subject property since 1951. Additionally, testimony and evidence
was persuasive to a finding that the camp’s operation and activities have remained relatively
consistent since that time. The camp offers recreational, social and educational activities to
members of this Jewish congregation. Typically, the camp is most busy during the summer
months.  Activities are generally completed during the afternoon; however, the camp has
historically conducted several “late night stays” during the camp’s season. It was also indicated
that the camp property is occasionally leased to other organizations, including the Beth Tfiloh

School, the Boy Scouts, the Baltimore County Public School system, and others.
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The camp’s property is split-zoned R.C.5 and D.R.1. It is located not far from Pleasant

Hill Road near the Northwest Expressway (I-795) in Glyndon. Originally, the camp contained

approximately 46 acres in area; however, in 1998, approximately 10 acres were subdivided and
sold to Glyndon, LLP, which has since developed that portion of the property with several office

buildings. As a result of this sale and subdivision, several camp structures on the northwest side of

the preperty were demolished and/or relocated.
The testimony offered by Ms. Steinberg is summarized in Respondent’s Memorandum.

It is persuasive to a finding that the entire parcel has been used for various purposes related to the
camp over the years. Surely, activities and buildings associated with the camp have at times been
relocated to different areas within the four corners of the property. Yet, nonetheless, I find that the
entire original 46-acre parcel has been used as a camp facility. Moreover, the activities on the

property and nature of the use thereon have remained relatively the same. Finally, it is clear that

the use has not been discontinued or abandoned for any period since operations began in 1951.

Testimony by the Petitioners was largely presented by David Green. Mr. Green

testified regarding the property and presented a video of traffic entering the site from Delight
Meadow Road. Primarily, Mr. Green objects to what is perceived as an increased volume of traffic
entering the property from Delight Meadow Road and through the residential neighborhood m
which he resides. He is also concerned about noise emanating from the camp during activities and
the removal of certain landscaping which has increased the view from his property of the office
buildings on the 10-acres previously subdivided from the tract in 1998. Similar testimony was

offered by Mark Schabb, another nearby resident.

The questions presented in the Petition do not relate, per se, to the impacts of the camp

on the surrounding locale. This is not a special exception case wherein the Zoning Commissioner
must consider whether the use causes detrimental impacts to the health, safety or general welfare.
However, in that testimony was offered on that issue, I find that the impacts caused by the camp on

the surrounding community are benign. Admittedly, the camp activities cause noise and traffic to

the area. However, the activities on the camp are sporadic and are typically conducted during
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warmer months. The volume of traffic is, at worst, an irritant to the surrounding communities and
does not cause congestion or particularly threaten public safety. Notwithstanding this finding, the
issue in this case arises from the nonconforming use of the property.

Nonconforming uses are defined in Section 101 of the B.C.Z.R. and are regulated n
Qection 104 thereof. Essentially, the nonconforming use designation is attached to a property to
grandfather an otherwise improper or illegal use. Although nonconforming uses are not favored at
law, it is recognized that uses that existed prior to the adoption of the prohibiting legislation should
be permitted to remain. Section 104 of the B.C.ZR. limits the improper expansion of
nonconforming uses and also provides that an otherwise permissible nonconforming use might be
forfeited if the use is discontinued or abandoned.

The Respondents attached to their memorandum the case history for the property
located in northern Baltimore County owned by Paul Farace and Robin Morfe. This case came
before the Deputy Zoning Commissioner of Baltimore County in 1984, was appealed to the
County Board of Appeals, then the Circuit Court for Baltimore County, and ultimately, to the
Court of Special Appeals of Maryland. In an unreported opinion, the Court of Special Appeals
addressed the issues raised in that case, many of which are identical to the questions presented

here. In the Farace matter, the property was used as a nonconforming riding stable. Additionally,

testimony and evidence was that the original tract was quite large (184 acres), but over the years,
had been subdivided and ultimately reduced to a 5.47-acre parcel. The essential question presented
was whether this reduction in area destroyed the nonconforming use. The Deputy Zoning
Commissioner, Board of Appeals, Circuit Court for Baltimore County and Court of Special
Appeals all held that it did not.

