TRAFFIC AND ROADS:
The subject reclasstfication request, if granted, would adjust the ML-IM / OT
zoning line to the southern boundary of a future public road that bisects the
property. This road would provide a connection between Pleasant Hill Road and

the proposed extension of Dolfield Boulevard, both of which are classified as
minor arterials.

TO ACCOMPANY ZONING RECLASSIFICATION PETITION

RE: Kentmar

SECTION 1

The purpose of this document is to discuss the possible environmental effects
of proposed changes to the approved Development Plan for the referenced property

following a zoning reclassification as indicated on the accompanying Documented
Site Plan.

The area delineated for reclassification comprises approximately 1.82 net
acres, more or less, of an overall 120.2 acre site. A Development Plan for the over-
all site was approved on April 25, 2001, (PDM # IV-563), with 208 multi-family
units and 108,000 square feet of office/commercial space. The Documented Site

Plan adds 32 residential units and deletes 20,000 square feet of office/commercial
space.

This report will focus only on the changes within the site boundary
delineated for reclassification. The chart in Section IV details physical changes in
terms of pervious and impervious surfaces.

SECTION 11

The subject site is located north of the intersection of Dolfield Road and
Pleasant Hill Road in the Owings Mills area of Baltimore County. The 1.82 acre,
more or less, site 1s currently zoned ML-IM.

The site consists of a fallow field. There are no known environmentally
sensifive areas on this portion of the site. No adverse environmental impacts are
anticipated as a result of the requested reclassification.

No portion of the 1.82 acret: site falls within a 100-year floodplain or Critical
Area, nor are there any streams or tidal waters within established limits of
proximity. There are no steep slopes or mapped hydric soils on site. The nearcst
non-tidal wetlands are approximately 350 feet away.




SECTION III

The proposed development of the site includes stacked two-story townhouses
with interior garages, private parking pads and bay parking for 20 cars. This is the
same product slated for the area surrounding this site. In addition, sidewalks,
paths, landscaping and screening are also provided. Stormwater management for

the site 1s included in plans for the overall 120.2 acrez site, about 800 feet west of
the area under consideration for reclassification.

No adverse effects are anticipated as a result of the reclassification of this
site. On the contrary: Section IV includes a table comparing the area of mpervious
surface with the Documented Site Plan verses the approved Development Plan.
Without the reclassification, the office/warehouse use already approved typically
requires more intensive development as verified by the chart. The residential use is

a reduced 1mpact.
SECTION IV
The following chart details site conditions as related to use according to:
(a) the current approved Development Plan

(b) proposed conditions resulting from the requested zoning
reclassification, per the Documented Site Plan.

Note that this chart only reflects quantities within the 1.82 acres to be
reclassified.

The foregoing chart reflects a decrease in 1mpervious surface that will oceur

with the re-classification of the subject area. Therefore. increased areas of
landscaping and grass will be provided with property developed according to the
Documented Site Plan. This will result in increased recharge of surface runoff as
well as other microclimatic benefits.

SECTION V

Sediment control devices will be installed and maintained during
construction. Disturbed areas will be re-vegetated as required by Soil Conservation
District standards. Runoff volume and timing, non-point pollutant loadings and the
biological integrity of the receiving waters can thereby be controlled to the extent
possible.

In addition, landscape planting is proposed to mitigate the audible, visual
and micro-climatic effects of the parking areas. A planting buffer of evergreen
shrubs will line the perimeter along with an over-head canopy of shade trees. The
trees and the building will provide shade to ameliorate the effect of the sun on the
paving and the trees and shrubs will provide a visual and noise buffer between
buildings, parking and adjacent (proposed) Dolfield Boulevard.

This firm represents The Kent-Mar Corporation, legal owner, and Sidney Emmer
Builders, Inc., contract purchaser (collectively “Petitioners™), with respect to the above-
referenced zomng reclassification request for property located on the west side of
Pleasant Hill Road, south of Red Run Boulevard. The subject property, approximately
1.82 acres of Lot 1 of a development known as Kentmar, 1s presently zoned ML-IM
(Manufacturing, Light ~ Industrial, Major). Petitioners are requesting that this 1.82 acre
piece of ML-IM zoned land be rezoned to OT (Oftice and Technology). This zoning
reclassification would adjust the zoning line to the southern boundary of a future public |
road bisecting the property, which will connect the proposed extension of Dolfield
Boulevard and Pleasant Hill Road. The purpose of this letter is to set forth the reasons
why the requested reclassification should be granted.

The Kentmar development 1s a mixed use project on approximately 40.5 acres
zoned DR 10.5 (Density Residential, 10.5 dwelling units per acre), ML-IM
(Manufacturing, Light — Industrial, Major), and OT (Office and Technology). As shown

on the Concept Plan, reviewed by Baltimore County at a Concept Plan Conference on
October 2, 2000, the Kentmar project was originally proposed to be a mixture of a 192
umt multi-family residential complex, 63,300 square feet of office/commercial space, and
a 150 room hotel. The Concept Plan for the project showed a private driveway into the
development off of proposed Dolfield Road to serve only the development. This private
driveway was not proposed as a connection from Dolfield Boulevard to Pleasant Hill
Drive. This Concept Plan was being reviewed by Baltimore County at the time the
Baltimore County Council voted on the 2000 Baltimore County Comprehensive Zoning

Maps.

Since adoption of the 2000 Comprehensive Zoning Maps, Petitioners, at the
request of a neighboring property owner, have had a Development Plan approved in
which the main access into the Kentmar site has been relocaled to the north. Rather than
a private driveway serving only the siie, Petitioners now propose this access as a public
road connecting Dolfield Boule
