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FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCLUBSIONS OF LAW

This matter comes before this Deputy Zoning Commissioner as a Petition for Variance
filed by the legal owners of the subject propetty, Packer Realty 11I, LLC. The variance request
involves property located at 9801 Pulaski Highway. The subject property is the site of an Al
Packer Ford New & Used Car Sales facility.

Appearing at the hearing on behalf of the variance request were Elliott Packer, appearing
on behalf of the owner of the property, Richard Sherry, Martin Cammiso, Wayne Zinn, Mitch
Kellman and Marvin I, Singer, attorney at law, representing the Petitioners. There were no
protestants or others in attendance.

The variance request is to permit two freestanding signs on the subject property
containing a square footage of 226 sq. ft. in lieu of the permitted 50 sq. ft. and one sign to
contain a height of 35.5 ft. in lieu of the maximum permitted 235 ft.

Testimony and evidence indicated that the property, which is the subject of this variance
request, consists of 21.05 acres, more or less, split-zoned BR-IM, BR-AS and ML-AS. The
subject property is improved with a newly constructed Ford Automotive Dealership building and
automotive service building. The site is located on the south side of Pulaski Highway in White

Marsh. The property is developed in the fashion depicted on Petitioners’ Exhibit No. 1, the site

plan submitted into evidence.




As stated previously, the site has recently been redeveloped by the Al Packer Automotive
Family into a new Ford Automobile Dealership. The dealership buildings themselves are
situated approximately 500 ft. back from Pulaski Highway. As a result of the topography of the
property surrounding the subject site, motorists traveling east and west bound on Pulaski
Highway encounter difficulty in identifying the site as a Ford Automobile Dealership.
Accordingly, the Petitioners propose to install the two freestanding signs in the area depicted on
the site plan submitted into evidence. The signs themselves will be constructed as represented on
Petitioners” Exhibit Nos. 2A and 2B, the architectural renderings of the signs themselves. In
order to proceed with the placement of these signs on this new dealership property, the variance
requests are necessary.,

An area variance may be granted where strict application of the zoning regulations would

cause practical difficulty to the Petitioners and their property. McLean v. Soley, 270 Md. 208

(1973). To prove practical difficulty for an area variance, the Petitioners must meet the

following:

1) whether strict compliance with requirement would unreasonably prevent the use of
the property for a permitted purpose or render conformance unnecessarily

burdensome;

2) whether a grant of the variance would do a substantial justice to the applicant as well
as other property owners in the district or whether a lesser relaxation than that
applied for would give sufficient relief; and,

3) whether relief can be granted in such fashion that the spirit of the ordinance will be
observed and public safety and welfare secured.

Anderson v. Bd. Of Appeals, Town of Chesapeake Beach, 22 Md. App. 28 (1974).

After due consideration of the testimony and evidence presented, it is clear that practical
difficulty or unreasonable hardship will result if the variance is not granted. It has been

established that special circumstances or conditions exist that are peculiar to the property which




is the subject of this request and that the requirements from which the Petitioners seek relief will

unduly restrict the use of the land due to the special conditions unique to this particular parcel.
In addition, the relief requested will not cause any injury to the public health, safety or general
welfare, and meets the spirit and intent of the B.C.Z.R,

THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED this _SQ% day of May, 2002, by this Deputy Zoning
Commissioner, that the Petitioners’ request for variance from Section 450.5(g) of the Baltimore
County Zoning Regulations (B.C.Z.R.), to permit two freestanding signs on the subject property
containing a square footage of 226 sq. ft. in lieu of the permitted 50 sq. ft. and one sign to
contain a height of 35.5 ft. in lieu of the maximum permitted 25 ft., be and is hereby GRANTED,
subject, however, to the following restriction which is a condition precedent to the relief granted
herein:

1) The Petitioners may apply for their permit and be granted same upon receipt of this

Order: however, Petitioners are hereby made aware that proceeding at this time 1s at their

own risk until such time as the 30 day appellate process from this Order has expired. If,

for whatever reason, this Order is reversed, the Petitioners would be required to return,
and be responsible for returning, said property to its otiginal condition;

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OPINION

This is an appeal by the Office of People’s Counsel from a decision of the Deputy Zoning
Commissioner granting variances to Packer Realty III for property located at 9801 Pulaski
Highway in the Fifteenth Election District of Baltimore County. The property is split-zoned
B.R.-LM,, B.R.-A.S,, and M.L.-A.S. The variances granted were from § 450.5(g) of the
Baltimore County Zoning Regulations (BCZR) to permit two double-faced, illuminated
freestanding signs containing a total square footage of 226 square feet in lieu of the permitted 50
square feet, and one of those signs to be a height of 35.5 feet in licu of the permitted maximum of
25 feet.

