FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

This matter comes before this Deputy Zoning Commissioner as a Petition for Special
Exception and Special Hearing filed by the legal owner of the subject property, Rodick Realty
Partnership I and the lessee of the site, Cloverland Farms Dairy, Inc. The Petitioner is requesting
relief for property located at 10740 Pulaski Highway. The special exception request is to permit
the expansion of an existing fuel service station and to add a rollover car wash as a use in
combination, in accordance with Sections 405.2.B.1 and 405.4.E.2 of the Baltimore County
Zoning Regulations. In addition, special hearing relief is requested to amend the previously
approved site plan in Case No. 99-318-X.

Appearing at the hearing on behalf of the requested relief were John Kemp, representing
Cloverland Farms Dairy, Steve Feazell, appearing on behalf of Rodick Realty Partnership I, Ken
Schmid and Nick Brader, and David Karceski, attorney at law, representing the Petitioner. There
were no protestants in attendance.

Testimony and evidence indicated that the property, which is the subject of this zoning
request, consists of 1,75 acres, more or less, zoned BR-AS. The subject property is improved

with an existing “Royal Farms” convenience store use in combination with a service stafion.




The Petitioner is interested in adding some additional fueling stations, as well as constructing a
rollover car wash on the subject property. There is more than sufficient land to accommodate
this expansion, given that there exists an undeveloped lot adjacent to the subject site. The
Petitioner proposes these improvements on the area of the property which was reserved for future
development. It should also be noted that no variances are being requested for this relief. In
order to proceed with the added improvements, the special exception relief is necessary, as well
as the special hearing, to amend my previous Order dated June 23, 1999.

After considering the testimony and evidence offered at the hearing and the lack of
opposition thereto, I find that the special exception and special hearing should be granted to
allow this expansion to occur. It 1s clear the Baltimore County Zoning Regulations permit the
Petitionet’s use in a BR-AS zone by special exception. It is equally clear that the proposed use is
not detrimental to the primary uses in the vicinity. Therefore, it must be determined if the
conditions as delineated in Section 502.1 are satisfied.

The Petitioner had the burden of adducing testimony and evidence which shows that the
use meets the prescribed standards and requirements set forth in Section 502.1 of the Baltimore
County Zoning Regulations. The Petitioner has shown that the use is conducted without real
detriment to the neighborhood and does not adversely affect the public interest. The facts and
circumstances do not show that the use at this particular location described by Petitioner’s
Exhibit No. 1 has any adverse impact above and beyond that inherently associated with such a

special exception use, irrespective of its location within the zone. Schultz v. Pritts, 432 A.2d

1319 (1981).

The use is not detrimental to the health, safety, or general welfare of the locality, nor tends

to create congestion in roads, streets, or alleys therein, nor is it inconsistent with the purposes of



the property’s zoning classification, not in any other way inconsistent with the spirit and intent of
the B.C.Z.R.

THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED, by the Deputy Zoning Commissioner for Baltimore
County, this /&' day of September, 2002, that the Special Exception request, to permit the
expansion of an existing fuel service station and to add a rollover car wash as a use in
combination, in accordance with Sections 405.2.B.1 and 405.4.E.2 of the Baltimore County
Zoning Regulations, be and is hereby APPROVED, subject, however, to the following

restrictions which are conditions precedent to the relief granted herein:

1) The Petitioner shall submit elevation drawings of the car wash building to the Office
of Planning for their review and approval prior to the issuance of any building
permits.,

2) The Petitioner shall be required to remove all temporary, non-permitted signs from
the subject site.

3) When applying for a building permit, the site plan filed must reference this case and
set forth and address the restrictions of this Order.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, that the Special Hearing relief requested, to amend the
previously approved site plan in Case No, 99-318-X, be and is hereby APPROVED.
IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, that any appeal of this decision must be made within thirty

(30) days of the date of this Order.
