FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

This matter comes before the Zoning Commissioner for consideration of Petitions for Special
Exception and Variance filed by the owners of the subject property, Robert E. Fisher, Sr., and his wife,
Rosemary Fisher, through their attorney, Lawrence M. Hammond, Esquire. The Petitioners request a
special exception to permit a service garage on the subject property, pursuant to Section 230.13 of the
Baltimore County Zoning Regulations (B.C.Z.R.). In addition, variance relief is requested from Sections
232.1 and 303.2 of the B.C.Z.R. to permit a front yard setback of 47 feet from the centerline of the public
road right-of-way (Reisterstown Road, Maryland Route 140) in lieu of the required 71 feet. Relief s also
sought from Sections 405A.1, 405.A.2, 409.8.A.2 and 409.8.A.6 of the B.C.Z.R. to permit an unpaved and
unstriped gravel parking surface in lieu of the required striped, durable and dustless surface, and to permil
the storage of disabled vehicles on the subject property. The subject property and requested relief are more
particularly described on the site plan submitted which was accepted into evidence and marked as
Petitioner’s Exhibit 1.

Appearing at the requisite public hearing in support of the request were Robert E. Fisher, Sr,
property owner, James C. Sadler, Registered Property Line Surveyor who prepared the site plan for this
property, and Lawrence M. Hammond, Esquire, attorney for the Petitioners. There were no Protestants or
other interested persons present.

Testimony and evidence offered revealed that the subject property is a triangular shaped parcel
located on the northwest comer of Reistetstown Road and Nicodemus Road, at their intersection with
Delight Road in Reisterstown. The property contains a gross area of 1.3151 acres, more or less, zoned B.L.-

A.S., and is improved with a one-story block building and accessory patking area that are used for a service

garage operation. Mr. Fisher has owned and operated the business known as Reisterstown Auto Body on
the subject site for many years. He testified that the nature of his business is to provide auto body and
fender repairs for vehicles that have been damaged in collisions. There 1s no mechanical work performed
on site, only body and fender repairs.

Apparently, the property has been used in this fashion for many years. At one time, the
property was used for an automobile dealership known as Niemyer Chrysler. A photograph of that business
dating back to the 1920s was shown at the hearing, Since that time, the property has been used for a variety

of automotive saies and repair businesses.

Obviously, the nature of the service garage use on this site is nonconforming; however, the
Petitioners seek to legitimize the operation by the filing of the Petition for Special Exception, A service
garage is permitted by special exception in the B.L.-A.S. zone under Sections 232.1 and 303.2 of the
B.C.ZR. Additionally, the Petitioners propose the construction of a 2800 sq.ft. building to the rear of the
site. The construction of this building is not permitted by the nonconforming use regulations; thus, the
Petition for Special Exception has been filed. This building will be used for administrative otfices and
storage of equipment and parts used in connection with the business. The body and fender work will
continue to take place in the existing building.

The site is unique in view of its configuration and orientation towards Reisterstown Road. It is
also to be observed that the immediately adjacent property to the west is the site of a Giant Food Store. That
store actually fronts Cherty Valley Road to the west and abuts the subject property to the rear (cast).
Moreover, the cast side (rear) of the subject property abuts Nicodemus Road at its convergence with Delight
Road and Reisterstown Road, across from Captain Harvey’s Restaurant. These factors are persuasive to a
finding that the property is unique. Additionally, the character of the area is commercial/retail and the
nature and long-term use of this site is consistent with the surrounding community.

Based upon these factors, I am persuaded that the Petitions for Special Exception and Variance
should be granted. As to the special exception request, it is clear that the service garage use will not be
detrimental to the health, safety and general welfare of the locale. I am persuaded that the applicant has met

the criteria set out in Section 502.1 of the B.C.Z.R. for relief to be granted.



As to the variance relief sought, there are actually two variances requested. The first is to
legitimize the location of the existing building, which is set back 47 feet from Reisterstown Road. The
setback required is measured by computing the average {ront setback of adjacent properties. In this case,
the average setback of 71 feet is computed based on the standard requirement for setbacks in the B.L. zone,
as well as the adjacent Captain Harvey’s Restaurant business that is setback 102 feet. However, these
measurements are misleading in that the adjacent Giant Food Store is not oriented towards Reisterstown
Road and should therefore not be considered when determining the average setbacks, In any event, given
the shape of the lot and long-time existence of the subject building, I am persuaded that the requested
variance from front setback requirements should be granted.

