FINDINGS QF FACT AND CONCLUSIONS OF LAW
This matter comes before the Deputy Zoning Commissioner as a Petition for Variance filed
by the legal owners of the property, the Wal-Mart Stores, Inc. The variance request involves
property located at 112 Carroll Island Road, located in the Bowleys Quarters area of Baltimore
County. The Petitioners are currently constructing a new Wal-Mart Store at this location. The
variance request is from Section 450.4.1.5(d) of the Baltimore County Zoning Regulations
(B.C.Z.R.), to permit eight (8) signs in lieu of the permitted one (1) on the east side of the subject
building, and six (6) signs in lieu of the permitted one (1) on the south side of the building. The
petition was prepared and filed by John M. [aria, attorney at law, representing the Petitioner.
Appearing at the hearing on behalf of the variance request were Mr. Laria, Scott Brown,
appearing on behalf of the sign company hired to install the signage in question, Todd Pressman,
Judy Floam, and Ken Colberl. Appearing in opposition to the Petitioners’ request were D.
[idward Vogel, adjacent property owner, as well as Mike Vivirito, representing the Bowleys
* Quarters Improvement Association.
Testimony and evidence indicated that the property, which is the subject of this sign

variance request, is the Carroll Island Shopping Center located at the southwest corner of the




properly is currently improved with an existing strip shopping center. At this time, Wal-Mart 1s
constructing a 107,057 sq. ft. building on the subject site for a new Wal-Mart Store. The right to
construct this new Wal-Matt store was approved by Commissioner Schmidt in a previous zoning
and development plan hearing. At this time, Wal-Mart is seeking approval 1o install their typical
sign package on the building currently under construction. All signs, which are the subject of
this variance request, are wall-mounted signs that one typically sees on Wal-Mart Stores.

On the south elevation of the subject building, Wal-Mart proposes to have a sign over
each drive-in service bay where customers bring their automobiles for tire and oil changes. AS
shown on the site plan submitted into evidence as Petitioners’ Exhibit No. 1B, on the south side
of the Wal-Mart Store there are proposed to exist six (6) bay doors through which customers
drive their vehicles for the purpose of purchasing tires and oil changes. Over top each of those
doors are signs indicating to the customers which bay door 1o utilize for tires or o1l changes. As
can be seen by looking at Exhibit No. 1B, the signs are small. They are proposed to be non-
illuminated and their purpose is solely to direct customers to the appropriate service bay. As
such, the signs, in my opinion, are appropriate and shall be approved. The variance request
arises for these signs as a result of the fact that there 1s proposed to exist six (6) separate signs on
the south facade of the building in lieu of the one (1) sign that is permitled by the Zoning
Regulations. The square footage of the signs is appropriate, however, the number of signs
proposed exceed the permitted one. These signs will pose no detrimental effect upon the
%surrounding community and, in fact, will assist customers who will utilize the services offered by

} this Wal-Marl Store.

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propose a “Wal-Mart” sign under which is a separate sign with the word “Always”. This is their
signature and standard entrance sign. The word “Wal-Mart” is proposed to be illuminated and is
the only sign out of the entire package that will be illuminated. In addition to the standard
entrance sign, Wal-Marl proposes several other signs. These signs will advertise their “One
Hour Photo” lab, their “Optical” center, and their “Pharmacy”. In addition, a directional sign
indicating the location of the tire and lube express is also proposed on the end of the building.
Finally, the Petitioners propose two (2) additional signs: one indicating “Satisfaction
Guaranteed” and the other “We Sell for Less”. Representatives of the Wal-Mart Store who
attended the hearing indicated that this is the standard sign package similar to what exists on all
of their new Wal-Mart Stores.

