ORDER ON THE MOTION FOR RECONSIDERATION

This matter comes before the Zoning Commissioner on a Motion for Reconsideration filed by
the Oftfice of People’s Counsel for Baltimore County of the Order issued by me in the above-captioned
matier on August 8, 2003. By way of background, the owners of the subject property, Haiyang Li, and his
wife, Hui L. Li, filed Petitions for Special Hearing and Variance relief for a proposed Class A Office
Building on the subject property.

Pursuant to my Order of August 8, 2003, the requested relief was granted, subject to certain
terms and conditions. Specifically, Restriction 2 required compliance with the terms of a written agreement
entered into by and between the Petitioners and the Greater Timonium Community Council and the
Yorkshire/Havertford Community Association, Inc., dated June 11, 2003, a copy of which was attached
thereto and made a part thereof. The Office of People’s Counsel seeks a modification of the Order to
specifically limit the use of the officer building to one professional person and one employee, which is not
part of the agreement, but 1s referenced in my Order. In addition, the Office of People’s Counsel requests
that the Order explicitly identify the terms and conditions set forth in Paragraph 3A through 3E of the
Agreement, even though the Agreement and the terms and conditions thereof were already incorporated as a

S, condition to the relief granted by my Order. Finally, the Office of People’s Counsel requests that the Order

N state that any modification of the relief granted in the Order or other use of this propetty is subject to further

review, public hearing, and approval by the Zoning commissioner to insure public participation in same,

Upon due consideration of the Motion,
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IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED by the Zoning Commissioner of Baltimore County this

égn{gﬂy of September, 2003 that the Order issued August 8, 2003 be and the same is hereby

AMENDED to add the following restrictions:

2003 shall remain 1n full force and effect.

“4) 'The use granted herein 1s limited to only one (1) professional person and one
(1) employee.

5) No exterior lights, other than the existing exterior lighting and any exterior
lights installed for security purposes and approved by the Landscape Architect for
Baltimore County, are permitted on the land.

6) A 10-foot wide landscape buffer shall be installed in the rear yard of the
property as shown on Exhibit B attached to the Agreement.

7) Only Mr. & Mrs. Li may park on the D.R.3.5 portion of the property, The
agreed parking layout is shown on Exhibit C attached fo the Agreement.

8) For so0 long as Mr. & Mrs. Li are utilizing any or all of the building for their
medical practice, no other use may take place on the property,

9) Any modification of the Order issued in this case or any other proposed use of
the property shall be subject to review, public hearing and approval by the Zoning
Commissioner,”

FINDINGS QF FACT AND CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

This matier comes before the Zoning Commissioner for consideration of Petitions for
Special Hearing and Variance filed by the owners of the subject property, Haiyang Li, and his
wife, Hui L. Li, through their attorney, David Karceski, Esquire. The Petitioners request a special
hearing 1o allow commercial parking in a residential zone (D.R.3.5); to permit a portion of a
commercial building (Class A Office Building) to be located in a residential zone (D.R.3.5); and, a
determination that Residential Transition Area (RTA) requirements are not applicable to the
proposed parking or building. In addition, the Pefitioners request variance relief from Section
204.3,A.2 of the Baltimore County Zoning Regulations (B.C.Z.R.) to permit 100% of the adjusted
eross floor area of a Class A office building to be occupied by medical offices in lieu of the
maximum allowed 25%; from Section 409,3 and 409.6.A.1 of the B.C.Z.R. to permit 7 parking
spaces, 8° x 16” in dimension for a medical office, in lieu of the required 9 parking spaces, 8°6” x
18 in dimension; and from Section 409.4.A of the B.C.Z.R. to permit a two-way driveway aisle
width of 9 {eet in lieu of the required 20 feet. The subject property and requested relief are more
particularly described on the site plan submitted which was accepted into evidence and marked as
Petitioner’s Exhibit 1.

