FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

This matter comes before this Deputy Zoning Commissioner as a Petition for Special
Exception and Special Hearing filed by Baltimore County, Maryland as the legal owner of the
property and the lessee of the site, Omnipoint Communications, LI.C. The zoning requests
involve property located at 7507 Marks Avenue in the Fullerton area of Baltimore County. The
site is the location of the Fullerton Park, located on the east side of Belair Road. The special
hearing request is to approve the use of a 3-acre portion of a parcel for a telecommunications
tower and County park. The special exception request is fo approve a 110 ft. tall
telecommunications tower and athletic field light pole.

Appearing at the hearing on behalf of the request were Hillorie Morrison and Ryan
Conawg, representing Omnipoint Communications and Karl Nelson, attorney at law,
representing the Petitioner. There were no protestants or others in attendance.

Testimony and evidence indicated that the Petitioner, Omnipoint Telecommunications, is
interested in constructing a 110 ft. tall telecommunications tower on the subject property. Their
proposal is to take down an existing floodlight pole located at the Fullerton Park. This light pole
is one of the stanchions used to support the floodlights which illuminate the athletic fields
located at the Fullerton Park. Omnipoint proposes to reconstruct the light pole in such a manner

so as to nol only support the floodlights, but also to accommodate their telecommunications



antenna thereon. In addition, the pole will be constructed so as to accommodate two additional
antennas on the pole in order to allow the requisite co-location.

The testimony and evidence offered at the hearing clearly demonstrated that the applicant
has met with the Linover Improvement Association and received their support. Evidencing this
fact was a letter submitted into evidence as Petitioners’ Exhibit No. 3. In addition, the applicant
has received the support and approval of the Department of Recreation & Parks, inasmuch as the
Fullerton Park is controlled and operated by that department. In order io proceed with the
installation of this tower, the special hearing request is necessary to allow the 3- acre parcel
which supports the telecommunications tower to continue to be utilized as a County park.
Furthermore, the normal special exception requirements are necessary.

It is clear the Baltimore County Zoning Regulations permit the Petitionet’s use 1n a
D.R.3.5 zone by special exception. It is equally clear that the proposed use is not detrimental to
the primary uses in the vicinity. Therefore, it must be determined if the conditions as delineated
in Section 502.1 are satisfied.

The Petitioner had the burden of adducing testimony and evidence which shows that the
use meets the prescribed standards and requirements set forth in Section 502.1 of the Baltimore
County Zoning Regulations. The Petitioner has shown that the use is conducted without real
detriment to the neighborhood and does not adversely affect the public interest. The facts and
citcumstances do not show that the use at this particular location described by Petitioner’s
Exhibit No. 1 has any adverse impact above and beyond that inherently associated with such a

special exception use, irrespective of its location within the zone. Schultz v, Pritts, 432 A.2d

1319 (1981). The use is not deirimental to the health, safety, or general welfare of the locality,
nor tends to create congestion in roads, streets, or alleys therein, nor is it inconsistent with the
purposes of the property’s zoning classification, nor in any other way inconsistent with the spirit

and intent of the B.C.Z.R. ~



In addition to the necessary requirements of section 502.1 of the Baltimore County
Zoning Regulations, the Petitioner is also required to satisfy the requirements of Section 426.9 of
the Baltimore County Zoning Regulations. The uncontradicted testimony and evidence offered
at the hearing clearly demonstrated that the Petitioner does satisfy the additional burdens
imposed upon them by Section 426.9. Accordingly, the special exception request shall be
granted.

Furthermore, the Petitioner’s special hearing request to allow the 3-acre parcel of land
which supports this telecommunications tower to also continue to be used as a County park, be
and is hereby granted.

THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED, by the Deputy Zoning Commissioner for Baltimore
County, this _o)__éj /cfiay of March, 2003, that the special exception request, 1o approve a 110 ft, tall
telecommunications tower and athletic field light pole, be and is hereby APPROVED, subject,
however, to the following restriction:

1. The Petitioner shall be required to construct the telecommunications tower to not only

support the floodlights for the athletic fields and the antenna for Omnipoint

Communications, but also be allowed to permit the co-location of two additional
users.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, that the special hearing request is to approve the use of a 3-
acre portion of a parcel for a telecommunications tower and County park, be and is hereby
APPROVED.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, that any appeal of this decision must be made within thirty

. (30) days of the date of this Order.

The_Baltimore County Zoning Regulations (BCZR) require that notice be given to the
general public/neighbering property owners relative to nroperty which is the subject of
an upcoming zoning hearing. For those petitions which require a public hearing, this
notice is accomplished by posting a sign on the property (respansibility of the petitioner)
and placement of a notice in a newspaper of general circulation in the County, both at
least fifteen (15) days before the hearing.

Zoning Review will ensure that the legal requirements for advertising are satisfied.

The Tower Review Comnuttee met on December 18, 2002 and is making the following
advisory comments to the Development Review Committee (DRC) in accordance with
section 426.4 of the Baltimore County Zoning Regulations in reference to the proposed
re-construction of an existing flood light pole located at the Fullerton Park of Belair
Road, Baltimore County, Maryland.

»  Antennas should be placed on existing towers, buildings, and structures, including
those of public utilities, where feasible.

Findings: T-Mobile has provided all requested information to the Tower Review
Commitiee (TRC) to successfully demonstrate that no other co-location opportunities
exist at this location that would suffice in providing their requested coverage. As such,
T-Mobile has proposed to tear down and reconstruct an existing 100 foot light pole for
the athletic field and add an additional ten feet at the top for their antenna array.

» If a tower must be built, the tower should be: Constructed to accommodate at least
three providers.,

Findings; T-Mobile has stated that the new light pole will be constructed so as to support
additional height if needed by another carrier. Additional carriers will have the option to
add additional height or place their antenna arrays below T-Mobile on the structure. In
either case, the structural integrity will be capable of accommodating two additional
carriers.

» Erected in a medium or high intensity commercial zone when available.

Findings; Fullerton Park is located in a D.R.5.5 zone This tower will require a special
exception hearing,

» Located and designed to minimize its visibility from residential and transitional zone.

Findings: As there already exist multiple light poles of 100 feet around the athletic fields,
and based on T-Mobile’s comments that the community concerns were minimal, we find

that the visual impact will be negligible.

By a unanimous vote of the Tower Review Committee, it was agreed that the advisory
comments provided above be forwarded to the Development Review Committee for
