FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

This matter comes before this Deputy Zoning Commissioner as a Petition for Special
Ilearing filed by the legal owner of the subject property, the Forty West Group, Inc. The special
hearing request involves a subdivision known as “Caton Glen” located on the west side of
Windys Run Road in the Catonsville area of Baltimore County. The special hearing request is to
amend the Final Development Plan to remove the “tot lot” from the subject property, replacing it
with local open space.

Appearing at the hearing on behalf of the special hearing request were Patrick Costello,
appearing on behalf of the owner of the property, Dave Billingsley, the professional engineer
who prepared the site plan of the property, and Anthony Palaigos, attorney at law, representing
the Petitioner, Mr. Jan Cook appeared on behalf of the Department of Recreation & Parks.
There were no others in attendance.

Testimony and evidence indicated that the property, which is the subject of this special
hearing request, involves a 0.092 acre parcel of property which was previously set aside on the

* Development Plan of “Caton Glen” as a tot lot. Acting in response to concerns raised by

#

: \ residents who now live in this community, the Developer has requested that the requirement for
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% the tot lot be rescinded. In lieu of installing a tot lot on the property, the Developer would
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evidence verifies this fact. The property in question is situated between Lots #41 and #42 on the
Development Plan. Both owners of the homes that are situated on those properties support the
climination of the 1ot lot and the designation of the property as local open space. Furthermore, it
should be noted that Mr. Jan Cook, a representative of the Department of Recreation & Parks,
also supports the elimination of the tot lot. Mr, Cook further explained that his office has
required the Developer to pay a fee in lieu of the installation of the tot lot in the amount of
$10,000.00. The Developer has agreed to do this.

After considering the testimony and evidence offered at the hearing, I find that the special
hearing request should be granted.

Pursuant to the advertisement, posting of the property, and public hearing on this petition
held, and for the reasons given above, the special hearing relief shall be granted.

THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED, by the Deputy Zoning Commissioner for Baltimore
County, this L day of March, 2003, that the Petitioner’s Request for Special Hearing, to
amend the Final Development Plan for “Caton Glen” and to remove the tot lot and redesignating
that area of ground as local open space, be and is hereby GRANTED.
