FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCLUSIONS OF LAW
This mattef comes before this Deputy Zoning Cnmmis;qioner as a Petition for Variance
filed by the legal owner of the subject property, the “General German Aged Peoples Home of
Baltimore”. The variance request involves property located at 800 Southerly Road in the
Towson area of Baltimore County. The property is the site of the existing “Edenwald Retirement
Community”. The Petitioner requests two variances. One variance is from Section 201.3.B, to
allow a total building length of 815 ft. in lieu of the 205 ft. permitted and a second variance from
Section 201.3.E, to allow an amenity open space ration of 0.07 in lieu of the minimum ratio of
0.2 required.
Appearing at the hearing on behalf of Edenwald, the Petitioner herein, were Sal Molite,
Jt., President of the Edenwald Retirement Community, Mitch Kellman, appearing on behalf of
Daft, McCune & Walker, the engineering firm who prepared the site plan of the property, Drew
Kepley and Greg Jones, appearing on behalf of the architects involved in the project, and G.
Scott Barhight, attorney at law, representing the Petitioner. Others appeared in support of
Edenwald in their variance application. Appearing in opposition to the Petitioner’s request were
residents of the surrounding neighborhood, most if not all of whom reside at the Towsongate

Condominium Complex located immediately to the east of the site to be developed.




Testimony and evidence indicated that the property, which is the subject of this variance

request, is the home of the Edenwald Retirement Community, an 18-story retirement complex
situated upon a gross acreage of 5.026 actes which is split-zoned OR1/RAE2. The property is .
located on the notth side of Southerly Road east of the 18-story retirement complex.

Testifying in support of the Petitioner’s request was Mr. Sal Molite, Jr., the current
president of the Edenwald Retirement Community. Mr. Molite has been involved with
Edenwald for the past 15 years. He indicated that Edenwald currently has 400 residents, the-
average age of which is 83.5 years. Edenwald is a full care community providitg independent
living, assisted living and comprehensive nutsing care. Mr. Molite described Edenwald as a city
within a community.

He explained further that Edenwald is closely regulated by State regulatory agencies and
is a nationally accredited continuing care facility. In an effort to keep pace with market demands
and other competitors in the Baltimore County area, Edenwald, who is owned and operated by
The General German Aged Peoples Home of Baltimore, is interested in constructing an addition
to the east side of their existing facility. The proposed addition is slated to contain 12 stories.
The first four levels of the addition will comprise a new parking garage for the residents who live
at Edenwald. In addition, within the first four levels of the expansion there is proposed to be
located a new indoor swimming pool complex, as well as health and fitness facilities. The
additional eight levels proposed to be constructed will contain ﬁrivate rooms for residents.

As is the case with all of these types of institutional/residential facilities, i-t is necessary
for all services and structures to be interconnected to allow the residents who reside therein to
move freely about all areas of the facility. For example, it is important for those residents who

reside on the western end of the Edenwald facility to have free and easy access to the swimming



pool, health and fitness facilities, which are proposed to be constructed on the east end. It is
preferable that these residents be able to access these amenities without having to go out-of-
doors and potentially into inclement weather. This requires the building to be interconnected and
therefore drives the need for the variance for the length of the building to be 815 ft. in lieu of the
permitted 205 ft.

Mtr. Molite further testified that the 12-story addition proposed on the east end of
Edenwald will create 54 additional rooms, which will be marketed to the general public as
independent living units. The remainder of the additional rooms to be created in the expanded
area are to house current Edenwald residents who, at this time, ate situated in semi-private
rooms. To explain further, Mr, Molite indicated that at the présent time Edenwald is unable to
offer a private room to those residents who are in need of assisted living. This expansion will
allow the residents who fall into that category to have their own room providing them much
needed privacy and a more comfortable environment. As stated previously, the net result, by
virtue of this expansion, will be 54 new units. Mr. Molite testified that it shall be necessary for
70% of those 54 units to be pre-sold prior to the construction beginning on this proposed
expansion.

Also testifying on behalf of the variance request was Mr. Drew Kepley. Mr. Kepley is
employed by the architectural firm who has been hired to design this 12-story addition to
Edenwald. Mr. Kepley testified that the appearance of the addition will match the existing
improvements on the property and will be an appropriate transition between the 18-story
building and the Towsongate Condominium Complex. Furthermore, in response to community
concerns, Mr. Kepley testified that it is not possible to construct the parking garage underground

at this location. Improvements cannot go underground due to the existence of the high watet
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table in this area. Therefore, Mr. Kepley testified that the expansion must rise a total of 12

stories above ground.

