FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

This matter comes before the Zoning Commissioner for consideration of a Petition for
Special Hearing filed by James and Ruth Synodinos, and Mary Ellen Pease, through their attorney,
J. Carroll Holzer, Esquire, for the subject property, known as 815 — 817 Hampton Lane, owned by
Notre Dame Preparatory School, Inc. The Petition was filed, pursuant to Section 500.7 of the
Baltimore County Zoning Regulations (B.C.Z.R.), seeking a determination as to a number of
1ssues related to existing and proposed development on the subject property. As sel forth in the
Supplementai Sheet aitached to the Petition, the Pelitioners seek a determination as to the
{ollowing:

1) Whether Notre Dame Preparatory School, Inc. (property owners) has ever complied
with the requirements of Section 26-171(B)(a) as required by Development Review Committee

(DRC) Project #09148H, dated September 29, 1998;

2) Whether a development plan was ever submitled and approved by Balltimore County

for any development on the subject property;

3) Whether all building setback, height and area requirements set forth in the B.C.Z.R.

& 4) Whether variances are required for a building length of 400 feet by 435 feet in lieu of

I the maximum allowed 200 feet, pursuant to the B.C.Z.R. and the Comprehensive Manual of

Development Policies (C.M.D.P.);




5) Whether the B.C.Z.R. parking requirements have been met on the subject site;

6) Whether the property is in compliance with Sections 26-169 and 26-180 of the
B.C.Z.R., pursuant to Section 26-1 of the Baltimore County Code; and,

7) Resolution of such other and further issues to be named at the hearing.

As noted above, the Petition for Special Hearing was filed pursuant to Section 500.7 of
the B.C.Z.R., which provides in part, that the Zoning Commissioner shall have the authority to
conduct such hearings and pass such Orders as may be necessary for the proper enforcement of all
zoning regulations. Moreover, thal Section also provides that any interested person may petition
the Zoning Commissioner for a public hearing 1o determine any righls whatsoever related to a
given property. In this case, James and Ruth Synodinos, and Mary Ellen Pease filed the instant
Petition for Special Hearing. Mr. & Mrs. Synodinos reside adjacent to the subject property on
Gypsy Lane and Ms. Pease lives nearby on Stone Barn Court. The Petitioners present a series of
questions as set forth above related to the uses on the subject property. Specifically, the Petitioners
generally raise issues as to whether the existing and proposed development of the site is in
accordance with the zoning and development review regulations of Baltimore County.

Appearing at the requisite public hearing in support of the request were James and Ruth
Snyodinos, Mary Ellen Pease, and their attorney, J. Carroll Holzer, Esquire. Numerous other
residents from the surrounding communily also appeared in support of the request and their
attendance is reflected in the Citizen’s Sign In Sheet that was circulated at the hearing and
contained in the case file. Appearing as Protestants in the matter on behalf of Notre Dame
Preparatory School, Inc., property owners, were Sister Christina Mulcahy, Head Mistress, Robert
LaPierre, and Mike Campitelli. Also present were Mitchell Kellman and Melante Moser, on
behalf of Daft-McCune-Walker, Inc., the engineering consultants retained by the property owners,

and C. William Clark, Esquire, attorney for Notre Dame Preparatory School, Inc.

The subject property is more particularly known as the campus of the Notre Dame



and Variance filed by the properly owners under Case No. 03-180-SPHA. This Zoning
Commissioner heard that case on November 26, 2002 and rendered a decision granting the
requested relief on December 24, 2002. It deserves emphasis to note that the relief granted in that
matter did not allow Notre Dame to construct any building higher than that permitted by Code or
closer to the common property line with adjacent residences. To the contrary, the relief granted in
Case No. 03-180-SPHA allowed separate campus buildings to be closer to one another (17.5”) than
permiited by the regulations (30°). The relief allowed the structures to not only be closer 10 one
another, but provided that they be further from adjacent residential properties. In any event,
Counsel for the Petitioners proffered at the hearing that despite a thorough search, they were
unable to verify that Baltimore County has lawfully approved any of the development that has
occurred on the Notre Dame Preparatory School campus over the years. That 1s, Mr. Holzer
indicated that he and his clients were unable 1o initially locate any records within County agency
files, which corroborated and confirmed that development of the subject property had been
formally approved. Ullimately, during their investigation of this matier, the Petitioners became
aware that Baltimore County granted a limited exemption, pursuant to Section 26-171.B.9 of the
Baltimore County Code, on or about February 10, 2003.

In response to the Petitioners’ allegation and the issues raised within their Petition,
Counsel for the property owners submitted a series ol exhibits (Respondents’ Exhibits 1 — 27)
which fully detail the history of development of the Notre Dame Preparatory School campus.
Collectively, these exhibits establish that the School was originally constructed in 1960, At that

time, plans were approved by Baltimore County and construction commenced for the main

(7 1 (padministrative/classroom building. It need particularly be noted that the B.C.Z.R. and
ﬁj | development review regulations then in effect did not limit a non-residential principal building in

) ‘1() | the D.R. zone to a maximum length of 200 feet. The original classroom/administrative building

exceeds that dimension.

Later, the Baltimore County Council amended the zoning regulations to prohibit the

length of non-residential principal buildings in the D.R. zone of no greater than 200 feet (see, ¢.g.




Section 1B01.2.B.2 of the B.C.Z.R.). However, given thatl this limitation was not in effect when
the first building was approved and constructed, 1t does not apply 1o that structure.

