FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

This matter comes before this Zoning Commissioner as a Petition for Special Exceplion
for the property located at 532 Cranbrook Road, within the Cranbrook Shopping Center, in
Cockeysville. The Petition was filed by Alan Gebhart, Property Owner. Special Exception relief
is requested to permit the use and operation of 30 amusement devices in lieu of the maximum
permitted 4 amusement devices in the “Coliseum Sports Bar”, pursuant to Section 422 A of the
Baltimore County Zoning Regulations (B.C.Z.R.). The subject property and requested relief are
more particularly shown on Petitioner’s Exhibit No. 1, the plat to accompany the petition [or
Special Exception. Petitioner’s Exhibit No. 2 is a floor plan of the restaurant use.

Appearing at the requisite public hearing held for this case were Alan Gebhart, the
Petitioner, Paul Boeltcher, Dan S. Smith and Gabriel Webster, all on behalf of the Coliseum
Restaurant, Inc. Also present was Joseph Larson, a consultant with Spellman, Larson &
Associates, Inc., the preparers of the site plan, The Petitioner was represented by Charles E.
Brooks, Esquire. Also present was Paula Faith Kurrus, who resides nearby.

The overall propetty under consideration is a 12.134 acre ftract, split-zoned BL & RO,
. The property is located in Cockeysville and is located immediately adjacent to the northwestern

corner of the intersection of Cranbrook Road and Ridgeland Road. The property is improved as



a strip shopping center and is known as the “Cranbrook Shopping Center”, The shopping center
features a variety of uses, including retail stores, restaurants and the like.- There are also several
freestanding buildings within the center and a large parking macadam field.

The subject of the Petition for Special Exception relates to one of the tenants of the
shopping center, namely the “Coliseum Sports Bar”. This is an 11,000 sq. ft. restaurant facility
which has secating for up to 450 individuals. The restaurant has a sports oriented theme and
features numerous televisions, sports memorabilia displays, etc.

Special Exception relief is requested to approve the use and operation of up to 30
amusement devices within the subject restaurant., Relief 1s requested pursuant to Section 422.A
of the Baltimore County Zoning Regulations (B.C.Z.R.). That section allows amusement
devices to be permitied as of right in the BL zone when used in combination with a restaurant or
similar uses. However, the section limits no more than 4 amusement devices unless a special
exception for an arcade is obtained. An arcade is defined under Section 101 of the B.C.Z.R. as
“a building or part of a building in which 5 or more pinball machines, video games, or other
similar player operated amusement devices are maintained.” As detailed on Petitioner’s Exhibit
No. 3, the Petitioner proposes the installation of a number of entertainment games within the
restaurant. These include up to 6-coin-operated pool tables, 4-Golden Tees, 2-basketball hoop
games, 4-Mega Touches, etc.

Testimony and evidence was presented which is persuasive to a finding that the proposal
is entirely consistent with the existing use and will not be detrimental to the health, safety or
general welfare of the locale. Mr. Gebhart, the owner of the shopping center, testified that he

does not believe that the proposed use will cause adverse impact to adjacent properties or other
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tenants of the shopping center. Additionally, a series of photographs depicting the interior of the
building and existing layout were submiited.

Based upon the uncontradicted testimony and evidence offered, I am persuaded that the
relief should be granted. The Petitioner has produced testimony and evidence sufficient to
satisfy the requirements of Section 50-2.1 of the B.C.Z.R.

Pursuant to the advertisement, posting of the property, and public hearing on this petition
held, and after considering the testimony and evidence offered by the Petitioner, I find that the
Petitioner’s special exception request should be granted.

THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED, by the Zoning Commissioner for Baltimore County,
this _/ﬁ’ day of July, 2003, that the Petitioner’s request for Special Exception relief from
Section 422.A of the B.C.Z.R., to permit the use and operation of 30 amusement devices in lieu
of the maximum permitted 4 amusement devices in the “Coliseum Sports Bar”, be and is hereby
GRANTED.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, that any appeal of this decision must be made within thirty

(30) days of the date of this Order.
