FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

This matter comes before this Deputy Zoning Commissioner as a Petition for Variance
filed by the legal owners of the subject property. The Petitioners are requesting variance relief
for property they own at 3662 Galloway Road, located in the eastern area of Baltimore County.
The variance request is from Sections 1A04.3.B.1 & 2 and 304 of the Baltimore County Zoning
Regulations (B.C.Z.R.), to permit side yard setbacks of 7.5 ft. and 7.7 ft. and a lot area of 14,051
sq. ft. in lieu of the minimum required 50 ft. and 43,560 sq. ft. (1 acre) respectively and to
approve an undersized lot.

Testimony and evidence indicated that the property, which is the subject of this variance
request, consists of 0.323 acres of land, more or less, zoned R.C.5. The subject property 1s
presently improved by a shed and screened structure (to be razed) which are used primarily on
weekends by the owners. However, now the owners wish to build a home on the property and
live in same as their principal residence. The lot is only 40 feet wide on New Galloway Road
lE and roughly 60 feet wide frontage on Galloway Creek. The setback from any lot line on R.C.5
soned land is 50 feet and therefore, the Petitioners are requesting a variance to the side yard
which they feel would allow them to build a reasonable new dwelling. In addition, the location

of the new home is further constrained by the 100 foot Chesapeake Critical Bay Area.

Testimony indicated that Mr. and Mrs. Welsh have owned this property for the past 13 years.



Applicable Law

Section 307 of the B.C.Z.R. — Variances.

“The Zoning Commissioner of Baltimore County and the County Board of Appeals, upon
appeal, shall have and they are hereby given the power to grant variances from height and area
regulations, from off-street parking regulations, and from sign regulations only in cases where
special circumstances or conditions exist that are peculiar to the land or structure which 1s the
subject of the variance request and where strict compliance with the Zoning Regulations for
Baltimore County would result in practical difficulty or unreasonable hardship. No increase in
residential density beyond that otherwise allowable by the Zoning Regulations shall be permitted
as a result of any such grant of a variance from height or area regulations. Furthermore, any such
variance shall be granted only if in strict harmony with the spirit and intent of said height, area,
off-street parking or sign regulations, and only in such manner as to grant relief without injury to
the public health, safety and general welfare. They shall have no power to grant any other
variances. Before granting any variance, the Zoning Commissioner shall require public notice to
be given and shall hold a public hearing upon any application for a variance in the same manner
as in the case of a petition for reclassification. Any order by the Zoning Commissioner or the
County Board of Appeals granting a variance shall contain a finding of fact setting forth and
specifying the reason or reasons for making such variance.”

Zoning Advisory Committee (ZAC) Comments

The Department of Environmental Protection & Resource Management (DEPRM) ZAC
comments advise that no building permit will be issued until public sewerage is available.
Otherwise there were no negative ZAC comments.

Interested Persons

Appearing at the hearing on behalf of the variance request were Dan and Debbie Welsh, the
Petitioners and Len Buerhaus, surveyor. Appearing in opposition to the request were a number
of nearby residents, namely Michele and Mark Chojnaki, Norma Bankard, and Douglas Zinn.
There were no Protestants or others in attendance.
! , t Amended Petition
;o The Petitioners testified that they could not locate their home in any better location on the
property as they could not move it toward the Creek for fear of violating the Chesapeake Critical
Bay Area legislation or toward New Galloway Road as this was an even narrower part of the lot.

After some testimony from the Petitioners regarding the project, Daniel Welsh indicated that he
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had discussed the request for variance with his neighbors and that considering their request he
voluntarily amended the request to 10 feet on each side instead of the previously requested 7.5
and 7.7. This setback had apparently been adopted by the Community Association as some sort
of standard to allow reasonable separation between homes and emergency vehicles to go around
the home to the water should that be needed. With this amendment the neighbors withdrew their
opposition. The Petitioners’ surveyor entered the changes to the request for variance on
Petitioners’ Exhibit No. 1B, which was accepted into evidence.

The Petitioners presented the County’s plan to bring public sewer to this area within the
next six months. This plan also showed the many homes in the area that had been built or rebuilt
within a few feet of the property lines. Photographs presented by the Petitioners showed the
surrounding area was rapidly being upgraded in style and size of homes even on S0-foot wide
lots.

The present zoning of R.C.5 requires lots of at least one acre with 50-foot setbacks from
any lot line. This zoning was created in 1975 long after this subdivision was established and
homes built. Obviously, with even a 100 foot wide double lot, the 50 foot setback requirement
would prevent any building on these lots. The lot (approximately 0.3 acres) 1s undersize

because the zoning was applied after the subdivision was created.

Findings of fact and conclusions of law

I find that special citcumstances or conditions exist that are peculiar to this land or structure
and that strict compliance with the Zoning Regulations for Baltimore County would result in
practical difficulty or unreasonable hardship. Furthermore, I find that such variance can be

granted in strict harmony with the spirit and intent of the regulations, and in a manner as to grant

. relief without injury to the public health, safety and general welfare.
