Testimony and evidence offered revealed that the subject property is a large, irregularE
shaped parcel located on the west side of Garrison Forest Road, near Reisterstown Road in ()w‘ing,s:r
Mills. The property contains a gross area of 67.04 acres in area, predominantly zoned D.R.1; however}
approximately .5 acres is zoned D.R.3.5. The property has been owned by the State of Maryland and
used for governmental purposes for many years. The Rosewood State Hospital Center was located DI‘:Fl
this propetty for a number of years and is a landmark in this conununity. The State of Maryland has
decided to sell a large portion of the property and has located a buyer in The Associated: Jewish

The primary area of concern of the neighbors relates to vehicular access to the sib{a.:E

Specifically, the neighbors were particularly concerned about a proposed access to the intetior of the '
property from Garrison Forest Road. As a tesult of this concern, the Petitioner’s amended their plan tof
eliminate direct access from that road. Specifically, The Associated will acquire another parcel of 1&11::1?f
presently owned by the State and improved with a structure known as the Outen Building. Thatg

building will be razed and a new connection made thtough that lot to access Garrison Forest Road,

This modification as well as others shown on the plan largely eliminates the concerns that the

neighbors expressed.
Turning to the special exception relief, the Petitioners request approval of a

convalescent/nursing home on the subject property, which is permitted pursuant to Section 1801.1.3 of
the B.C.ZR. Based upon the testimony and evidence presented, I am easily persuaded that the

 oroposed use will not detrimentally affect the health safety and general welfare of the surrounding

 Jocale, and meets the requirements set out in Section 502.1 of the B.C.Z.R. The longstanding use gﬁnf

 the subject property for institutional purposes is persuasive to a finding that the proposed use will not

dversely impact ﬁdj acent properties, It is also to be noted that the Petitioners submitted a traffic
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analysis as Petitioner’s Exhibit 5, which demonstrates that the proposed use will not overwhelm the
existing road system in the neighborhood.

As to the vatiance requests, relief is requested to allow the proposed structure length of i
approximately 1100 feet and 400 feet in width. Obviously, as a nursing home, the building will be
occupied by persons with limited mobility. Thus, it is necessary that the facility not be a high rise
structure with multi-levels. The building will have three floors and be served by elevators. The
architectural style, including a series of interconnected wings was explained at the hearing. There are |
no variances needed to any tract boundaries and given the large size of the site and nature of the use, I |
am persuaded that the relief requested meets the spirit and intent of Section 307 of the B.C.Z.R.

Turning to the special hearing relief, notwithstanding The Associafed’s acquisition of a
large portion of the property, certain existing uses will remain. Presently there are three uses on the
site that will remain. One use is a facility operated by an organization known as Right Turn, which
serves individuals with drug and alcohol addictions. The Right Turn facility occupies Buildings Nos.
33, 36, 37, 44, 45, and 46 as shown on the plan and will continue to occupy those buildings and operate
on the property pursuant to its lease with the State. The second use that will remain on the site is called:
Interrim, which occupies Buildings Nos. 42 and 43, and serves mothers and small children in need.
The third use on the site is the Rosewood Day Care facility, which occupies Buildings Nos. 34 and 35;
and serves at risk and in need “dual diagnosis” children. It was indicated that Buildings Nos. 38, 40, 41:[
and 47 will be razed. The special hearing relief is requested to allow the existing uses and the proposed
nursing home to operate contemporaneously on the site in that they are distinct and separate uses:
Relief is also requested to allow those existing buildings to remain and to grant whatever zoning relief

i E may be necessary to legitimize their location and parking areas setving same.

THIS AGREEMENT (the "Agreement") 1s made this ‘2"7%day of April, 2004 by

and between THE ASSOCIATED JEWISH CHARITIES OF BALTIMORE (the "AJC")
and VALLEYS PLANNING COUNCIL, REISTERSTOWN, OWINGS MILLS,

RECITALS

A. The AJC desitres to acquire property located at Rosewood and use it in the
manner described in and shown on the Zoning Petitions for Special Exception, Variance,
and Special Hearing and plans that accompany said Petitions, Case No.: 04-021 SPHXA
(the "Zoning Petitions") and the Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law of the Zoning
Commissioner for Baltimore County dated September 30, 2003 (the "Zoning
Commissioner's Approval”).

