FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

This matter comes before the Zoning Commissioner for consideration of a Petition for
Special Hearing filed by the owners of the subject property, Fairways at Towson, LL.C, and the
Contract Lessees, Rita’s Mini-Mart, LLC, through their attorney, David F. Mister, Esquire. The
Petitioners request a special hearing to approve an accessory business use of a convenience store
with a Class A, 6-day, beet, wine and liquor license, off-premises sales, only, within an elevator
apartment building, pursuant to Section 402.4 of the Baltimore County Zoning Regulations (1969),
based upon accessory business use originally approved under the 1969 Code. The subject property
and requested relief are more particularly described on the site plan submitted and marked into
evidence as Petitioner’s Exhibit 6,

Appearing at the requisite public hearing in support of the request were Rita Smith,
Principal of Rita’s Mini Mart, LLC, Contract Lessees of the subject property, and her attorney,
David F. Mister, Esquire. Also appearing in suppott of the request were Doris LaRue Mitchell and
Clarence Young, nearby residents. Donna Spicer appeared on behalf of the Loch Raven
Community Council and the Loch Raven Business Association. There were no Protestants or
other interested persons present.

The subject propetty under consideration concerns a small area of leasable space
(approximately 1700 sq.ft. in area) located on the first floor of an existing 15-story apartment

building in the Glenmont Apartments complex in Towson. The subject building, which bears the

v address 6920 Donachie Road, is located near the intersection of Goucher Boulevard, Taylor



Avenue and Loch Raven Boulevard. The Glenmont Apartments complex features a series of high-
rise and garden apattments totaling 880 residential units. In addition to the apartment units, the
propetty contains a large parking field, community building, swimming pool and other similar-
amenities. As noted above, the subject Petition f&lates to the use of a small, 1700 sq.ft. area on the
first floor of the subject building as a convenience store.

The Glenmont Apartments complex has existed at this location for many years. In
approximately 1969, the subject space was developed as an catery known as the Tom Jones
Restaurant. A liquor license was obtained for that use (See Petitioner’s Exhibit 1), and the use
continued for a number of years. Ultimately, there was a change in management and the restaurant
use traded under a series of different names. The last active restaurant operation ceased in the
early 1990s.,

Ms. Smith has entered into a lease with the property owners (Fairways at Towson,
LLC) and has opened a small convenience store in the subject space. The convenience store is
open from 8:00 AM to 10:00 PM, Monday through Saturday, and 10:00 AM to 8:00 PM on
Sunday. The store contains a deli that serves sandwiches, pizza, and other similar items, as well as
grocery and household items. Additionally, there is an ATM machine and notaty services. As
noted above, the deli has a valid liquor license and thus sells a variety of beer, wine and alcoholic
beverages. Liquor is not consumed on the premises and most food items are for take-out; however,
there is a small seating area containing three tables, generally for patrons who wish to play Keno
and consume deli food. Apparently, the convenience store has been in place for a number of

months and the special hearing was requested in order to legitimize the use from a zoning

perspective, It was also indicated that the Liquor Board requires confirmation that the use

complies with the local zoning ordinance,

Ms. Mitchell and Mr. Young are residents of the Glenmont Apartments complex. They

testified that the convenience store has been a welcome addition to the residents of the apartment.

| complex and surrounding neighborhood. They indicated that the store provides an amenity for the

N residents and is also a convenience, particularly for many of the elderly residents of the complex.



Ms. Spicer appeared in support of the request. She expressed certain concerns about
the sale of liquor; however, Ms. Smith indicated that she strictly complies with all laws and
regulations regarding the sale of alcoholic beverages.

Based upon the testimony and evidence presented, I am easily persuaded that the
proposed use is an appropriate accessory business in this residential complex, particularly the 15-
story building. The use complies with the requirements set out in Section 402.4 of the B.C.Z.R. as
in effect in 1969. The lease does not exceed 15% of the one floor area of the total rented space,
and features only one sign located on the exterior of the building. Additionally, there is but one
exterior entrance. These requirements are all set out in Section 402.4 of the 1969 regulations. In
my judgment the proposed use is appmpriate_and will not detrimentally impact the health, safety or
general welfare of the locale. I find that the use is in compliance with the B.C.Z.R. and should

thetefore be permitted.

Pursuant to the advertisement, posting of the property and public hearing on this
Petition held, and for the reasons set forth above, the relief requested shall be granted.

Sec. 402.4—ELEVATOR APARTMENT BUILDINGS AND OFFICE BUILDINGS,
CONDITIONS FOR ACCESSORY BUSINESS USES IN-— [Bill No. 84, 1960]
The conditions (Referred to in Section 215.5) for accessory business uses for the
convenience of tenants in elevator apartment buildings and in office buildings,
are as follows:

(0) Space leased for such uses shall not exceed 15% or one floor of the
total rented space, whichever is the lesser;

(b) Each such use may have only one sign located on the exterior of the 2}/

building and each such sign shall not exceed two square feet in area
and shail not axtend more than six inches from such building;

(¢) Entrances to such uses shall be from the intarior of the building,
provided, howaver, that one of such uses may have one axterior
anfrance,
In the case of any property for which a Special Excaeption for an office building
has been granted and utilized prior to the effective date of this enactment May 13,
1960 , accessory business uses for the convenience of tenants may be included in
buildings erected thereon provided such uses meet the conditions of this Section.

Section 402B—~ANTIQUE SHOPS [Biil No. 85, 1967]

An antique shop may be pemitted as a Special Exception in an R,é or R.40 -

Zone only cutside the Metropolitan District on a lot not less than one acre in size,
provided further that:

a. There shall be no display of merchandise visible from any public street;
and

b. One sign in addifion fo those parmitted under Section 413.1 may be
displayed. Such sign shall be limited to tha name of the business,
shall be single-faced, stationary, and non=illuminated, and shall
not axcaed five square feet in araa.

Section 402C—RESIDENTIAL ART SALON (Bill No. 85, 1967]

A rasidential art salon may be pemmitted as a Special Excaption in an R.6 o¢
R.40 Zone only outside the Metropolitan District on a ot not less than one acre in
size, provided that:

d. There shall be no display of merchandise visible from any public street;

b. One sign in addition to those permitted under Section 413.1 may be
displayed. Such sign shall be limited to the name of the astablishment
or its proprietor, shall be singla-faced, stationary, and non=illuminated,
and shali not exceed 5 squara feet in areq;

c. COffstreet parking spaces shall be as provided in Section 409, except that
irrespective of any conflicting provisions of Section 409, there shall be
offstreet parking for at least ten cars (screened so as not to be visible
from any public street); and

d. Hours of operation shall be not earlier than 10:00 A .M, and not |a.-i'er
than 10:00 P .M. daily. |
