FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

This matter comes before this Deputy Zoning Commissioner as a Petition for Variance
filed by the legal owner of the subject property, Russell Parrott. The Petitioner is requesting
variance relief for property located at 2602 Merryman’s Mill Road in the Phoenix area of
Baltimore County. The vatiance request is from Section 400.1 of the Baltimore County Zoning
Regulations (B.C.Z.R.), to permit an accessory structure (carport) to be located in the front yard
in lieu of the required rear yard, and from Section 400.2 of the B.C.Z.R., to permit a height of 23
fi. in lieu of the required 15 fi. for the subject accessory structure.

The property was posted with Notice of Hearing on November 4, 2003, for 15 days ptior
to the hearing, in order to notify all interested citizens of the requested zoning relief. In addition,
a Notice of Zoning hearing was published in “The Jeffersonian” newspaper on November 4,
2003 to notify any interested persons of the scheduled hearing date.

Applicable Law

Section 307 of the B.C.Z.R. — Variances.

“The Zoning Commissioner of Baltimore County and the County Board of Appeals, upon
appeal, shall have and they are hereby given the power to grant variances from height and area
regulations, from off-street patking regulations, and from sign regulations only in cases where
special circumstances or conditions exist that are peculiar to the land or structure which 1s the
subject of the variance request and where strict compliance with the Zoning Regulations for
Baltimore County would result in practical difficulty or unreasonable hardship. No increase in
residential density beyond that otherwise allowable by the Zoning Regulations shall be permitted

as a result of any such grant of a variance from height or area regulations. Furthermore, any such
variance shall be granted only if in strict harmony with the spirit and intent of said height, area,
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off-street parking or sign regulations, and only in such manner as to grant relief without injury to
the public health, safety and general welfare. They shall have no power to grant any other
variances. Before granting any variance, the Zoning Commissioner shall require public notice to
be given and shall hold a public hearing upon any application for a variance in the same manner
as in the case of a petition for reclassification. Any order by the Zoning Commissioner or the
County Board of Appeals granting a variance shall contain a finding of fact setting forth and
specifying the reason or reasons for making such variance.”

Zoning Advisory Committee Comments

The Zoning Advisory Committee (ZAC) comments are made patt of the record of this case
and contain the following highlights: None.
Interested Persons

Appearing at the hearing on behalf of the variance request was Russell Parrott, the

Petitioner and Mark Willard, Landscape Archifect, who prepared the plan to accompany the
Petition. Paul Anecharico, an adjacent property owner attended the hearing and testified in
support of the petition. In addition, the Petitioner presented a letter of support from another
neighbor, Aimee and Christopher Smith. There were no protestants or others in attendance.
People’s Counsel, Peter Max Zimmerman, entered the appearance of his office in this case.
Testimony and Evidence

Testimony and evidence indicated that the property, which is the subject of this variance
request, is RC 4 and overlooks the Loch Raven Reservoir. The site is on a hillside providing a
spectacular view of the reservoir. This location and topography trigger the variance request in
that the new home to be located on the site is oriented to maximize the view of the reservoir from
the home. The home is then served by a driveway which loops atound the home from
Merryman’s Mill Road. See Petitioner’s Exhibit No. 1. Consequently, the front door of the
home is located on the level of the driveway which defines the front yard and triggers the request
to locate the carpott in the front yard. Ironically, the carport is actually located behind the new

home away from Merryman’s Mill Road. Ordinarily, this would be considered the Petitioner’s
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rear yard. The point is that the carport is shielded from view from the road by the new home.
Since the carport is “behind” the house it is nestled into the hillside and as shown in Petitionet’s
Exhibit No. 3, the carport is hardly visible from either neighbor’s home. Thus, both neighbors
support the Petition.

In regard to the request for a variance to permit the carport to have a height of 23 ft. instead
of 15 ft., the Petitioner submitted elevation drawings which showed the new home with a sharply
pitched roof. In order to keep a consistent design, the Petitioner would like a similarly pitch roof
on the carport. While the height of the home meets the zoning regulations, the height of the
carport does not.

Findings of fact and conclusions of law

I find that special circumstances or conditions exist that are peculiar to the land or structure
which is the subject of the variance request and that strict compliance with the Zoning
Regulations for Baltimore County would result in practical difficulty or unreasonable hardship.
No increase in residential density beyond that otherwise allowable by the Zoning Regulations
was requested. Furthermore, I find that these variances can be granted in strict harmony with the
spirit and intent of said regulations, and: in such manner as to grant relief without injury to the
public health, safety and general welfare.

Pursuant to the advertisement, posting of the property, and public hearing on this Petition
held, and after considering the testimony and- evidence offered by the Petitioner, I find that the

Petitioner’s variance request should be granted.

THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED, this Qf Szthday of November, 2003, by this Deputy

Zoning Commissioner, that the Petitionet’s request for variance from Section 400.1 of the

Baltimore County Zoning Regulations (B.C.Z.R.), to permit an accessory structure (carport) to

% be located in the front yard in lieu of the required rear yard, and from Section 400.2 of the



B.C.Z.R., to permit a height of 23 ft. in lieu of the required 15 ft. for the subject accessoty
structure, be and is hereby GRANTED, subject, however, to the following restriction which is a
condition precedent to the relief granted herein:

1. The Petitioner may apply for his building permit and be granted same upon receipt of this
Order; however, Petitioner is hereby made aware that proceeding at this time is at his
own risk until such time as the 30 day appellate process from this Order has expired. If,
for whatever reason, this Order is reversed, the Petitioner would be required to return,
and be responsible for returning, said property to its original condition;
