FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

This matter comes before the Zoning Commissioner for consideration of Petitions for
Special Hearing and Variance filed by the owners of the subject property, Ross J. Brechner and
Frances M. Brousseau. The Petitioners request a special hearing to approve proposed Lots 1 and 2
as two undersized lots, which do not increase overall tract density. In addition, variance relief is
requested from Section 1B02.3.C.1 of the Baltimore County Zoning Regulations (B.C.Z.R.) as
follows: For Lot 1: to permit a minimum side yard of 9 feet in lieu of the required minimum 15
feet, a front setback of 27 feet in lieu of the required 40 feet, a rear yard setback of 32 feet in lieu
of the required 40 feet, a lot area of approximately 11,000 sq.ft. in lieu of the minimum required
20,000 sq.ft., and to approve the subject proiperty as an undersized lot; for Lot 2: to permit a side
yard of 10 feet in lieu of the required 15 feet, a side yard aggregate of 20 feet in lieu of the
minimum required 40 feet, a lot width of 60 ffeet in lieu of the required 100 feet, a lot area of 7,000
sq.ft. in lieu of the required 20,000 sq.ft., and to approve the subject property as an undersized lot;
and, for Lot 3: to permit a side yard setback of 10 feet in lieu of the required 15 feet.

Appearing at the requisite public hearing in support of the request were Ross Brechner,
co-owner of the property, and J. Scott Dal:las, the Surveyor who prepared the site plan for this
property. Several residents from the surroﬁnding community appeared, including Jane Nitsch,

Marjean C. Irwin, Thomas W. Keech, Stephen Hook, Pamela Warfield, Robert and Marion Flint,
Stanley and Jenny Sunderwirth, Marshall Handy, Chris Kosojet, and Alice Dorshow. Most of
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these individuals appeared in opposition to the original proposal; however, do not object to the
amended plan that was submitted at the hearing.

Testimony and evidence offered revealed that the subject property is an irregular
shaped parcel with frontage on Dutton Coutt, just west of Dutton Avenue in Catonsville. The
property contains 1.391 acres, more or less, zoned D.R.2, and is presently improved with a 2)%-
story single family dwelling, known as 1 Dutton Court. In addition to the dwelling, there is an in-
ground swimming pool, two detached garages and a shed. As initially proposed and shown on the
site plan marked as Petitionet’s Exhibit 1, the Petitioners proposed the creation of two additionai
jots. New Lot 1 would consist of 11,814 sq.ft. and contain the existing single family dwelling and
one of the garage buildings. New Lot 2 would consist of 7,678 sq.ft., and contain that area of the
site where the swimming pool and shed are located. The swimming pool would be removed and
replaced with a dwelling. New Lot 3 would consist of the balance of the site (41,104 sq.1t.) and
would be developed with a new dwelling. The layout of this three-lot proposal was largely driven
by the environmental constraints associated with the site. As shown on the site plan and in
photographs submitted at the hearing, a stream bisects the western portion of the site. In addition,
the property features steep slopes, and is forested. Due to the relevant environmental regulations,
no construction, grading, or improvements could be made within the stream area or required
buffers. Thus, all disturbance and improvements would be clustered on the east side of the
property to preserve the requisite streams and buffers. The proposal shown also generated the need
for a number of variances as to lot size, setbacks, etc. as described above.

The neighbors who appeared objected to the proposed three-lot subdivision. They
believe that the proposal will overcrowd the land and is inconsistent with the neighborhood. The
undersigned Zoning Commissioner also expressed a concern at the hearing as to whether sufficient
density exists for a three-lot subdivision. As noted above, the property is zoned D.R.2, which
permits two dwelling units per acre. The overall tract is less than 1'% acres in area; however, may

be larger insofar as gross area is concerned. Some acreage of the original tract may have been lost

due to the construction of Dutton Court.
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In any event, the neighbors’ objections and my concerns regarding density are
eliminated by an alternate proposal, which was offered at the hearing (see Petitioner’s Exhibit 2).
Under the alternate proposal, the Petitioners now propose to create only one additional lot. New
Lot 1 will consist of 14,000 sq.ft. and contain the existing dwelling, garage and swimming pool.
Proposed Lot 2 will encompass the remaining area of the property (approximately 46,000 sq.t.),
the second garage and shed and will be developed with a new dwelling. Under the new proposal,
no vatiances are necessary for Lot 2 and the environmental buffers will be maintained; however,
variances are still ilecessary to legitimize the location of the existing dwelling on Lot 1. As shown
on the site plan, that dwelling is located 27 feet from the right-of-way for Dutton Court, 9 teet
from the side property line, and 32 feet from the rear propetty line. Ail of these existing setbacks
are less than that required by Code. Additionally, Lot 1 at 14,000 sq.fi. in area, is still less than the
minimum required 20,000 sq.ft. for a D.R.2 zoned lot.

Based upon the testimony and evidence presented, I am persuaded to grant the amended
relief and will approve the alternate plan shown as Petitioner’s Exhibit 2. Clearly, relief is
necessary and appropriate to legitimize the existing dwelling. Moreover, 1 find that the amended
plan for development of Lot 2 is appropriate and satisfies the concerns raised by the neighbors and
addresses the environmental issues associated with this property. Lastly, I find that the Petitioner
has satisfied the requirements contained in Section 307 of the B.C.Z.R. for variance relief and that
there will be no detriment to the health, safety or general welfare of the surrounding locale.

