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FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCILUSIONS OF LAW

This matter comes before this Deputy Zoning Commissioner as a Petition for Variance
filed by the legal owners of the subject propetty, Anna M. and Herbert E. Smith. The Petitioners
are requesting variance relief for property located at 3724 Chestnut Road in the Bowleys
Quarters arca of Baltimore County. Variance relief is requested from Sections 1A04.3.B.2 and
304.2 of the Baltimore County Zoning Regulations (B.C.Z.R.), to permit side yard setbacks of 25
ft. and 35 ft. in lieu of the required 50 ft., respectively; to permit a lot area of 28,800 sq. ft. in lieu
of the required one acre, and to approve an undersized lot per Section 304.

The property was posted with Notice pf Hearing on February 16, 2004, for 15 days prior
to the hearing, in order to notify all interested ;:itizens of the requested zoning relief. In addition,
a Notice of Zoning hearing was published in “The Jeffersonian™ newspaper on February 17,
2004 to notify any interested petrsons of the scheduled hearing date

Applicable Law
Section 307 of the B.C.Z.R. - Variances.

l “The Zoning Commissioner of Baltimore County and the County Board of Appeals, upon
| appeal, shall have and they are hereby given the power to grant variances from height and area
¢ regulations, from off-street parking regulations, and from sign regulations only in cases where
special circumstances or conditions exist that are peculiar to the land or structure which is the
. subject of the vatiance request and where strict compliance with the Zoning Regulations for
Baltimore County would result in practical difficulty or unreasonable hardship. No increase in
residential density beyond that otherwise allowable by the Zoning Regulations shall be permitted
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as a result of any such grant of a variance from height or area regulations. Furthermore, any such
variance shall be granted only if in strict harmony with the spirit and intent of said height, area,
off-street parking or sign regulations, and only in such manner as to grant relief without injury to
the public health, safety and general welfare. They shall have no power to grant any other
variances. Before granting any variance, the Zoning Commissioner shall require public notice to
be given and shall hold a public hearing upon any application for a variance in the same manner
as in the case of a petition for reclassification. Any order by the Zoning Commissioner or the
County Board of Appeals granting a variance shall contain a finding of fact setting forth and
specifying the reason or reasons for making such variance.”
Zoning Adviso ommittee Comments

The Zoning Advisory Committee (ZAC) comments are made part of the record of this case
and contain the following highlights: A ZAC comment was received from the Department of
Environmental Protection & Resource Management (DEPRM) dated February 3, 2004 stating
that the Petitioners must comply with the Chesapeake Bay Critical Area Regulations, a copy of
which is attached hereto and made a part hereof. A ZAC comment was also received from the
Bureau of Development Plans Review dated February 10, 2004 setting forth several federal and
county code requirements the Petitioners must comply with for this project
Interested Persons

Appearing at the hearing on behalf of the variance request was Beverly True who

reptesented the Petitioners and Vincent Moskunas from the firm that drafted the plat to

accompany the petition for variance. No Protestants or citizens appeared at the hearing.
People’s Counsel, Peter Max Zimmerman, entered the appearance of his office in this case.
Testimony and Evidence

Testimony and evidence indicated that the property consists of 28,800 sq. fi. and is zoned
RC 5. Mr. Moskunas proffered that the subject property is composed of Lots 96 and 97 of the
Bowleys Quarters Plat No. 2 subdivision, which was recorded in the Land Records of Baltimore

County in 1921. The propetty is improved only by a small outbuilding, which will be relocated.




Public water and sewer are available in Chesthut Road. No land is available on either side of the
propetty, which could eliminate the need for these variances or to allow the lots together to meet

the lot size required.
The Petitioners would like to build a new home on the property, which would straddle the

lot line between Lots 96 and 97. Mr. Moskunas indicated that DEPRM and Plans Review

comments would be satisfied with the proposed structure. This will be a one-story home on
pilings to allow for flooding. Only storage and a garage will be permitted on the ground floor.
See Petitioner’s Exhibit No. 7.

However, even with two lots together the property is only 100 ft. wide. See Petitioners’
Exhibit No. 1. Consequently, the Petitioner cannot possibly meet the 50 ft. setback to side lot
lines. Consequently, for a reasonable size home, the proposed home will be only 35 ft. from one
side yard boundary and 25 ft. from the other. Mr. Moskunas opined that the proposed 40 ft. x 51

ft. home was the minimum that would serve the family needs of the Petitioner and that granting

the requested variances would not be detrimental to the neighborhood.

Findings of fact and conclusions of law

[ find special circumstances or conditions exist that are peculiar to the land or structure

which is the subject of the variance request. The lots, which are of record from this 1921

subdivision, cannot meet the RC 5 regulations, which were imposed many years later. 1 further
find that strict compliance with the Zoning Regulations for Baltimore County would result in

practical difficulty or unreasonable hardship. One could never build a home there. No increase
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in residential density beyond that otherwise allowable by the Zoning was requested.

Furthermore, 1 find that the variance requested can be granted in strict harmony with the spirit
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and intent of said regulations, and in such mﬁnner as to grant relief without injury to the public
health, safety and general welfare.

Pursuant to the advertisement, posting of the property, and public hearing on this Petition
held, and after considering the testimony and evidence offered by the Petitioners, I find that the

Petitioners’ variance request should be granted.

THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED, this 4~ day of March, 2004, by this Deputy Zoning
Commissioner, that the Petitioners’ request for variance from Sections 1A04.3.B.2 and 304.2 of
the Baltimore County Zoning Regulations (B.C.Z.R.), to permit side yard seibacks of 25 ft. and
35 ft. in lieu of the required 50 ft., respectively; to permit a lot area of 28,800 sq. ft. in lieu of the
required one acre, and to approve an undersized lot per Section 304, be and is hereby
GRANTED, subject, however, to the following restrictions which are conditions precedent to the
relief granted herein:

1. The Petitioners may apply for their building permit' and be granted same upon receipt of
this Order; however, Petitioners are hereby made aware that proceeding at this time 1s at
their own risk until such time as the 30 day appellate process from this Order has expired.

If, for whatever reason, this Order is reversed, the Petitioners would be required to return,
and be responsible for returning, said property to its original condition;

2. Compliance with the ZAC comments made by DEPRM dated February 3, 2004, a copy
of which is attached hereto and made a part hereof.

3. Compliance with the ZAC comments made by the Buteau of Development Plans Review
dated February 10, 2004, a copy of which is attached hereto and made a part hereof.

4. When applying for a building permit, the site plan filed must reference this case and set
forth and address the restrictions of this Order.

The developer 1s
advised that the proper sections of the Baltimore County Building Code must be followed
whereby elevation limitations are placed on the lowest {loor (including basements) of residential
(commercial) development.

The building engineer shall require a permit for this project.
