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FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

This matter comes before the Zoning Commissioner for consideration of a Petition for
Administrative Variance filed by the owners of the subject property, Allan D. Wolfe and his wife,
Deborah L. Wolfe. The Petitioners seek relief from Section 1B02.3.C.1 of the Baltimore County
Zoning Regulations (B.C.Z.R.) to permit a side yard setback of 1 foot in lieu of the required 10 feet
for a proposed two-story garage addition. The subject property and requested reltef are more
particularly described on the site plan submitted with the Petition filed and marked into evidence
as Petitioner’s Exhibit 1.

The Petition was filed through the administrative variance process, pursuant to Section
26-127 of the Baltimore County Code, which allows an individual to seek variance relief for an
owner-occupied residential property without the need for a public hearing. Under the Code, any
property owner residing within 1,000 feet of the property in question who objects to the relief
requested has 15 days from the date of the sigh posting to demand a public hearing for a
determination as to the merits of the request. Additionally, the Zoning Commissioner/Deputy

Zoning Commissioner can schedule the matter for a public hearing if deemed appropriate. In this

; regard, although there was no neighborhood opposition, adverse Zoning Advisory Committee

L (ZAC) comments were received from the Office of Planning relative to the proposed location of

the garage. Moreover, the undersigned Zoning Commissioner had concerns regarding the overall

size of the structure. Thus, the matter was scheduled for a public hearing before the undersigned

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Appearing at the public hearing in support of the request were Allan Wolfe, property

owner, and Bruce E. Doak, the surveyor who prepared the site plan for this property. There were
no Protestants or other interested persons present.

Testimony and evidence offered revealed that the subject property is an irregular
shaped parcel with frontage on Highpoint Road, near Perring Parkway and Taylor Avenue in
Parkville. The property is comprised of Lots 302, 303 and part of 304 of the subdivision known as
Parkville Heights, which was recorded in the Land Records of Baltimore County many years ago.
Thus, many of the lots in this community are undersized by current standards. Collectively, the
subject property is approximately 50 feet wide and 130 fect deep, and contains a gross area of
0.152 acres, more or less, zoned D.R.5.3. The Petitioners have owned and resided on the property
for the past 19 years. The property is improved with a two-story brick duplex dwelling, which
features an attached wood deck to the rear and shares a common wall with the adjacent dwelling
known as 8010 Highpoint Road. Also existing on the property is a stone walkway and concrete
driveway leading into the site from Highpoint Road, and a freestanding shed in the rear yard. The
Petitioners propose the construction of a two-story garage addition, 21° x 32’ in dimension, on the
cast side of the existing dwelling. The proposed addition will encompass nearly the entire side
vard and will maintain a 1-foot setback from the dwelling known as 8006 Highpoint Road. The
Petitioners indicated that the size of the garage was necessary to provide needed storage space for
household items and wide enough to accommodate two vehicles. It was also indicated that the
addition was designed to be architecturally compatible with the existing dwelling and that there
would be no windows on the side. Letters of support were recetved from neighbors on both sides
of the property. In addition, photographs of the subject property and others in the neighborhood
were also submitted at the hearing which show that the proposal is consistent with the area.

As noted above, I had concerns relative to the size of the structure. One concern was
over the Petitioners’ ability to move lawn mowers and other equipment from the front yard to the

rear yard if the garage were built. In response, Mr. Wolfe indicated that in addition to the garage



door in the front, there would be 6-foot wide, double doors in the rear of the structure to allow
access for moving sizable items from the front to the rear yard, if necessary.

It is also to be noted that prior to the hearing, the Petitioners submitted building
elevation drawings of the proposed structure to the Office of Planning and a revised site plan
showing the new location of the garage for their review and comment. In this regard, an amended
ZAC comment was received from that agency indicating that they are no longer opposed to the
Petitioners’ plans, provided that the addition is constructed in the location shown on the revised
site plan and in accordance with the building elevation drawings submitted. The revised site plan
has been marked as Petitionet’s Exhibit 1A,

Based upon all of the testimony and evidence presented, I find that the relief requested
meets the spirit and intent of Section 307.1 of the B.C.Z.R. and will not result in any detriment to
the health, safety and general welfare of the surrounding locale. There were no advetse comments
submitted by any County reviewing agency and apparently none of the neighbors are opposed. For
all of these reasons, I am persuaded to grant the variance.

Pursuant to the posting of the property and the provisions of both the Baltimore
County Code and the B.C.Z.R. having been met, and for the reasons set forth above, the relief
requested should be granted.

THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED by the Zoning Commissioner for Baltimore County
this _92/ f%ay of May 2004 that the Petition for Administrative Variance seeking relief from

Section 1B02.3.C.1 of the Baltimore County Zoning Regulations (B.C.Z.R.) to permit a side yard
setback of 0 feet in lieu of the required 10 feet for a proposed (attached) garage, in accordance with

Petitioner's Exhibit 1A, be and is hereby GRANTED, subject to the following restriction:

1) The Petitioners may apply for their building permit and be granted same
upon receipt of this Order; however, Petitioners are hereby made aware
that proceeding at this time is at their own risk until the 30-day appeal
period from the date of this Order has expired. If an appeal is filed and
this Order is reversed, the relief granted herein shall be rescinded.
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2) The proposed garage addition shall be constructed substantially in
accordance with the building elevation drawings reviewed and approved
by the Office of Planning. There shall be no windows on the side of the
structure and it shall not block the view of the properly to the east.

3) When applying for any permits, the site plan filed must reference this case
and set forth and address the restrictions of this Order.