The facts presented in the instant case merit a similar result. It is clear that the property
has been reconfigured as a result of the 10-acre subdivision in 1998, and that certain improvements
have been relocated. However, the facts are persuasive to a finding that these alterations to the use
and appearance of the property are insignificant and do not warrant the loss of viability of the

nonconforming use as a camp. Although the property is now smaller and changes within the site



have occurred, the nonconforming use of the property as a camp 1s not destroyed. Thus, I find that
the nonconforming use for a day camp on the subject site remains viable and that the Petition for
Special Hearing should be denied.
Pursuant to the advertisement, posting of the property, and public hearing on this
Petition held, and for the reasons set forth herein, the relief requested shall be denied.
THEREEORE IT IS ORDERED by the Zoning Commissioner for Baltimore County
this \z&dday of January, 2001 that there has been no violation of the B.C.Z.R. on the subject

property and that the nonconforming use of same as a day camp remains viable, and as such, the

Petition for Special Hearing, be and is hereby DENIED; and,
IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the Petitioners shall have thirty (30) days from the

date of this Order to file an appeal of this decision. ‘%{

PROTESTANT'S MEMORANDUM OF LAW

Beth Tfiloh Congregation of Baltimore City, Inc. (“Beth Tfiloh”), Protestant, by
and through its attorneys, G. Scott Barhight, Julie A. DiGrigoli and Whiteford, Taylor &

Preston, LLP, hereby submit this Memorandum of Law and state: M S

L FACTUAL AND PROCEDURAL BACKGROUND

This matter comes before the Zoning Commissioner for Baltimo;e County as
result of a petition for special hearing filed by Michael A. Sims and David A. Green
(“Petitioners”) on or around June 4, 1999. The subject of this case is Beth Tfiloh's 36
acres + property, located at 410 Delight Meadows Road in Reisterstown, Maryland. The
Petitioners raised numerous questions in their petition for special hearing relating to
whether Beth Tfiloh’s use of the property is a legal nonconforming use.

Testimony in the case was heard by Zoning Commissioner Lawrence Schmidt on
December 8, 2000. Beth Tfiloh offered Eve Steinberg, a congregant, board member and

next chairman of the board of Beth Tfiloh, in opposition to the Petitioner’s petition for



special hearing. Ms. Steinberg offered uncontradicted testimony regarding the history
of the property, including evidence that the Camp has operated continuously on the
property since the early 1950's, to support the Camp’s nonconforming use status. The
Petitioners offered David A. Green and Marc Schabb in support of their petition. By the
agreement of both parties, judicial notice was taken during the proceedings of the

Baltimore County Zoning Regulations as well as the Baltimore County Zoning Maps.

IL BURDEN OF PROOF

The burden of proving a nonconforming use is on the party asserting the

nonconforming use status. See e.g. Carroll County Comm’rs v. Uhler, 78 Md. App. 140,

552 A 2d 942 (1989); Calhoun v. County Bd. of Appeals of Baltimore County, 262 Md. 265,

277 A.2d 589 (1971). The Petitioners have the burden of proceeding in this matter since
they filed the petition for special hearing. Under Maryland case law, Beth Tfiloh has the
burden of establishing that its Camp is a legal nonconforming use as defined by the
Baltimore County Zoning Regulations. As set forth in greater detail herein, Beth Tfiloh
has established by substantial and convincing evidence that Beth Tfiloh's Camp is a

legal nonconforming use that may continue.

III. LEGAL ARGUMENT

A.  History of Beth Tfiloh Camp
Eve Steinberg, a congregant, board member and next chairman of the board of
Beth Tfiloh, offered unrefuted testimony, based upon her personal knowledge,

regarding the history of Beth Tfiloh’s Camp. Ms. Steinberg has been involved with the



Camp from the 1950’s through today in a variety of roles, including as, a camper, parent
of a camper, Beth Ttiloh board member and member of the camp committee. Ms.
Steinberg’s first interaction with the Camp was in the early 1950’s when she attended
the Camp with her family as part of Beth Tfiloh's Family Camp program. She testified
that Family Camp is a long-running program in which Beth Tfiloh opens up the Camp
and its facilities for use by members of the Congregation. Her involvement with the
Camp continued in the 1960’s as a Camp Counselor and in the 1970’s with her children
in Beth Tfiloh's Family Camp program. Ms. Steinberg’s dealings with the Camp
extended through the 1980's and 1990’s as a parent of campers and a parent of a camp
aide. Ms. Steinberg also testified that she has been actively involved with the Camp
since the 1980’s in her various leadership roles in Beth Tfiloh, including as a board
member and a member of the Camp committee.

In further support of the Camp’s history dating back to the 1950’s, Ms. Steinberg
testified that there is evidence that the Camp was certified by the American Camping
Association beginning in 1952. Through her testimony, Ms. Steinberg established that
Beth Tfiloh Camp has continuously operated as a camp on the subject property from
1951 until today.