The property which is the subject of the variance request consists of approximately 21.05
acres and 1s located on the southeast side of Pulaski Highway in the White Marsh area of
Baltimore County. The property is improved with a newly constructed Ford automotive
dealership building and service building for the Al Packer Ford Dealership, with a total cost of
approximately $7,000,000,00.

Evidence and testimony from Mitchell Kellman of Daft~-McCune-Walker, Inc., and
Richard Sherry, General Manager of Al Packer Ford, indicated that, due to site and topographical

conditions of the property, the larger of the two buildings is located 525 feet from the property
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line on Pulaski Highway, and the second building is located 808 feet from the property line. The

unusual setback of the buildings is attributable to the presence of wetlands and wetland buffers to

the front of the site, and also a stormwater management facility located at the very front of the

property. The location of the buildings was further constricted by the presence of a stream and

1

forest conservation easement on the site. Structures and the topograpny of properties on both
sides of the site serve to screen the business from view, resulting in motorists traveling eastbound
and westbound on Pulaski Highway encountering difficulty in identifying the location of the
dealership.

Prior to the hearing before the Board, the parties to this appeal entered into a stipuiation
reducing the requeste;.l size and height of the principal sign, and seeking to permit the erection of
two freestanding signs. Specifically, that agreement provides for a brand identification si gn of
92.18 square feet (as computed in accordance with § 450.3 of the BCZR defining “area’ as

within the perimeter of a rectangle enclosing the face of a sign; the sign here at issue is actually

an oval with an area of approximately 73 square feet), the height of that sign to be reduced to 20

feet. The second sign (“Pre-Owned Vehicles”) has an area of 33 square feet and a height of 8
feet. Petitioner has amended itg request before the Board in conformance with that stipulation.
The i1nitial requirement for the granting of a variance is that the property must be
considered unique under the decision of Cromwell v. Ward, 102 Md.App. 691, 651 A.2d 424
(1995). Once such special circumstances or conditions are found to exist, if practical difficulty or
unreasonable hardship would result upon strict compliance with the zoning regulations, a variance

may be granted. § 307.1, BCZR; McLean v. Soley, 270 Md. 208, 213 (1973). The Board is satisfied from the
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testimony and evidence before it that the conditions existing on the property, as well as the nature
and location of adjoining properties, and the structures thereon, combine to render the site in
question unique, as that term has been defined by the Court of Special Appeals:

..."Uniqueness" of a property for zoning purposes requires that the subject property
has an inherent characteristic not shared by other properties in the area, i.e., its
shape, topography, subsurface condition, environmental factors, historical
significance, access or non-access to navigable waters, practical restrictions imposed
by abutting properties (such as obstructions) or other similar restrictions....
Cromwell v. Ward, 102 Md.App. at 710.

S0 too, the buildings of the dealership, located as they are, well removed back from Pulaski
Highway, cannot serve as identification for the dealership for vehicles coming from either direction
on the highway.

Thus, because of the conditions associated with the property in question, the Board is
convinced that the zoning provision limiting the size and number of signs would impact
disproportionately upon this specific site. The Board is of the further opinion that the requested
variances, as amended and agreed to by the parties, would be in harmony with the spirit and intent
of the BCZR, and would not be injurious to the public health, safety, and general welfare,

Finally, the Board notes the lack of opposition by any other parties or property owners.

ADVERTISING REQUIREMENTS AND PROCEDURES FOR ZONING
HEARINGS

The Baltimore County Zoning Requlations (BCZR) require that notice be given to the
general public/neighboring property owners relative to property which is the subject of
an upcoming zoning hearing. For those petitions which require a public hearing, this
notice is accomplished by posting a sign on the property (responsibility of the petitioner)
and placement of a notice in a newspaper of general circulation in the County, both at
least fifteen (15) days before the hearing.

Zoning Review will ensure that the legal requirements for advertising are satisfied.

An appeal was filed by People’s Counsel in the above-entitled case on June 14,
2002. The site is the location of a new Packer Ford automobile dealership, and a variance
was granted by the Deputy Zouning Commissioner for a larger commercial brand
identification sign. This letter is (o respectiully request an acceleration of the hearing in
this case for the following reasons.

The dealership buildings are located over 500 feet back from Pulaski Highway
due to the wetlands, a stream and butfers on the property, and there 1s a storm water
relention pond at the front of the property near the highway. The sightlines for tratfic
coming {rom boih directions are obstructed due to a building on one side and a stand of
trees on the other side. As a result, it is extremely difficult to safely identify the site as a
Ford Automaobile Dealership in a timely manner, The dealership represents a significant
Investment in capital improvements, but also provides a substantial number of new jobs.
At the present time, the business has no adequate sign identifying it, and because of the
rost involved 1t i¢ not economically feasible to erect a femporary sign that conforms with
the manufacturer’s requirements, pending further action on the requested variance.

No protestants appeared at the original hearing, and it is not anticipated that the
hearing before the Board would be an extensive one.