The second variance sought is for the two existing parking lots. As shown on the plan, there are
several areas of parking for both employees and storage of vehicles brought to the site for repairs. These
parking areas are currently gravel and not paved or striped. Testimony and evidence offered at the hearing
indicated that this arrangement works well and the property has been used in this fashion for many years.
The Office of Planning submitted a Zoning Advisory Committee (ZAC) comment requesting that the front
lot be paved. Mr. Fisher indicated that his employees and not members of the public use this lot.
Obviously, employees park on the site daily and are familiar with the layout and best use of that lot.
Additionally, it is to be noted from photographs submitted that the front lot is elevated and sits atop a
retaining wall. Tt appears that the paving of the lot with an impervious surface could cause problems with
storm water runoff in that area. Specifically, the water would be discharged towards the existing building
and over the retaining wall. For these reasons, I decline to adopt Planning’s request.

The Office of Planning also requested that landscaping be installed on the site. Again,

photographs of the site show existing landscaping along the one side of the property adjacent to the Giant

fg % Food Store, and the opposite side adjacent to Nicodemus Road. However, the front portion of the property
:{f % has little landscaping and efforts to enhance the appearance of that part of the site and screen the uses
E? % | thereon are appropriate. Thus, I will require that the Petitioners submit a landscape plan to Avery Harden,
the County’s Landscape Architect, for review and approval prior to the issuance of any permits. This plan




should be designed so as to recognize the inherent use of the site and to provide screening and buffering in a
most effective manner possible.

Pursuant to the advertisement, posting of the property and public hearing on this Petition held
and for the reasons set forth herein, the relief requested shall be granted.

THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED by the Zoning Commissioner for Baltimore County his

O’M : day of October, 2002 that the Petition for Special Exception to permit a service garage on the

subject property, pursuant to Section 230.13 of the Baltimore County Zoning Regulations (B.C.Z.R.), in
accordance with Petitioner’s Exhibit 1, be and is hereby GRANTED; and,

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the Petition for Variance seeking relief from Sections 232.1
and 303.2 of the B.C.Z.R. to permit a front yard setback of 47 feet from the centerline of the public road
right-of-way (Reisterstown Road, Maryland Route 140) in lieu of the required 71 feet, and from Sections
405A.1, 405.A.2, 409.8.A.2 and 409.8.A.6 of the B.C.Z.R. to permit an unpaved and unstriped gravel
parking surface in lieu of the required striped, durable and dustless surface, and to permit the storage of
disabled vehicles on the subject property, in accordance with Petitioner’s Exhibit 1, be and is hereby

GRANTED, subject to the following restrictions:

1) The Petitioners may apply for their building permit and be granted same upon
receipt of this Order; however, Petitioners are hereby made aware that pro-
ceeding at this time is at their own risk until the 30-day appeal period from the
date of this Order has expired. If an appeal is filed and this Order is reversed,
the relief granted herein shall be rescinded.

2) Prior to the issuance of any permits, the Petitioners shall submit a landscape
plan for review and approval by Avery Harden, the County’s Landscape
Architect. Said plan shall be designed so as to recognize the inherent use of the
site and to provide screening and buffering in the most effective manner

possible.

3) When applying for any permits, the site plan and landscape plan filed must
reference this case and set forth and address the restrictions of this Order.

The Petitioners seck a variance from Sections 232.1 and 303.2 of the Baltimore County
Zoning Regulations to permit a minimum front yard setback of forty-seven feet from the center
line of the public road right-of-way (Maryland Route 140) in lieu of the required seventy-one
foot front yard setback and a variance from Sections 405A.1, 405A.2, 409.8A.2 and 409.8A.6 to
permit an unpaved and unstriped gravel parking surface in lieu of the required striped, durable
and dustless surface and to permit the storage of disabled vehicles.

The property located at 11602 Reisterstown Road (hereinafter referred to as the “Subject
Property”) has continuously and without interruption housed a service garage since the 1920's
and the improvements located on the Subject Property consist of a one story block building
which was constructed in 1920.