As stated previously, Mr. Vogel and Mr. Vivirito both appeared in opposition to the
Petitioners’ request,. Mr. Vogel is very much concerned over the amount of light that may be
generated not only by the signs to be erected on the sides of this building, but also the parking lot
lighting which may spill over onto his property. It should be noted that Mr. Vogel, and his
family before him, have owned and operated the Bengies Drive-In Movie Theater for many
decades on the property immediately adjacent to this Wal-Mart Store. The movie screen for the
Bengies Drive-In Theater faces in the direction of the store and parking lot, Mr, Vogel’s concern
is that the parking lot lighting and store lighting will wash onto his movie screen, making the
movies projecting onto same difficult if not impossible to see. This would have an extremely

detrimental impact on Mr. Vogel’s business and his customer’s enjoyment of the movies shown

Mr. Vogel further testified that much of the mature free-line buffer that use to exist
between his property and the Carroll Island Shopping Center and the existing improvements
thereon has been cleared and cut to make way for this new Wal-Mart Store.

As stated previously, Mr, Mike Vivirito, representing the Bowleys Quarters Improvement
Association, appeared and testified in opposition to the number of signs proposed by this Wal-
Mart Store., Mr, Vivirito testified that the Carroll Island Shopping Center is a small
neighborhood shopping center and not a regional site whereupon one commonly finds Wal-Mart
Stores. In support of this, he mentioned the Wal-Mart located at the Golden Ring Shopping
Center and in the North Point Boulevard Shopping Center, both of which, in his estimation, are
regional in nature and not small community shopping centers like the subject site. He belicves
the sign package is excessive and should be scaled down to be more in keeping with the smaller
scale of this neighborhood site. Mr. Vivirito’s objections were echoed by the comment issued
by the Office of Planning dated November 6, 2002, The Planning Office requests that certain of’
the Petitioners® signs be disapproved as is stated within their comment.

After considering the testimony and evidence offered at the hearing, I find, as stated
previously, that the six (6) signs proposed to be located on the south elevation of the building,
each of which is located over the entrance bay doors to the service garage shall be permitted. In
addition, some, but not all, of the signs proposed on the east side of the building shall be
approved. The main “Wal-Mart” sign and their signature sign “Always”, which is located

!'beneath the Wal-Mart sign, shall be approved. Furthermore, the “One Hour Photo”, the
| “Optical”, and the “Pharmacy” signs shall also be approved. Finally, the request for the “Wal-

' Mart Tire and Lube Express” sign, located on the end of the Petitioners’ building shall also be

appmved The remaining signs, that is, “Satisfaction Guaranteed” and “We Sell for Less”, shall

\“%st{
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be denied and shall not be permitted to be located on the facade of the building. These signs
advertise no particular service offered within the Wal-Mart Store, nor or they directional in
nature, Accordingly, those signs shall be denied.

THEREFORE, T [S ORDERED this _f_@f /Ziay of January, 2003, by this Deputy Zoning
Commissioner, that the Petitioners’ request to locate six (6) wall-mounted, non-ilfluminated signs
over top the garage bay doors on the south elevation of the subject Wal-Mart Store, be and are
hereby APPROVED,

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, that the Petitioners shall be permitted to install six (6)
signs on the front, or east elevation of the subject building, those signs being the “Wal-Mar(”,
“Always”, “One Hour Photo”, “Optical”, “Pharmacy”, and “Wal-Mart Tire and Lube Express”
shall be permitted to be mounted on the fagade of the front of the Wal-Mart building. Only the
“Wal-Mart” sign shall be permitted to be illuminated. All others shall be non-illuminated signs.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, that the Petitioners must be required 1o submit a lighting
plan to Mr. Avery Harden, Landscape Architect for Baltimore County, for his full review and
approval. Mr. Harden shall specifically concern himself with the manner in which this store and
parking lot shall be illuminated so as to safeguard and protect the Bengies Drive-In Movie
Theatre. Specifically, any lighting associated with the Carroll Island Shopping Center, shall be
prohibited from spilling onto or washing upon the large movie screen whereupon these movies
are projected. Mr. Harden shall also take into account the developer’s efforts to redevelop the
subject site with a Maritime theme as was indicated at the hearing before me. Mr. Harden shall
contact Mr. D. Edward Vogel, owner and operator of the Bengies Drive-In to keep him abreast

of the lighting proposals submitted to his office for review and approval.



IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that any appeal of this decision must be made within thirty

(30) days of the date of this Order.