Appearing at the requisite public hearing in support of the request were Haiyang and
Hui Li, property owners; Vincent J. Moskunas, the consultant who prepared the site plan, and

David Karceski, Esquire, attorney for the Petitioners. Appearing as interested citizens irom the



surrounding community were Louis W, Miller and Frank Regan, who appeared on behalf of the
Greater Timonium Community Council, and Richard Jarvis Hoffman, a representative of the
Yorkshire/Ilaverford Community Association. There were no Prolestants or other interested
persons present.

At the onset of the hearing, the Petitions were amended to conform to an agreement that
was reached between the Petitioners and adjoining community associations. A copy of that
agrecment, which has been incorporated into the case file, was attached to the Zoning Advisory
Committee (ZAC) comment submitted by the Office of Planning and marked as Petitioner’s
Exhibit 8A. The amendments are more particularly set forth on copies of the respective Petitions
filed and marked into evidence as Petitioner’s Exhibit 2. Specifically, the Petitioners have
amended the special hearing request, seeking only to allow commercial parking in a residential
zone (D.R.3.5). In addition, the Petition for Variance was amended to add two additional requests
and to modity the second variance, Apparenily, the Petitioners can. now comply with the
dimension requirements for the parking spaces and seek relief only as to the number of spaces to
be provided. In addition, relief 1s requested from Section 1B01.1.B of the B.C.Z.R. 10 permit an
RTA buffer and setback of 10 feet each in lieu of the required 50 feet and 73 feet, respectively; and
from Section 204.3.C.2 to permit off-street parking in the front yard in lieu of the required side or
rear yards.

Testimony and evidence offered revealed that the subject property is a rectangular
shaped parcel located near the southeast corner of the intersection of Gorsuch Road and York Road
in Timonium. The property contains a gross area of 0.073 acres, more or less, and is split zoned
R.O. (0.185 acres) and D.R.3.5 (0.073 acres). As shown on the site plan, the property is improved
with a 1%-story building, which features two one-story wings, and a detached garage. In addition,

the bulk of the property, but for a narrow strip along the northern property line 1s macadam paved.

Mr, Li is an Acupuncturist and Herbalist by profession and has been licensed by the State of
Maryland since 1988 to perform acupuncture and administer herbal medicine. Copies of

supporting documents and an impressive resume were submitted into evidence as Petitioner’s




Exhibits 4, 7A and 7B. Apparently Mr, Li and his wife have operated their practice in the
Timonium area for several years and recently relocated to the subject property in November 2002,
Subsequent fo relocafing to the subject site, the Petitioners obtained a conditional permit from the
Department of Permits and Development Management (DPDM) pending approval of the special
hearing and variance rclief set forth above. This is a solo practice and abowl 8 to, 10 patients are
seen daily by appointment, only. Testimony indicated that Mr. Li usually sees no more than 4
patients at the site at any given time. The hours of operation are limited and shown on the site plan;
however, generally the office hours are from 9:00 AM io 6:30 PM, Monday through Friday,
Saturdays from 9:00 AM to 12:00 PM, and no Sunday hours.

Turning first to the variance relief requested, Section 204.3,A.2 of the B.C.Z.R. limits
medical office use in a Class A office building to 25%. As noted above, Mr. Li is a sole
practitionet and has no employees other than his wife, who serves as the receptionist.
Additionally, the zoning line bisects the rear of the building through two one-story wings that were
added to the dwelling. Testimony indicated that one of the wings serves as a laundry room and the
other contains a bathroom. The Petitioners agreed that neither of those limited areas of the
building would be used in connection with the business and that only the main portion of the
building will be used for medical office space. However, variance relief is necessary in view of
the fact that the entire building, but for the two wings to the rear, will be used to support the

medical office use.