Also testifying in support of the Petitioner’s variance request was Mr. Mitch Kellman, a
representative of Daft, McCune & Walker. Mr. Kellman explained the variance requests in
detail. He testified regarding the amount of amenity open space that the Petitioner proposes to
provide on site. The narrow configuration of the property upon which Edenwald sits provides a
limited area for open space. Therefore, the need for variance relief is generated.

Mr, Kellman stated that Edenwald does provide a gréat deal of amenity space to its
residents within the confines of their building. This is the type of amenity space that does not
satisfy the strict definition of “Amenity Open Space” contained within the Zoning Regulations.
For example, the entire swimming pool area and the health and fithess facility, both of which are
nice amenity space to these residents, do not satisfy the technical definition of “Amenity Open
Space”. Because of this, Edenwald gets no credit for these ameflities they offer their residents.
It should be noted that these residents who, as was testified to previously, have an average age of

83.5 vears, are more likely to utilize the amenity space provided indoors at this facility as

opposed to outdoor amenity open space which the Zoning Regulations require. This is especially
true during the winter months and/or times of inclement weather. Therefore, while the Petitioner
provides a great deal of amenity space to its residents, it fails to meet the technical definition
and, therefore, the variance is necessary.

Mr. Kellman also testified regarding the requirement for building length. Mr. Kellman
indicated that the Petitioner opted to proceed in an extremely conservative matiner when asking
for the variance relief for the building length. He testified that his office did not wish to take

issue with the reviewers in the Zoning Office. Therefore, they have requested a variance as
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stated in the petition. This issue was clarified by Mr, George Gavrelis who appeated along with
the residents from the neighboring Towsongate Condominiums. Mr. Gavrelis is a noted expett
in planning and zoning. He has been involved in zoning and testified as an expert for almost 50
years, He testified, that based on his. interpretation of the regulations, no variance was even
necessary regarding the building length. For the most patt, I agtee with Mr, Gavrelis and would
not question his interpretation. However, in an effort to consider this matter in a most
conservative fashion, I shall entertain the vatiance request for the building length as requested in
the petition.

As stated previously, many residents of the adjacent Towsongate Condominium Complex
appeared out of concern for the expansion proposed by Edenwald. It was clearly demonstrated at
the hearing that the relationship between Edenwald and its neighbor to the east, the Towsongate
Condominium Community, is excellent. Many of the tesidents of the Towsongate
Condominiums are prospective residents of Edenwald. Furthermore, Mr. Molite, President of
Edenwald, opens the activities that occur at Edenwald on a regular basis to his neighbors at
Towsongate. To that extent, these two neighbors have existed in relative harmony.

However, those citizens who appeared representing the residents of Towsongate are very
much concerned over the 12-story addition proposed to be constructed. Traffic is of utmost
concern for these residents. The entrance to the Towsongate community is located at the
terminus of Southerly Road. Southerly Road also services the Edenwald compleﬁ and a separate
patking lot owned by the Petitioner located on the South side of Southerly Road. 1t and when
the 12-story addition is constructed, all points of access for the surface parking lot, as well as the

Edenwald facility and the Towsongate community merge at the end of Southerly Road. The



Towsongate residents are very much concerned over the potential traffic problems that might
exist if this is allowed to occur.,

Petitioner’s Exhibit No. 3, the site plan submitted into evidence and Protestant’s Exhibit
No. 1 illustrate the convergence of these access points at the end of Southerly Road. Further |
compounding the potential problem is the existence of a brick entrance wall that serves as an
entrance marker to the Towsongate community. This brick wall impairs the vision of motorists
as they exit the Towsongate community. The new entrance proposed to be installed by
Edenwald is located a short distance on the opposite side of that brick wall. Therefore, the
Towsongate residents request some assistance with the manner in which traffic is proposed to
flow in and out of the Edeawald.