Additionally, representatives of Notre Dame produced detailed records regarding
improvements to the campus thal occurred in 1998. These were three-fold in nature; that is, an
athletic field expansion, the addition of a fine arts center and classroom space to the original
building, and the construction of a restroom/storage lacility adjacent to the athletic field. It need
particularly be noted that the addition of the fine arls center/classroom building did not effectively
lengthen the original building. Those additions essentially filled in an open “notch” in the floor
plan of the building. That is, the original structure was squared ofl} however, its length from end
to end remained the same. Addilionally, insofar as the 1998 improvements, the property owners
submitied a series of documents, including permit applications, permits, and correspondence.
Collectively, those exhibits are persuasive to a finding that the improvements completed in 1998
were appropriately reviewed and approved by Baltimore County. Similarly, the more recent
consiruction, which was granied by my Order in Case No. 03-180-SPHA, was likewise properly
reviewed and approved.

Based upon the testimony and evidence offered, most particulatly Respondents’
Exhibits 1 — 27, I am persuaded that Noire Dame Preparatory School, Inc. has properly complied
with all relevant development and zoning regulations. Thus, I find the answer to Items 1, 2, 3 and
6 of the issues raised in Petitioner’s Supplemental Sheet, is in the affirmative and that the subject
property has been developed in compliance with and conforms to all relevant development and
zoning regulations, In answer to Item 4, variance relief is not required. The final issue for

1 ’: . consideration relates 1o Item 5 as to whether the subject properly is in compliance with the
- County’s parking regulations.
Testimony and evidence presented revealed that there are presently 234 parking spaces

able on sile. It was indicated, however, that there are 60 additional spaces available along the




Additionally, during special activities, it was indicated that employees of the School monitot the
patking of cats on a grass lawn area on the site. Mr. LaPierre, Business Manager for the School,
indicated that this parking arrangement works well. It is also to be noted that Notre Dame
Preparatory School {eatures an enrollment of approximately 690 children. There are currently 530
students in the upper/high school, and approximately 160 students in the lower/middle school.

The parking regulations originally in effect when the school was built required 1 space
for every 6 seals within the school’s audilorium facility. The present regulations codified in
Section 409 of the B.C.Z.R indicate that 1 spacc per employee is required, plus the Zoning
Commisstoner shall determine the appropriate number of visitor spaces and student parking. In
addition to the numbers of students identified above, the Notre Dame has 114 employees.

The neighbors of the School no doubt are impacted by the use of the subject property.
A visitor al any high school in the Ballimore Melropolitan area immediately notices that more
students dtive to school in the year 2003 than was typical in years past. The availability of
automobiles to teenaged drivers seems now an expectation. Particularly with an affluent student
body at a school such as Notre Dame, many of the upper high school students drive to school.
Additionally, it 1s obvious that irrespective ol whatever patking is provided on the sile, some
individuals will elect 1o park on adjacent public streets. This might be {or matters of convenience
so that those individuals can hasten their exit at dismissal time when the parking lot empties.
Absent special parking permits issued by the Baltimore County Police Department, the adjacent
public streels may be used for parking by anyone.

Upon due consideration of the evidence offered, I am persuaded that the parking
provided is appropriate and in compliance with the B.C.Z.R. The approximate 300 spaces provided
as well as the lawn parking available during times of special events appear to be appropriate.

Additionally, it is to be noted that the School does not anticipatle enrollment to be increased as a

result of the recently approved improvements to the property. Although there will no doubt be

“some occasions when traffic conditions on site and in the immediate neighborhood will be




congested, there is no reasonable restriction I can impose 10 mitigate this circumstance and I am

persuaded that the School will act responsibly to provide on-site parking to the maximum.
THEREFORE, pursuant to the adverlisement, posting of the property and public

hearing on this Petition held, and {or the reasons sct forth herein, /;ﬁ:/
IT IS ORDERED by the Zoning Commissioner for Baltimore County this / '& ~ day

of June 2003 that the following finding is made; to wit, that the subject property has been
developed in compliance with and conforms with all applicable zoning and development review
regulations, and as such, the Petition for Special Hearing be and is hereby DENIED.

I am representing adjacent property owners to the Notre Dame Preparatory School
currently in a Case # 03-180-SPHA, a Petition for Special Hearing and Variance that is before
the Baltimore County Board of Appeals, related to the above captioned property.

In reviewing the files in your Department, I discovered that there was never any JSPC

approval of the development of the subject site for the Notre Dame Preparatory School, nor is
there a CRG or CIM/Hearing Officer’s Approval of a development plan for the site.

It is my understanding that there may be some sort of permit issued for the site, but that
your computer cannot determine what it was issued for, and the archives may or may not be
available in regard to that issue.

Furthermore, 1t is my understanding that your Department requires an institution that may

have developed prior to any of the three development approval processes to prepare an overall
development plan for the site. .

I\‘ \
Apparently, on September 29, 1998, your Department issued a Limited Exemption under
section 26-171 B9 of the Baltimore County Code. It is further my understanding that the site

plans required to be submitted pursuant to that approval have not been filed with your
department.
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Moreover, it appears that in DRC #09148H Notre Dame Prep 1s again seeking relief for
additional construction on their site. It would appear to me that both DRC’s need to be provided
with a Development plan that meets all County requirements, which would be circulated to all
County Departments for their approval before any further action can be taken and any permits
issued for the construction of the proposed facilities on the site, specifically the new proposed

gym.

I would appreciate your adhering to your Department’s requirement as set forth above
that no approvals or permits shall be issued or permitted until compliance as required is recetved
by your department.

Furthermore, I would appreciate your advising me if any action in regard to either of
these DRC numbers is contemplated.