B. The Neighborhood Representatives expressed certain concerns with such
planned use and appealed the Zoning Commissioner's Approval to the County Board of
Appeals.

2. AJC and Levindale will require all fraffic to Levindale other than resident
visitors, such as employees and vendors, to use the Reisterstown Road/Rosewood Lane
road network for ingress and egress to Levindale and not the Rosewood Lane resident
visitor's entrance. AJC and Levindale will enfotce this requirement by (i) putting up a
gate or other device between the resident visitor's parking lot and the employee parking
lot and vendor delivery area so that employees and vendors may not pass through the
resident visitor's lot (see Exhibit B, the exact dimensions and location of these lots and
area arc subject to change); (i1) if it is determined that employees or vendors are
attempting to use the resident visitor's entrance, controlling the resident visitor's parking
lot with a device, such as a special coin operated gate, which coin would only be available
to resident visitors and not to employees or vendors; (1i1) adopting a written policy
distributed to employees and vendors that makes clear that they are to utilize the
Reisterstown Road/Rosewood Lane road network; and (iv) making employee violation of
this policy a disciplinary matter.

3. The AJC will limit the student population of any high school on the portion
of the Rosewood campus that is being considered for a high school by the AJC as shown
on the attached Exhibit C to 350 and will adopt as its written policy that employee,
student, and teacher ingress and egress to the school be via the Reisterstown
Road/Rosewood Lane road network, the closest road network to this potential high school
site. The AJC will enforce this policy by distributing a policy statement to all employees,
students, and parents and by making employee and student violation of the policy a
disciplinary matter.

4. At the request of the Neighborhood Representatives, made within one (1)
year of the date of this Agreement by written notice to AJC, the AJC will agree to hire
and fund up to one-half of the costs with the community funding the other one-half of the
costs of a planner and a traffic engineer mutually acceptable to the commumty and the
AJC, which planner and engineer will work with the community and the AJC to devise a
proposed master plan and traffic analysis for institutional use for the balance of the
Rosewood campus of approximately 150 to 160 acres. The plan and the traffic analysis
will be presented to the State of Maryland, Department of Health and Mental Hygiene
(the "State") and the community and the AJC will urge the State to adopt the plan and
analysis in the State's plans, if any, for the disposition of the balance of the Rosewood
campus.

SULTS, RECOMMENDATIONS,

The traffic count information shows that there are 3,644 vehicles passing through the MD 140/
Rosewood Lane intersection during the weekday evening peak hour (4:45 PM to 5:45 PM). The
nroposed nursing home development is projected to add 30 trips through this intersection
during this time period. This results in an impact of 0.8% increase over existing peak hour
traffic volumes. Clearly, this impact would not affect overall traffic conditions. It is typical for
daily traffic volumes to fluctuate up to 10% at a particular location. Therefore, the minimal
increase due to this development will not be noticeable to passing motorists. Similarly, during
the morning peak hour, the proposed Nursing Home results in a 1.17% increase in traffic at the
MD 140/Rosewood Lane intersection.

The Traffic Group also undertook traffic counts along Rosewood Lane at the Torah Institute and
found that the Institute is generating approximately 42 trips out of the school onto Rosewood
Lane during the morning peak hour and 25 trips out of the school onto Rosewood Lane during
the morning peak hour. This equates to 0.6% of the peak hour volumes, .

Counts were conducted along Garrison Forest Road at the Ruxton School entrance and it was
determined that the school was generating 125 trips out of the site during the morning peak
hour with 82 of those cars making a right turn, During the evening peak hour, 46 cars were
generated from the school with 25 cars making a right turn. Both of these uses were
accounted for in the existing traffic volumes.

While the analyses show that the proposed development will have a minimal impact on
surrounding area traffic conditions, it shoufd be pointed out that some toad Improvements are
planned by Baltimore County on the surrounding area roadways. Specifically, Owings Milis
Boulevard is going to be widened to provide a second northbound through lane at Crondall
Lane. This will further improve traffic conditions at that location. In addition, based upon total
projected traffic volumes at the MD 140/Rosewood Lane intersection, we have determined that
by restriping Rosewood Lane approaching MD 140 from the Rosewood site to allow three
outbound lanes would further improve traffic operations at that intersection. This improvement
is not necessitated by the proposed development, nor is it required in order to maintain
acceptable levels of service.