Pursuant to the advertisement, posting of the property and public hearing on these
Petitions held, and for the reasons set forth above, the amended relief requested should be granted.

THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED by the Zoning Commissioner for Baltimore County
this g iﬂbday of April 2004 that the Petition for Variance seeking relief from Section 1B02.3.C.1

of the Baltimore County Zoning Regulations (B.C.Z.R.) to allow a minimum side yard of 9 feet in

lieu of the required minimum 15 feet, a front setback of 27 feet in lieu of the required 40 feet, a

™ rear yard setback of 32 feet in lieu of the required 40 feet, and a lot area of approximately 14,000

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sq.ft. in lieu of the minimum required 20,000 sq.fi., for proposed Lot 1 and the existing dwelling
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thereon, and development of Lot 2 with a single family dwelling, all in accordance with

Petitioner’s Exhibit 2, be and is hereby GRANTED, subject to the following restriction:

1) The Petitioners may apply for their building permit and be granted same
upon receipt of this Order; however, the Petitioners are hereby made
aware that proceeding at this time is at their own risk until the 30-day
appeal petiod from the date of this Order has expired. If an appeal is filed
and this Order is reversed, the relief granted herein shall be rescinded.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the Petition for Special Hearing to approve two

undersized lots, which do not increase overall tract density, be and is hereby DENIED); and,

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED theiit the Petition for Variance seeking relief from Section
1B02.3.C.1 of the Baltimore County Zonfing Regulations (B.C.Z.R.) to permit a lot area of
approximately 11,000 sq.ft. in lieu of the minimum required 20,000 sq.ft. for proposed Lot 1; to
permit a side yard of 10 feet in lieu of the required 15 feet, a side yard aggregate of 20 feet in lieu
of the minimum required 40 feet, a lot width of 60 feet in lieu of the required 100 feet, a lot area of
7,000 sq.ft. in lieu of the required 20,000 sq.ft., and to approve proposed Lot 2 as an undersized
lot; and, to permit a side yard setback of 10:feet in lieu of the required 15 feet for proposed Lot 3,

in accordance with Petitioner’s Exhibit 1, be and is hereby DENIED.

Since
my signature was solicited, | have met with the petitioners and discussed the plan in
detail, together with a number of my other neighbors. | have come to realize that
putting two houses on that tiny parcel of land will detrimentally affect the character of
tiny Dutton Court. '

Only by the barest technicality doéfs this meet the density requirements (if it does
meet those requirements at ail). Much ofithe land at issue is actually on the other side
of a stream. That separate portion of the/property, plus siream setbacks, constitutes
- probably the majority of the land. The place where the two houses are actually planned
is actually very tiny. If this plan meets the letter of the density requirements, it meets
only the letter, not the spirit of those requirements.

As a result, the plan does not meet either the letter or the spirit of the setback
requirements. The requested variances for those setbacks are unacceptable. For
example, the reduction of the setbacks between the houses to 20 feet is unacceptable.
No one who approved the density roliback to DR2 could have contemplated new
houses being built 20 feet apart.

The setback betwesn my house and the house next door (established before the
downzoning to DR2) is 30 feet, according to my measurements, and it is much too
narrow and in itself not compatible with the rest of the neighborhood. Two additional
houses, with a setback of 20 feet between them would change the court into a new
pocket of high-density housing in a DR2 zone. This is not the intent.of the zoning.



| The other variances from other setback provisions would only exacerbate the
problem.

| don't think, however, that one (not two) additional houses would be a major
‘problem on Dutton Court. This could probably be done without any variances.

With some regret, I must ask you to reject the requegt for
" zoning variancesg for 1 Dutton Court. I am unable to attend the
March 17 hearing.

I was the president of the neighborhood association covering
this address in the 1980s, when we successfully petitioned the
county to down-zone the area to DR 2. The Greater Catonsville
Junction Community Association had overwhelming support for the
change on grounds that we needed to maintain the overall
character of the neighborhood, in view of the traffic and
flooding problems that currently exist. More than a dozen people
attended the county hearings to support our request.

I have visited with the petitioner, and have sympathy for his
desire to build an additional housge for his family to reside in.
However, his request for two additional lots, and for wvariances
from required setbacks, are excessive. The houses would be too
close together, and one of the proposed lots would be too small.

Granting these variances would .set a precedent for others
throughout the neighborhood to try to carve up their property
into undersized lots. There are geveral multi-acre parcels in
the neighborhood -- I own one of them -- and our quality of life
and housing values would decline if everyone chopped them up to
the maximum extent and beyond. The restrictions under DR 2 are
appropriate and should be enforced.

Variance (lot 1) to permit a side yard set back of 9 feet in lieu of the required 15 feet, a
front setback of 27 feet in lieu of the required 40 feet, a rear yard setback of 32 feet in
lieu of the required 40 feet and a lot area of 11,000 sq. feet in lieu of the required 20,000
sq. feet.

Zoning Variance sign two for 1 Dutton Court reads;

Variance (lot 2) to permit a side yard setback of 10 feet in lieu of the required 15 feet,
also a sum of side yards of 20 feet in lieu of the required 40 feet, a lot width of 60 feet in
lieu of the required 100 feet, an area of 7,000 sq. feet in lieu of the required 20,000 sq.
feet, and to approve an undersized lot variance (lot 3) to allow a minimum side yard of 10
feet in lieu of the required 15 feet.