Ms. Steinberg’s testimony not only established the Camp’s existence since the
1950’s, but that the Camp’s operations and activities have remained consistent since that
time. She explained that since the Camp began, it has offered typical recreational, social
and educational activities including, but not limited to, athletics, swimming, art, music,

nature, and Jewish culture. Ms. Steinberg testified that the Camp’s activities have



remained the same throughout the years. Ms. Steinberg explained that in addition to its

daily activities, the Camp has historically had several “late night stays” during the
camp season. Ms. Steinberg also indicated that during the Camp’s off-season, the Camp
is typically used for camping, athletic events and various group events, by Beth Tfiloh
Congregation, Beth Tfiloh School, the Boy Scouts, Baltimore County public schools, the
Camper Association and members of the Congregation.

In addition to the operation of the Camp, Ms. Steinberg provided uncontradicted
testimony regarding the history of the Camp property itself. She explained that from
the 1950’s until 1998 the Camp was approximately 46 acres t in size. Ms, Steinberg
testified that in 1998 approximately 10 acres + of the Camp’s property, located along the
Northeast side of the Camp, were subdivided and sold to Glyndon, LLP. See
Respondent’s Exhibit 1, Subdivision of Beth Tfiloh Camp, Liber 71, folio 132. Glyndon, LLP
has since developed several office buildings on the property. As result of the sale and
subdivision, several camp structures on the Northeast side of the Camp were
demolished. Beth Tfiloh subsequently relocated some of these structures to the
Southwest side of the Camp.

Ms. Steinberg provided uncontradicted testimony that the Southwest side of the
Camp has always been owned by Beth Tfiloh and utilized as part of the Camp program.
In fact, Ms. Steinberg has personal memories of hiking in the Southwest area of the
Camp as a child. Interestingly enough, Petitioner Green also testified that the Camp

used the Southwest area of the property for “ball playing” prior to the 1998 subdivision.



Ms. Steinberg went on to explain that following the subdivision, Beth Tfiloh

began to use Delight Meadows Road, a public road on the Southwest side of the Camp,
as its primary access to the Camp. Prior to the subdivision, Beth Tfiloh had two means
of access to the property, Delight Meadows Road, a public road, and Camp Road, a
private road. Beth Tfiloh no longer has access rights over the private road, formerly
known as Camp Road, since portions of the road are now owned by Glyndon, LLP. Ms.
Steinberg testified that Beth Tfiloh has not been able to secure easement rights over the

road from the new owner. There was uncontradicted evidence in this case that Beth

Tfiloh's sale of 10 acres + of property and the relocation of its camp activities to the
Southwest portion of the Camp had no impact on the operation of the Camp itself.

B. Zoning History of Beth Tfiloh’s Property

The Baltimore County Zoning Maps indicate that Beth Tfiloh’s property was
zoned “R.40” (Residence, One-Family) on March 30, 1955. See 1955 Baltimore County
Zoning Map N.W. 12-]. Pursuant to §200.6 of the 1955 Baltimore County Zoning
Regulations (BCZR), Beth Ttiloh's use of the property was permitted by right as a
“community building, swimming pool, or other structural or land use devoted to civic,
social, recreational and educational activities of the community”. It should be noted
that §200.5 of the 1955 Regulations also permitted a “country club, golf course, or other
outdoor recreation clubs, including club house, and quasi-public camps, including day
camps” as a matter of right in the R.40 zone. (emphasis added). The terms “quasi-

public camp” and “quasi-public” are not defined terms in the Baltimore County Zoning



Regulations. Webster’s Dictionary, however, defines “quasi-public” as “essentially

public (as in services rendered, functions performed, or source of income received)
although under private ownership or control; affected with a public interest”. Webster's
Unabridged Third New International Dictionary of the English Language 1861 (1976). In the
corporate context, “quasi-public” is used to describe a private corporation who loses its
strictly private character when it is invested with certain powers of a public nature in
order to discharge its duties to the public. See Black’s Law Dictionary 342 (6th ed. 1990);

Forbes Pioneer Boat Line v. Board of Com’rs of Everglades Drainage Dist., 82 So. 346, 350, 77

Fla. 742 (1919).

In this case, Ms. Steinberg provided unrefuted testimony that Beth Tfiloh has
offered various social, recreational and educational activities on the property
continuously from the 1950’s until today. Further, she provided uncontradicted
testimony that Beth Tfiloh’s activities program has always been open to any member of
the community who applies. Notably, there were no assertions made during the
hearing that Beth Tfiloh possesses powers of a public nature or has any public duties.
Therefore, Beth Tfiloh’s use of the property is properly characterized as a land use,
devoted to civic, social, recreational and educational activities, which was permitted

under BCZR §200.6 as a matter of right beginning on March 30, 19551

1 Any reference made within this memorandum to a “camp” shall refer to Beth Tfiloh’s nonconforming
use of a “community building, swimming pool, or other structural or land use devoted to civic, social,
recreational, or educational activities of the community”, as defined by §200.6 of the 1955 Baltimore
County Zoning Regulations.