As to the parking variances requested, testimony revealed that there are 7 parking

spaces located in front of the building on that portion of the site zoned R.O. Testimony indicated

.+ 1 that parking was provided in the front portion of the site so as not to disturb the residential
| - community to the rear of the property. However, as shown on the site plan, 2 parking spaces are
provided in the rear of the property in the D.R.3.5 zone. It was indicated that only Mr. Li and his
wife would occupy those spaces. In addition, there is a 9-foot wide driveway that has existed on

the property for many years. Presently, this driveway leads trom York Road along the south side of

the property to the rear of the sile and the existing garage and parking area. As shown on the site



plan, a portion of the driveway and parking area in the rear of the property will be removed to
provide a 10° landscape bufter along the rear property line. Due to the split zoning of the property,
the narrow width of the lot, and the location of existing improvements thereon, the required
parking and RTA setback requirements cannot be met. Thus, the requested vaﬁance relief is
necessary. '

After due consideration of the testimony and evidence presented, and the agreement
entered into between the community associations and the Petitioners, I am persuaded to grant the
requested relief. It is clear that strict compliance with the zoning regulations would result in. a
practical difficulty and unreasonable hardship for the Petitioners and that the use proposed will not
be detrimental to the surrounding locale. Moreover, the agreement entered iﬁto with the
neighboring community associations to address their concerns shall be incorporated herein and
made a part hereof. '

Pursuant to the advertisement, posting of the property and public hearing on these

Petitions s held and for the reasons set forth herein, the relief requested shall be granted.

HEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED by the Zoning Commissioner for Baltimore County

and a finding that Residential Transition Area (RTA) requirements are not applicable to the

proposed parking or building, be and 1s hereby DISMISSED AS MOOT.

AGREEMENT

This AGREEMENT is entered into as of this ' 'tt‘ day of J;I/ € 2003,

by and between HATYANG LI and HUI L. LI (hereinafter the “LIS”) and
YORKSHIRE/HAVERFORD COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION, INC. (hereinafter
“YORKSHIRE/HAVERFORD”) and THE GREATER TIMONIUM COMMUNITY

COUNCIL, INC. (hereinafter “GTCC”),

RECITALS
A. The LIS are the legal owners of a parcel of land consisting of
approximately 0.258 acres (11,272 square feet) known as 1909 York Road (hereinafter
the “Land™), in the 3™ Councilmanic District of Baltimore County, Maryland located on
the East Side of York Road and South of Gorsuch Road, identified as Baltimore County

Tax Map No. 60, Grid 12, Parcel 579, as outlined on Exhibit A attached hereto.

B, The Land was conveyed by Thomas J. Eli to the LIS by a deed dated April
22, 2002, and recorded among the Land Records of Baltimore County in Liber 16378,
Page 81.

C. At the present time, the Land is split-zoned RO (Residential Office),
approximately 0.185 acres (8,058.60 square feet), and D.R.3.5 (Density Residential),
approximately 0.073 acres (3,179.88 sguare feet). The RO classification was granted
during the 1980 Comprehensive Zoning Map Process (hereinafter the “CZMP”),

D, The Land is currently improved with a 1% story building and detached

garage.
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E. Under the current Baltimore County Zoning Regulations (hereinafter the
“Zoning Regulations™), Class A office buildings are permitted by right in the RO zone,

except that no more than 25% of the total adjusted gross floor area of an office building

may be occupied by medical offices without a variance.

F. The Zoning Regulations require 4.5 parking spaces per 1,000 square feet
of gross floor area for medical offices, off-strect parking spaces to be 8.5 feet x 18 feet in
size and a driveway width of 20 feet for two-way movement. Design, screening and
landscaping must be 1n accordance with the Landscape Manual and all other manuals

adopted pursuant to Section 26-283 of the Baltimore County Code, 1988 edition, as

revised.

G. The LIS have requested the following variances from Baltimore County in

Case No., 03-292-SPHA for the Land;

L. Variance to allow 100% of the adjusted gross floor area of a Class
A office building to be occupied by medical offices in lieu of the

permiited 23%.

2. Variance to allow 7 parking spaces for a medical office in lieu of
the required 9 parking spaces.

3. Variance to allow a two-way driveway width of 9 feet in lieu of the
required 20 feet.

H. The LIS have requested the following additional relief by way of a

Petition for Special Hearing in Case No, 03-292-SPHA for the Land:

L. To make a determination that RTA is not applicable to the parking
or building,

2. To permit commercial parking in a residential zone (D.R.3.5).

3. To permit a portion of a commercial building (Class A office

building) in a restdential zone (D.R.3.5).