After considering the testimony and evidence offered by the Petitioner, as well as the
residents of Towsongate, I find that the manner in which the access points are shown on the site
plan are appropriate. However, based on the concerns raised, I find that the flow of traffic
should be restricted to mitigate the advetse affects of the relocation of this entranceway into
Edenwald. As was discussed at the hearing, 1 believe it should be appropriate for truck traffic
and truck deliveries to be able to utilize the new access driveway located immediately adjacent to
the Towsongate property for ingress and egtess at all times. However, residential automobile
traffic shall not be permitted to exit at that location. Residents, their guests and other automobile
traffic shall be directed by appropriate signage to utilize the covered entrance driveway and exit
the facility further to the west on Southerly Road. Only truck traffic, given their limited turn
radins, shall be permitted to exit the Edenwald facility at its eastetnmost access point. All other

passenger vehicles must be required to exit via the covered entrance driveway.
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All vehicles, passenger as well as truck vehicles, shall be permitted to turn left into
Edenwald using the easternmost access driveway. These vehicles can clearly see any oncoming
traffic exith;g Towsongate and can, therefore, yield proper right-of-way. This modification to
the flow of traffic shall be imposed as a condition at the end of this Order.

Residents of Towsongate were also concetned over the entrance and exit point of the
four-level garage facing their community, These residents ate concerned that vehicles exiting
the parking garage will cause their headlights to shine into the Towsongate community. In an
effort to help mitigate the effects of these headlights, I shall requill'e that appropriate landscaping
methods be utilized by the developer which will probibit headlights from shining into the
Towsongate community. Either the developer shall extend the retaining wall to be constructed
along the eastern boundary of their property to a height that would block the headlights, ot
appropriate landscaping should be done in this area of the property in an effort to achieve this
goal. In any event, the Petitioner shall be required to submit }a landscape plan to Mr. Avery
Harden, Landscape Architect for Baltimore County, for his review and approval. He shall design
the landscaping treatment along this edge of the property to buffer the new expansion and |
mitigate the impact that vehicles coming and going to the parking garage will have on the
adjacent residential community.

The next area of concern raised by the residents of Towsongate involve the ground level
parking lot located on the south side of Southerly Road, which aréa is zoned OR1. The parking
lot is owned by Edenwald and utilized by that facility as an overflow parking lot. The residents
of Towsongate testified that the parking lot is used quite frequently by residents, guests and

employees of Edenwald. They fear that the addition to be constructed and the new apartments

that will be created will cause a greater dependency on this overflow patking lot than that which
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exists today. They ask that this parking field be incorporated into the overall Edenwald project
and allow that parking lot to remain, in the event parking problems evolve after the new addition
is constructed.

The Towsongate residents also had a concern over whete residents, employees and
construction workers will park during the construction phase of the new addition. It is noted that
the new addition to Edenwald is proposed to be constructed over a large ground level parking .
area that services the residents at this time. Once construction takes place, that parking lot wiil
be eliminated and the residents will have to park elsewhere. The Protestants are concerned that a
parking nightmare will be created once construction commences. They ask that this overtlow
parking lot be restricted to ensure that parking does not occur on Southerly Road or within the
Towsongate community.

In response to this concern, the developer testified that once completed, the Edenwald
facility will have enough patking to satisfy the requirements imposed upon them by the
Baltimore County Zoning Regulations. No parking variance has been requested by Edenwald.
This is the case as it exists today. However, many residents and employees utilize this parking
lot on the south side of Southerly Road. Therefore, I find it is appropriate to restrict the use of
the parking lot on the south side of Southerly Road in an appropriate fashion to ensure that the
concerns of the Towsongate residents do not come to fruition. In addition to providing excess
parking, the parking area also provides additional amenity open space where Edenwald residents
and their neighbors walk their dogs or engage in passive recreation. Therefore, the preservation
of the parking lot will serve two purposes; that being additional parking spaces and open space.

Other concerns were raised by the Protestants in attendance, some of which pertained to

the inconvenience that will occur during the construction phase of this project. There is no
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doubt that a project of this magnitude will in essence cause inconvenience to those who live
around this property. Mt, Molite, to his credit, has taken this into consideration and has begun

implementing a plan that will help to reduce the effects that this construction project will have on

the existing residents of Edenwald, as well as his neighbors to the east. Mr. Molite indicated
that the general contractor who has been hired to build this addition is willing to shuttle their
employees to and from the job site each day. This will provide a tremendous benefit and will go
a long way to reduce the impact that the loss of this parking lot will have during construction.
Mr. Molite also indicated that thete would not be any parking of construction vehicles on
Southerly Road, which is the only access road to Towsongate. Furthermore, the unloading of
delivery vehicles shall occur on the Edenwald property and not from Southerly Road. In

addition, construction deliveries to the property shall occur during reasonable hours. These

concerns shall be addressed through the conditions and restrictions imposed at the end of this
Order.