Thereafter, on March 24, 1971, Beth Tfiloh’s property was rezoned to “RDP”

(Rural: Deferred-Planning). See 1971 Baltimore County Zoning Map N.W. 12-]. The RDP
zone permits a “community building, swimming pool, or other structural or land use
devoted to civic, social, recreational, or educational activities of the community”.
Unlike the R.40 zone, however, such use was permitted only by special exception in the
RDP zone. Since Beth Tfiloh never obtained a special exception, Beth Tfiloh’s use of the
property became nonconforming on March 24, 1971. From March 24, 1971 through
today, the Baltimore County Zoning Regulations have required a special exception to
operate Beth Tfiloh's use. Therefore, Beth Tfiloh's Camp remains a nonconforming use

of the subject property.

C.  BethTfiloh Camp is a Legal Nonconforming Use.

i. Beth Tfiloh Camp Meets the Definition of a Nonconforming Use
and thus, may Continue.

There is substantial evidence in the record that Beth Tfiloh’s Camp is a
legal nonconforming use that may continue. Maryland case law make clear that if a
property and its use were lawfully permitted at the time the applicable zoning
regulations changed or were enacted so as to prohibit the use, then the use is allowed to

continue. See, Board of Zoning Appeals of Howard County v. Meyer, 207 Md. 389, 114 A.2d

626 (1955). The Baltimore County Zoning Regulations make clear that a nonconforming
use may continue as long as it has not been changed to any other use, abandoned, or

discontinued for a period of one year or more. BCZR §104.1 (BCZR 1963; BCZR 1998).



There is competent evidence in this case that Beth Tfiloh's Camp was a lawfully

permitted use until the applicable zoning regulations changed on March 24, 1971. In
order to determine if Beth Tfiloh’s Camp qualifies as a “nonconforming use”, one must
look at the definition of such use in effect when the Regulations changed. The 1963
Baltimore County Zoning Regulation’s definition of a nonconforming use was
applicable in 1971. The Regulations define a “nonconforming use” as:

A legal use of a building or of land that antedates the

adoption of these regulations and does not conform to the use
regulations for the zoning in which it is located.

BCZR 1963 (emphasis added) .

As evidenced by the unambiguous language in the definition, a nonconforming
use can apply to either the use of a building or the use of land. By its very nature, a
camp is a use of land. The Baltimore County Zoning Regulations and Zoning Maps
establish that Beth Tfiloh’s Camp was a legal use of land which antedated the 1971
change in Regulations. Therefore, Beth Tfiloh’s Camp is by definition, a nonconforming
use. Since there is uncontradicted evidence in the record that Beth Tfiloh Camp has
operated continuously and its operations have remained consistent from 1951 until

today, the nonconforming use may continue.

ii. Beth Tfiloh Current Activities on the Property are within
the Scope of the Nonconforming Use.

Beth Tfiloh's current use of the property as a Camp is wholly within the scope of

the nonconforming use. This follows from the fact that Beth Tfiloh has not changed the



use of the subject property nor expanded the use of property. Under Maryland law,

four factors must be considered when determining whether a subject activity is within

the scope of a nonconforming use:

1. To what extent does the current use of these lots reflect the
nature and purpose of the original non-conforming use;

2. Isthe current use merely a different manner of utilizing the

original non-conforming use or does it constitute a use
different in character, nature and kind;

3.  Does the current use have a substantially different effect upon
the neighborhood; and

4. Isthe current use a “drastic enlargement or extension” of the
original non-conforming use?

McKemy v. Baltimore County, Maryland, 39 Md. App. 257, 385 A.2d 96 (1978).

The Baltimore County Zoning Regulations have always permitted the
enlargement or extension of an existing nonconforming use. Maryland Courts
distinguish between an intensification of a nonconforming use and an expansion of a

nonconforming use. An intensification is defined as the “more frequent present use of

property for the same or similar use than that for which it had been used less

frequently”. Feldstein v. LaVale Zoning Board, 246 Md. 204, 227 A.2d 731 (1967). By
contrast, an extension is “a change from one nonconforming use to a new and different
one....” Id. at734.

While an intensification of a nonconforming use is acceptable under certain

circumstances, an expansion or enlargement of a nonconforming use is generally



prohibited under Maryland case law. See Prince George’s County v. E.L. Gardner, Inc., 47

Md. App. 471, 476, 424 A.2d 392 (1981), rev’d on other grounds, 293 Md. 259, 443 A.2d
114 (1982). Notwithstanding the general rule, the Maryland Court of Appeals has held
that local ordinances govern whether a nonconforming use may be enlarged or

extended. Phillips v. Zoning Commissioner, 225 Md. 102, 109, 169 A.2d 410 (1961).