E. Under the current Baltimore County Zoning Regulations (hereinafter the
“Zoning Regulations”), Class A office buildings are permitted by right in the RO zone,
except that no more than 25% of the total adjusted gross floor area of an office building

may be occupied by medical offices without a variance.

F, The Zoning Regulations require 4.5 parking spaces per 1,000 square feet
of gross floor area for medical offices, off-street parking spaces to be 8.5 feet x 18 feet in

size and a driveway width of 20 feet for two-way movement. Design, screening and
landscaping must be in accordance with the Landscape Manual and all other manuals

adopted pursuant to Section 26-283 of the Baltimore County Code, 1988 edition, as

revised.

G. The LIS have requested the following variances from Baltimore County in

Case No. 03-292-SPHA for the Land:

[, Variance to allow 100% of the adjusted gross floor area of a Class

A office building to be occupied by medical offices in lieu of the
permitted 25%.

2. Variance to allow 7 parking spaces for a medical office in lieu of
the required 9 parking spaces.

3. Variance to allow a two-way driveway width of 9 feet in lieu of the
required 20 feet.

H. The LIS have requested the following additional relief by way of a

Petition for Special Hearing in Case No., 03-292-SPHA for the Land:

1. To make a determination that RTA is not applicable to the parking
or building.

2. To permit commercial parking in a residential zone (D.R.3.5).

3. To permit a portion of a commercial building (Class A office

building) in a residential zone (D.R.3.5).
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1. YORKSHIRE/HAVERFORD is an incorporated association of Baltimore
County residents interested in preserving the existing character and quality of life of its
community, within which the Land is located.

J. GTCC 15 an incorporated association of Baltimore County residents
interested in preserving the existing character and quality of life of the Timonium area,
within which the Land is located.

K. YORKSHIRE/HAVERFORD and GTCC desire to clarify certain
restrictions on the Land and the use thereof to assure that the current and future use does
not have a deleterious affect on the area,

L. The LIS in recognition of the concerns of YORKSHIRE/HAVERFORD
and GTCC are willing to place certain restrictions on the Land in return for support of the

relief requested in Case No, 03-292-SPHA referenced above with respect to permitting,

zoning and other government approvals, and YORKSHIRE/HAVERFORD and GTCC

have agreed upon the terms and conditions hereinafter described.

AGREEMENTS
NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual agreements and
understandings contained in this Agreement, and for other good and valuable

considerations, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, the parties

hereby agree as follows:



THE LIS, YORKSHIRFE/HAVERFORD AND GTCC, AND THEIR HEIRS,

PERSONAL REPRESENTATIVES, SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGNS, AGREE AS

FOLLOWS:

1. The LIS may file a request to rezone the D.R.3.5 portion of the Land to

RO during the 2004 CZMP (hereinafter the “Rezoning”).
2. YORKSHIRE/HAVERFORD and GTCC wiil not oppose the Rezoning or

the relief requested by way of the Petitions for Variance and Special Hearing filed in

Case No. 03-292-SPHA.

3. The LIS and YORKSHIRE/HAVERFORD and GTCC propose the

following restrictions on the Land:

2. No exterior lights, other than the existing exterior lighting and any
exterior lights installed for security purposes and approved by the
Landscape Architect for Baltimore County, are permitted on the

Land.

b. A ten (10) foot wide landscape buffer shall be installed in the rear

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CONDITIONS

This Agreement between the LIS, YORKSHIRE/HAVERFORD and GTCC is

conditioned upon final, non-appealable approval of all the variance and special hearing

relief requested in Case No. 03-292-SPHA. Any appeal taken from the Zoning

Commissioner’s Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law in Case No. 03-292-SPHA by

YORKSHIRE/HAVERFORD and/or GTCC shall render this Agreement null and void.