After considering the testimony and evidence offered at the heating, I find that the
variance request should be granted to allow the total building length to be 815 ft. and an amenity
open space ratio of 0.07 in lieu of the 0.2 required. The evidence of the case presented at the
hearing clearly showed a uniqueness to this property and that the Petitioner would suffer
hardship in the event the variances were not granted. Accotdingly, the Petition for Variance
shall be granted subject to the conditions and restrictions imposed at the end of this Order.

THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED this /¢ pi/élay of May, 2003, by this Deputy Zoning

Commissioner, that the Petitioner’s request for variances from Section 201.3.B of the Baltimore
County Zoning Regulations, to allow a total building length of 815 ft. in lieu of the 205 ft.

permitted and from Section 201.3.E of the Baltimote County Zoning Regulations, to allow an



amenity open space ration of 0.07 in lieu of the minimum ratio of 0.2 required, be and is heteby

GRANTED, subject, howevet, to the following restrictions which are conditions precedent to the

relief granted herein:

1.

The Petitioner shall be required to install appropriate signage along the exit roadway
located adjacent to and running parallel to their easternmost property line directing all
passenger vehicles to exit the Edenwald property by and through the covered entrance
way. That is, all passenger vehicles shall be required to exit onto Southerly Road
further to the west. All large trucks that are unable to utilize the covered entrance
driveway, either because of their turning radius or height restrictions, shall be
permitted to exit by the eastetnmost access point-which is situated closest to the
Towsongate community. All vehicles, be they passenger vehicles or trucks, may be
permitted to turn left from Southerly Road into the easternmost access point to the site.
These left-turn movements should allow plenty of visibility to any oncoming traffic
that might be exiting the Towsongate community. The sighage that is to be utilized by
Edenwald to direct traffic in this fashion shall be reviewed and approved by the Traffic
Engineering Section of the Department of Public Works.

The Petitioner shall be required to submit a landscaping and lighting plan to Mr. Avery
Harden, Landscape Architect for Baltimore County. Mr. Harden shall review the
lighting proposal for the Edenwald property to ensure that the lighting proposed will
not adversely impact the residents of the Towsongate community. Furthermore, Mr.
Harden shall review the landscape plan to ensure that appropriate screening 1s provided
along the castern property line which separates  the Edenwald facility from the
Towsongate community. As stated previously in the body of this Order, Mr. Harden
may direct that the retaining wall be extended to shield the headlights from cars exiting
the traffic garage from shining into the Towsongate community. In the alternative,
appropriate evergreen screening may be utilized. This review and approval shall be
within Mt, Harden’s discretion,

The existing ground level parking lot located on the south side of Southerly Road
which is currently utilized by Edenwald as overflow parking shall continue to serve in
that fashion. This parking lot shall remain available to the residents of Edenwald, their
guests and employees, even after the 12-story addition is completed. This parking lot
will provide any necessary parking that may be needed once this facility is built out.
Furthermore, it provides additional open space. In any event, this parking lot shall not
be modified or altered without another public hearing being held in order to determine
the appropriateness of any modification that may be proposed. Residents of the
Towsongale community shall be permitted and must be notified of any modification
that is proposed to be made to the existing parking lot. Naturally, they shall be invited
to attend any future public hearing in the event Edenwald wishes to alter that parking

situation.
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4. The contractor engaged to build the additions to the existing Edenwald facility shall be
required to transport their employees to and from the job site in an effort to lessen the
impact that this construction will have on the parking situation at this facility. There
shall be no parking of vehicles belonging to construction workers and no construction
delivery vehicles parked along Southerly Road during the construction phase of this
project. All construction deliveries shall occur on the Edenwald property and must be -
made during reasonable hours.

5. The addition shall not be permitted to extend any taller than 12 stories as represented
herein.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, that the Petitioner shall comply v;*ith the comment issued by
the Office of Planning dated February 13, 2003, except that the project does not have to be
reviewed by the Design Review Panel as stated in paragraph three of Planning’s comment.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, that any appeal of this decision must be made within thirty

(30) days of the date of this Order.