Relevant here is the 1971 Baltimore County Zoning Regulations which
specifically provide for the extension of a nonconforming use. The 1971 Regulations
provide that “no nonconforming building or structure and no nonconforming use of a
building, structure, or parcel of land shall hereafter be extended more than 25% of the
ground floor area of buildings so used.” BCZR §104.1 (1971) [adopted in BCZR, 1955]
(emphasis added).

In this case, there is no question that the current use of the Camp reflects the
character, nature and purpose of the original non-conforming use. There is
uncontradicted evidence that a camp has operated continuously on the property since
1951. Although the Camp property has decreased in size in recent years, there was
undisputed testimony that the 36 acre + property, which is the subject of this action,
was a part of the original Camp. There was also unrefuted testimony that the operation
of the Camp has remained consistent since 1951.

Significantly, there was no competent evidence presented that the Camp’s
nonconforming use has been impermissibly extended. The Protestants testified that
new structures had been built on the property over the last several years, however, they

failed to produce any evidence that the Camp had been extended more than 25% of the
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ground floor area of buildings so used. This is significant since there is evidence in the
record that the Camp has fewer structures today then it did prior to the subdivision of a
portion of the Camp’s property in 1998. Thus, the square footage of the Camp has
actually decreased in recent years. Additionally, as discussed below in further detail,
the Petitioners failed to adduce any competent evidence that the Camp’s current use of
the property has a substantially different effect upon the neighborhood. Based on the
foregoing, the Protestants failed to present sufficient evidence to prove that Beth
Tfiloh’s nonconforming use status was lost as result of an impermissible extension or
change in the camp use.
iii. = The Sale and Subdivision of 10 acres of the Camp Property Does
Not Affect the Camp’s Status as a Legal Nonconforming Use.
Despite the Petitioners’ contentions to the contrary, Beth Tfiloh Camp’s legal
nonconforming use status was not effected by the sale and subdivision of 10 acres + of
its Camp property. The Petitioners insinuate that the Camp is no longer a
nonconforming use since Beth Tfiloh relocated some of its camp structures and
increased its use of Delight Meadows Road, a public road, after the subdivision.
The Petitioner’s contentions are wholly misplaced under Maryland law.
Maryland Courts have ruled that the more frequent, present use of property for the
same or similar use then that for which it had been used is not an impermissible

extension of a nonconforming use. County Comm’rs of Carroll County v. Zent, 86 Md.

App 745, 587 A.2d 1205 (1991). For example, “[a]n increase, from 30 to 50, in the

volume of cars parked on a portion of the property under a non-conforming use as a

11



parking for a garage was a [permissible] intensification of the use because the area of

the property was not enlarged. Nyburg v. Solmson, 205 Md. 150, 106 A.2d 483 (1954).

Additionally, the Maryland Court of Special Appeals has found that the
relocation of a nonconforming use to a different portion of the property did not effect a

use’s nonconforming status. Krompholz v. Farace, Court of Special Appeals, unreported

opinion, No. 1575, Sept. Term, 1985, Filed July 2, 1986, Zoning Case No. 83-276-SPH, a copy

of which is attached hereto as Exhibit A. The facts in Farace were analogous to the facts
presented here. The case involved a petition for special hearing, filed by the owners of
a riding stable (“Petitioner”), seeking to establish that the riding stable was a
nonconforming use. Zoning Case No. 83-276-SPH, a copy of which is attached as Exhibit A.

In support of the riding stable’s nonconforming use status, the Petitioners
presented evidence that the riding stable operated continuously from the 1930's on a
portion of what used to be a 185 acre + farm. Zoning Case No. 83-276-SPH; CBA Case No.
83-276-SPH, CC Case No. 10/13/85-CG-1278, CSA Case No. 1575, Sept Term, 1985, Copies of
which are attached hereto as Exhibit A. The Protestants in the case opposed the petition on
the basis that the riding stable had lost any nonconforming status it may have
possessed. Id. Specifically, the Protestants argued that any nonconforming use status
was lost when the stable and its supporting buildings were demolished and relocated to
another portion of the farm property. Id.

The record in the Farace case indicated that between the 193(0's to the 1950’s, the

riding stable offered boarding and riding lessons out of a barn located along Providence

Road. Id. Then, over the course of a number of years, portions of the farm in which the

riding stable was originally located were conveyed away to various owners. Id. There
was uncontradicted testimony in the case that despite the conveyances, a riding stable
had been operated continuously on some portion of the original farm since the 1930’s.
Id. According to the record, the riding stable was condensed onto a 5.47 acres * parcel
of the original farm, known as the “Hart” parcel, in approximately 1957 or 1958. Id. A
new barn and accessory structures were constructed on the Hart parcel for use by the
riding stable. Id.