CONDITIONS PRECEDENT
This Agreement, and particularly the obligations and restrictions set forth above,
shall not be effective and binding upon the LIS unless and until final, non-appealable
approval 1s obtained in Case No. 03-292-SPHA. If the conditions precedent are not

satisfied, then this Agreement shall have no further force and effect.

TERMINATION
Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained herein, if not sooner
terminated, this Agreement and the obligations, covenants and restrictions contained
herein shall cease and be of no further force and effect upon sale of the Land by the LIS,
if the property is rezoned, in whole or in part, to any zoning classification other than RO,

or at the expiration of twenty (20) years from the date of this Agreement, whichever is

1, I any party to this Agreement, or its successors or assigns, is required to
istitute legal action to enforce the terms of this Agreement and is successful (whether by
judgment or settlement) in obtaining enforcement of this Agreement, that pariy or its
successors or assigns shall be entitled to recover reasonable attorney's fees and other
reasonable costs of action from the person or entity against whom enforcement is
obtained. However, as a prerequisite to the recovery of fees and costs under this

2. This Agreement may be amended only by written instrument executed by
cach of the parties hereto.

3. This Agreement may be executed in individual counterparts, all of which
together shall constitute one original instrument.

4. YORKSHIRE/HAVERFORD and GTCC hereby warrant and represent to
the LIS that all necessary action required to be taken by their respective charters, by-laws
or other organizational documents to authorize the execution of this Agreement has been
taken.

5. Each party warrants that 1t has carefully read and understands this

Agreement and is cognizant of its terms.

6. All the notices pursuant to this Agreement shall be hand-delivered or sent

by certified mail, postage prepaid, return receipt requested or by nationally recognized

taken.

Agreement and is cognizant of its terms.

6. All the notices pursuant to this Agreement shall be hand-delivered or sent

by certified mail, postage prepaid, return receipt requested or by nationally recognized
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overnight delivery service, to the following addresses or to other such address as any

party shall notify the others of in writing:

This AGREEMENT is entered into as of this ' lt} day of J;A, € 2003,

by and between HATYANG LI and HUI L. LI (hereinafter the “LIS”) and
YORKSHIRE/HAVERFORD COMMUNITY ASSOCIATION, INC. (hereinafter
“YORKSHIRE/HAVERFORD”) and THE GREATER TIMONIUM COMMUNITY

COUNCIL, INC. (hereinafter “GTCC™),

RECITALS
A. . The LIS are the legal owners of a parcel of land consisting of
approximately 0.258 acres (11,272 square feet) known as 1909 York Road (hereinafter
the “Land™), in the 3'* Councilmanic District of Baltimore County, Maryland located on
the East Side of York Road and South of Gorsuch Road, identified as Baltimore County

Tax Map No. 60, Grid 12, Parcel 579, as outlined on Exhibit A attached hereto.

B. The Land was conveyed by Thomas J. Eli to the LIS by a deed dated April

22, 2002, and recorded among the Land Records of Baltimore County in Liber 16378,
Page 81.

C. At the present time, the Land 1s split-zoned RO (Residential Office),
approximately 0.185 acres (8,058.60 square feet), and D.R.3.5 (Density Residential),
approximately 0.073 acres (3,179.88 square feet). The RO classification was granted
during the 1980 Comprehensive Zoning Map Process (hereinafter the “CZMP”).

D. The Land is currently improved with a 1% story building and detached

garage.



E. Under the current Baltimore County Zoning Regulations (hereinafter the
“Zoning Regulations”), Class A office buildings are permitted by right in the RO zone,
except that no more than 25% of the total adjusted gross floor area of an office building
may be occupied by medical offices without a variance.

F, The Zoning Regulations require 4.5 parking spaces per 1,000 square feet
of gross floor area for medical offices, off-street parking spaces to be 8.5 feet x 18 feet in
size and a driveway width of 20 feet for two-way movement., Design, screening and
landscaping must be in accordance with the Landscape Manual and all other manuals
adopted pursuant to Section 26-283 of the Baltimore County Code, 1988 edition, as

revised.