This case was litigated from the agency level through the Maryland Court of
Special Appeals. The Zoning Commissioner below found that a legal nonconforming
use for a riding stable had existed and such use had been conducted on the property
since the 1930°s. Therefore, the Zoning Commissioner concluded that the riding stable
should be permitted to continue. Zoning Case No. 83-276-SPH. In granting the Riding
Stable’s petition for special hearing, the Zoning Commissioner reasoned that “the very
nature of riding stables and farming may require the owner/operator to rotate the
specific areas from field to field in order to better preserve and/or utilize the land.” Id.
at 1.

The Board of Appeals affirmed the Zoning Commissioner’s decision and
reasoned that had the original tract remained intact, the boarding of horses could have
legally been conducted on any portion of the site since the use obviously existed in 1945
and had continued since that time. CBA Case No. 83-276-SPH, p. 2. Additionally, the

Board of Appeals stated that despite the original tract being diminished by the
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subdivision, the portions of the tract that still remained, could continue the
nonconforming use. Id. at 2-3.

The Circuit Court of Baltimore County affirmed that the riding stable was a legal
nonconforming use. CC Case No. 10/13/83-CG-1278. The Court of Special Appeals went
on to affirm the Circuit Court’s decision upon reasoning that there was no evidence that
the nonconforming use had been discontinued. CSA Case No. 1575, Sept Term, 1985. In
fact, the Court found there was uncontradicted testimony that since the 1930’s there had
always been riding and boarding houses on the property. Id. at 3-4.

The arguments made by the Petitioners in this case are strikingly similar to those

arguments presented in the Farace case in opposition to the riding stable’s

nonconforming use status. Similar to the riding stable in Farace, the Camp simply

relocated some of its activities to another portion of the Camp property which already
enjoyed nonconforming use status. Ms. Steinberg provided uncontradicted testimony
that the Southwest side of the Camp, where the Camp relocated some of its activities,
has always been owned by Beth Tfiloh and utilized as part of the Camp program.
Further, there was supporting testimony from not only Ms. Steinberg, but also
Petitioner Green that camp activities took place in the Southwest area of the Camp prior
to the subdivision. Since there is no question that Beth Tfiloh’s Camp existed on some
portion of the original property beginning in 1951, the Camp, like the riding stable in

Farace, may continue.
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D. The Petitioners Failed to Introduce Sufficient Evidence to Contradict

the Substantial Evidence in the Record that Beth Tfiloh’s Camp is a
Legal Nonconforming Use.

Petitioners failed to introduce sufficient evidence to contradict the substantial
evidence in the record that Beth Tfiloh’s Camp is a legal nonconforming use. The
Petitioners case was based almost entirely upon aesthetic concerns and unsubstantiated
claims of traffic, safety and noise problems allegedly caused by the Camp. In support of
their Petition, the Petitioners testified to problems relating to Beth Tfiloh’s use of
Delight Meadows Road to access the Camp property. The Petitioners complained that
the Camp’s current use of Delight Meadows Road has caused traffic and safety
problems. In an attempt to demonstrate the problems allegedly caused by the Camp,
the Petitioners introduced into evidence a video recorded by Mr. Green on July 27, 1999.

See Petitioner’s Exhibit 4. The video was taken from Mr. Green’s driveway and showed

tratfic entering and leaving the Camp. Despite the Petitioner’s allegations, the video
showed no traffic problems and in fact demonstrated that the Camp generated a
relatively insignificant amount of fraffic.

Notably, the Petitioners presented absolutely no evidence that Delight Meadows
Road and the adjoining public roads were unable to handle the traffic generated by Beth
Tfiloh's Camp. Further, the Petitioners presented no credible evidence that the Camp
was improperly using the public roads leading to the Camp property. Rather, the
Petitioners themselves conceded that the series of roadways leading to the Camp,

including Delight Meadows Road are all public roadways. Petitioners also admitted
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that Beth Tfiloh has the right to use all of the public roads, including Delight Meadows

Road.

In a further attempt to support their claims, the Petitioners provided testimony
regarding Beth Tfiloh's alternative means of accessing the Camp, Redland Court.
Petitioners inferred that Beth Tfiloh has access over Redland Court based on a Public
Works Comment and Beth Tfiloh's recent repair of a bridge at the Northeast edge of the
Camp. Despite their contentions, the Petitioners failed to produce any evidence that
Beth Tfiloh actually has an alternative means of accessing the Camp or has any
easement rights over Redland Court. If such access rights existed, the Petitioners could
have easily produced documentation from the Land Records of Baltimore County,
Maryland. The Petitioners failed to produce any such documentation. This is
significant since Ms. Steinberg testified that Beth Tfiloh has no such easement or access
rights.