G. The LIS have requested the following variances from Baltimore County in

Case No. 03-292-SPHA for the Land:

1. Vartance to allow 100% of the adjusted gross floor area of a Class
A office building to be occupied by medical offices in lieu of the

permitted 25%.
2. Variance to allow 7 parking spaces for a medical office in lieu of

the required 9 parking spaces.
3. Variance to allow a two-way driveway width of 9 feet in lieu of the

required 20 feet.

H. The LIS have requested the following additional relief by way of a

Petition for Special Hearing in Case No. 03-292-SPHA for the Land:

1. To make a determination that RTA is not applicable to the parking
or building,

2. To permit commercial parking in a residential zone (D.R.3.5).

3. To permit a portion of a commercial building (Class A office

building) in a residential zone (D.R.3.5).

K. YORKSHIRE/HAVERFORD and GTCC desire to clarify certain
restrictions on the Land and the use thereof to assure that the current and future use does
not have a deleterious affect on the area.

L. The LIS in recognition of the concerns of YORKSHIRE/HAVERFORD
and GTCC are willing to place certain restrictions on the Land in return for support of the
relief requested in Case No. 03-292-SPHA referenced above with respect to permitting,
zoning and other government approvals, and YORKSHIRE/HAVERFORD and GTCC

have agreed upon the terms and conditions hereinafter described.

AGREEMENTS
NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual agreements and
understandings contained in this Agreement, and for other good and valuable
considerations, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, the parties

hereby agree as foilows:



THE LIS, YORKSHIRE/HAVERFORD AND GTCC, AND THEIR HEIRS,
PERSONAL REPRESENTATIVES, SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGNS, AGREE AS

FOLLOWS:

1. The LIS may file a request to rezone the D.R.3.5 portion of the Land to
RO during the 2004 CZMP (hereinafter the “Rezoning™).

2. YORKSHIRE/HAVERFORD and GTCC will not oppose the Rezoning or
the relief requested by way of the Petitions for Variance and Special Hearing filed in
Case No. 03-292-SPHA.

3, The LIS and YORKSHIRE/HAVERFORD and GTCC propose the
following restrictions on the Land:

a. No exterior lights, other than the existing exterior lighting and any
exterior lights installed for security purposes and approved by the

Landscape Architect for Baltimore County, are permitted on the

b, A ten (10) foot wide landscape buffer shall be installed in the rear
yard of the property as shown on Exhibit B attached hereto.

C. Only the LIS may park on the D.R.3.5 portion of the property. The
agreed parking layout is as shown on Exhibit C attached hereto.

d. For so long as the LIS are utilizing any or all of the building for
their medical practice, no other use may take place on the property.

¢. No further RTA exceptions will be requested.
4. The terms and provisions of this AGREEMENT may only be modified or
amended by the LIS and their heirs, personal representatives, successors or assigns, and

YORKSHIRE/HAVERFORD and GTCC and their successors or assigns, which

amendment(s) shall then be promptly recorded in the Land Records of Baltimore County.

CONDITIONS
This Agreement between the LIS, YORKSHIRE/HAVERFORD and GTCC is
conditioned upon final, non-appealable approval of all the variance and special hearing
relief requested in Case No. 03-292-SPHA. Any appeal taken from the Zoning
Commissioner’s Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law in Case No. 03-292-SPHA by

YORKSHIRE/HAVERFORD and/or GTCC shall render this Agreement null and void.

CONDITIONS PRECEDENT
This Agreement, and particularly the obligations and restrictions set forth above,
shall not be effective and binding upon the LIS unless and until final, non-appealable
approval 1s obtained in Case No. 03-292-SPHA. If the conditions precedent are not

satisfied, then this Agreement shall have no further force and effect.

TERMINATION
Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained herein, if not sooner
terminated, this Agreement and the obligations, covenants and restrictions contained
herein shall cease and be of no further force and effect upon sale of the Land by the LIS,
if the property 1s rezoned, in whole or 1n part, to any zoning classification other than RO,
or at the expiration of twenty (20) years from the date of this Agreement, whichever is