As to the Camp’s bridge, Ms. Steinberg explained that the bridge was in
disrepair and for safety reasons was recently replaced. Ms. Steinberg indicated the
repair of the bridge was irrelevant to the access issue since buses never crossed the
bridge even when Beth Tfiloh had access from the Northeast side of the Camp.
Significantly, the Petitioners introduced no evidence that the bridge’s repair was in any
way related to Beth Tfiloh’s access to the Camp.

In addition to complaints regarding access to the Camp, the Petitioners
complained of the levels of noise supposedly being generated by the Camp. The

Petitioners’ noise claim was greatly discredited by Petitioner Green’s own testimony
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that the noise may be substantially unrelated to the Camp. Mr. Green testified that the
Petitioners had experienced an increase in noise from I-795 as a result of the clearing of
trees for the development of the office park, not from activities occurring on the Camp

property.

Petitioners also attempted to support their petition by submitting a site plan,
aerial photographs and photographic documentation regarding the size and character
of the Camp today and prior to the subdivision of the Camp’s 10 acres. See Petitioner’s
Exhibits 1, 2a-2d, 3a-3b. As discussed herein, there was no testimony or evidence
submitted by the Petitioners that demonstrated that the Camp had impermissibly
extended or changed the use. Rather, the Petitioners simply presented evidence that
several structures had been constructed or relocated over the last several years. The
Petitioners’ failure to submit credible evidence is significant since there was
uncontradicted testimony by Ms. Steinberg that the number of Camp structures had
actually decreased following the 1998 subdivision. Ms. Steinberg explained that
approximately thirteen (13) of the Camp’s original structures were demolished and only
some of the structures were rebuilt.

In this case, it is clear that the Petitioners simply failed to present sufficient
evidence to prove that Beth Tfiloh’s nonconforming use status was lost due to a change

in the property’s use or due to the Camp’s effect upon the neighborhood.

. CONCLUSION

Beth Ttiloh Congregation of Baltimore City, Inc., protestant and owner of
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410 Delight Meadows Road, respectfully requests that that the relief requested in the
Petition for Special Hearing be denied and Beth Tfiloh's Camp be declared a legal
nonconforming use. As discussed herein, there is substantial evidence within the

record that establishes that Beth Tfiloh's Camp is a nonconforming use that may

continue.

Your Petitioners pose the following questions:

1. Respondents Beth Tfiloh Congregation, 400 Delight Meadows Road, is the
property owner of approximately 48 acres, zoned RC 5 and DR 1 which said
Congregation has allegedly utilized as a nonconforming use for the Beth Thiloh
Daycamp. The Daycamp was physically being operated on the site in a manner
and to the extent depicted on Petitioner’s Exhibit No. 1. Exhibit No. 1 1s
designated by Hoff and Antonucci Associates, Land Development Consultants
and Architects, dated March 11, 1992. At least on that date, the existing site
improvements were physically shown on the plan.

2. A redline plan dated April 29, 1999, attached hereto and incorporated herein as
Exhibit No. 1, has been prepared by the same firm, showing the deletion of some
of the existing site improvements for the Daycamp and what appears to be new
improvements identified on the rediine plan. Such new improvements include
proposed parking for sixteen buses, a proposed security building, a proposed
pavilion, and proposed bunk house buildings. Said proposed development appears
to be in a new site area as well as appearing larger than what was noted on Exhibit
No. 1 for existing bunk house buildings.

3. Petitioners request the Zoning Commissioner to determine whether the
respondent Beth Tfiloh Congregation is in violation of the Baltimore County
Zoning Regulations, (BCZR), relating to the limitation and control of
nonconforming uses, particularly Section 104.

4. Petitioners request the Zoning Commissioner to determine whether Beth Tfiloh is

entitled to a nonconforming use as a Daycamp.

5. Petitioners request the Zoning Commissioner fo determine whether or not pursuant
to Section 104.1 of the BCZR, that the Beth Tfiloh Congregation has operated a
Daycamp on the subject site in a continuous fashion, and has not abandoned such
Daycamp for more than one year.

PURPOSE: To deliberate Case No0.99-491-SPH /Petition for Special Hearing filed by David Green, et al

Board convened for deliberation after individual review of notes from Mr. Barhight’s argument and the
cases cited by Mr. Barhight.

Dehiberation:

LSW - Opinion - evidence shows that camp has been in existence since prior to 1955; although
originally approximately 47 acres, 10 acres have been sold off; but still leaves remaining acreage for
camp property; no question that camp has been used for camping business.

Buildings on site — some have been taken down and replaced with others; but primary business has
not changed; whether or not some of buildings have increased in size is questionable but no defimitive
evidence with respect to size of buildings, either old or new ones.

Persuaded by cases cited by Mr. Barhight — Krompholz v. Paul Farace —before Zoning
Commissioner; before this Board; Circuit Court for Baltimore County; and Court of Special Appeals
— unreported opinion. That case shows that, regardless of the fact that a piece of property has been
diminished in size, if sufficient evidence shows that use has remained same through entire utilization
of property, then nonconforming use will adhere to the property and will be allowed.

Opinion — that decision 1s critical in this matter, and is the case law which we should apply 1n this
matter. Would grant Motion to Dismiss.

CLB - Looked at § 104 and basically the law is — was this use in existence prior to 1935; Green’s
testimony on cross — his answer to this question was “yes”

When going through 104: 104.1 — testimony uncontradicted — in existence prior to 1955; no

testimony at all nor any evidence on change of use or termination of such use; downtimes during

winter; normal; no period of year or more without use; no evidence or testimony about that

= 104.2 —talks about — was it destroyed by fire; does not apply

= 104.3 — no nonconforming building or structure or use shall be extended by more than 25 percent
of ground floor etc. No evidence of being extended; retocation and alluding to downsizing rather
than extended; no hard facts, etc.; no floor area of buildings.

» 1044, 5, 6, 7—not applicable here; no office bumilding, Chesapeake Bay critical area, etc.

e Looking at law — applies to use, not location on site; no evidence in this case that use has been
discontinued or changed; owners can relocate buildings on land in accordance with zoning
regulations; looking at case law 0 Price and Krompholz — changing of size of property does not affect
use.

e Opinion — would also grant Motion to Dismiss; case was not presented here as such that the use has
been discontinued or changed.

o MMA - Agreed with LSW and CLB; Motion should be granted

0 Was cut and dried from the beginning to the end - no evidence to show that Petitioner met burden;
regulations are clear as to what you have to do to show this; requirements were not met.

Decision:

Unanimous decision of the Board: Appellee’s Motion to Dismiss is GRANTED. Writtenr Order to be
issued by the Board; appellate period to run from date of wntten Order.

NONCONFORMING USES

[BCZR 1955]

104.1--A nonconforming use (as defined 1in Section 101) may
continue except as otherwise specifically provided in these
regulations; provided that upon any c¢change from such
nonconforming use to any other use whatsoever, or any
abandonment or discontinuance of such nonconforming use for a

period of one year or more, the right to continue or resume
such nonconforming use shall terminate. [Bill Nos. 18-1976;

104.2~-A structure damaged to any extent or destroyed by fire or
other casualty may be restored within two years after such
destruction or damage but may not be enlarged. In the case
of residentially used structures which are nonconforming 1in
density, the number of dwelling units or density units
rebuilt may be equal to but may not exceed the number of
units which existed before the casualty. [Bill No. 124-1991]

104.3--No nonconforming building or structure and no nonconforming
use of a building, structure or parcel of land shall
hereafter be extended more than 25% of the ground floor area
of the building so used. This provision does not apply to
structures or uses restored pursuant to Section 104.2, except
as authorized by the Zoning Commissioner pursuant to Section

307. [B1ill No. 124-1991]

104.4--Exception. A contrary provision o©f these regulations
notwithstanding, an office building that was authorized by grant
of a special exception and that becomes damaged to any extent or
destroyed by casualty may be fully restored 1n accordance with the
terms of the special exception.

It has been recently been brought to our attention that your Congregation may be planning
to use Delight Meadows Road as an access for autos and buses to the Beth Tfiloh Camp.

If these are your plans, we are dismayed and dissapointed that you have not contacted
Delight Meadows Development Corporation to discuss these plans.

A portion of Delight Meadows Road, as shown on the recorded Plat Two, Section Three,
Delight Meadows - recorded in SM 53, folio 40, is not a public road. That portion of
Delight Meadows Road is the property of Delight Meadows Development Corporation.

As of this date, that portion of the road has not been deeded to public use since the
development work 1s unfinished with only the base coat of asphalt paving having been
apphied. In addition, the stone base and the paving do not connect to the Beth Tfiloh
Camp as they end in a temporary T turnaround, as per the final development plan ,
leaving a 4 foot (m/1) undisturbed strip between the end of the paving and the Camp

property line.

Therefore, you are hereby advised that use by the Beth Thioh Congregation or the Beth
Tfiloh Camp, their agents, servants, employees, contractors, invitees, licensees, or
concessionaires, of that portion of Delight Meadows Road, shown on the aforementioned
Record Plat, is prohibited and would constitute trespassing without obtaining in each
mstance the prior written consent of the Delight Meadows Development Corporation.
Additionally, you may not enter onto our property in any manner whatsoever to improve,
