FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

This matter comes before the Zoning Commissioner for consideration of a Petition for
Special Hearing filed by the owners of the siilbject property, Clifford A. Robinson and his wife,
Gina Marie Robinson. Petitioners request a Es.pn=:c:ir:11 hearing to approve a reconfiguration of two
existing parcels that were created before November 25, 1979. The subject property and requested
relief are more particularly described on the four-paged site plan submitted which was accepted
into evidence and marked as Petitioner’s Exhibits 1A, 1B, 2 and 3.

Appearing at the requisite public h!earing in support of the request were Cliff Robinson,
propetty owner, and Dwight Little, the Professional Engineer who prepared the site plan for this
property. There were no Protestants or other interested persons present.

Testimony and evidence offered revealed that the subject property is a large tract of
land located on the west side of Railroad Avenue and the northwest side of Oakland Road and
Ridge Road in the Freeland area of northern 5 Baltimore County. In fact, both Oakland Road and
Ridge Road bisect the property. Testimoﬁy indicated that the property is comptised of two

contiguous parcels containing a gross area of 83.297 acres, more or less, zoned R.C.2. The two

' parcels were created and in existence prior to November 25, 1979. This date is significant in that 1t

is the date that the R.C.2 zoning regulations were adopted in Baltimore County. Presently, one

parcel contains 52.082 acres and is generally the northwest pottion of the side, while the second



The Petitioners have owned and resided on the property for several years. The

Petitioners are desirous of reconfiguring the two parcels and essentially adjusting the lot line
locations to reflect site conditions and the actual use of the property. It was indicated that each
parcel would contain one right of subdivision so that two lots could be created on each parcel. As
proposed, new Parcel One will be that portion of the site located on the northeast side of Ridge
Road and Parcel Two will be located on thé southwest side of Ridge Road. In this regard, Ridge
Road serves as a natural line of demarcation between the two parcels to be created. Parcel One will
contain 76.461 acres and the Petitioners’ dwelling and several outbuildings. Parcel Two will

contain 4.836 acres in area and it is anticipated that this smaller parcel will ultimately be

subdivided into two single-family dwelling lots. Although Parcel One could be subdivided to

create a second dwelling lot, the Petitioners do not propose any subdivision at this time. In this
regard, they anticipate retaining the 78.461-acre parcel as one large tract to be used for agricultural

purposes. Indeed, they have submitted an application for a land preservation easement under the

Maryland Land Preservation Program.
Testimony was also received from Wallace Lippincott, a representative from the

Department of Environmental Protection and Resource Management. Mr, Lippincott appeared in
support of the proposal and submitted a favorable Zoning Advisory Committee comment from
DEPRM, dated April 29, 2004. He indicated 'that the presetvation of one large contiguous tract for
agricultural purposes is consistent with the R.C.2 zoning regulations and that the potential

development of the smaller parcel on the southwest side of Ridge Road would have minimal

impact on this property and the agricultural use thereon.
Based upon the testimony and evidence offered, I find that the proposed reconfiguration

Code Reference: While the Zoning Code does not refer to nondensity transfer the
Zoning Office policy manual in Section 1A01.3.B.1 refers to “Subdivision Existing
Lots.” In section d. it states, “If the intent is to reconfigure the existing lots, the main
purpose tnust be for the protection and preservation of farm land and not to create “more
uniform” lots for homesites. |

Site Review: Property is located in a Master Plan designated Agricultural Preservation
Area. Property 1s in the vicinity and adjacent to active agricultural operations. Parce] 2
was the farmstead for the two parcels and was improved with a barn and a house. The
house has been recently renovated. Parcel 2 has a significant amount of prime and
productive sotls - the “best” land from a soils standpoint is the acreage identified for
transter to Parcel 1. Additionally, Parcel 1 contains a small area on west side of Ridge
Road that should be considered for locating|the second density unit from Parce] 1 —
transter of this acreage would eliminate this possibility.

Parcel 1 1s a separate Lot of Record with two density units and has no road frontage. It
has agricultural uses essentially on three sides with residential uses on the west side. It
has two density units and no structutes. It is,almost entirely prime and productive soils.

Recommendation: The proposed nondensity transfer does not advance the protection
and preservation of farm land and appears to be for residential purposes and given the
explicit reference in the Policy Manual should be denied. Furthermore, the landowner
should be advised of the Circuit Court and Court of Special Appeals Cases for Steven H.
Gudeman et ux. All Parties v. People’s Counsel for Baltimote County.

Justification for Recommendation: The RC 2 (Agricultural) Zone (BCZR 1A01.1)
declares its purpose is to protect productive agricultural soils, foster the agricultural
economy, and prevent continued conversion that will undermine the basic industry. In
addition, Baltimore County has invested nearly $100 million dollars in State, Federal,
County, and private funds to protect over 40,000 acres. The County’s goal is to protect
80,000 acres in order to ensure the long term viability of agriculture in the County.

The purpose of the RC 2 zone is to foster conditions favorable to the agricultural industry
and to prevent incompatible forms of development. To accomplish that the zone provides
tor a lot density of one dwelling per 50 acres. The County further reinforces this
protection through the adoption of the Development Regulation 26-277¢ for the
Protection of Prime and Productive Soils. This regulation charges DEPRM with
instituting policies to guide subdivision. The policies state that lots created in the RC 2
should avoid placement on prime and productive soils and be either greater than 50 acres

or less than 60,000 square feet.

The recommendation to oppose the request is because no justification that supports the
purpose 1s for agriculture has been submitted. While conversations have been held with
the landowner and recommendations discussed, no conclusions were reached. Therefore,
the purpose does not meet the requirement provided for in the Zoning policies. While the
request would create a larger Parcel 1 it would significantly reduce the agricultural
capability of the “home farm” by removing approximately 20 acres of the best farmland
from the property. The fact that the property is split by the road has no bearing on the
usefulness of this acreage (RC 2 zone was amended in 1990 to specifically eliminate the
consideration of additional subdivision or density for properties split by roads, etc.) The
addition of more acreage to Parcel 1 without additional information could lead to the
subdivision of the overall property into four 20 acre lots that would be inconsistent with
the RC 2 zone, Baltimore County Master Plan and the land preservation efforts of the

County.

In summary, the recommendation is to deny the petition because there is no evidence that
it 1s for agricultural purposes, rather it appears to be for residential purposes and the
requested accumulation would result in a transfer of density from Parcel 1 to Parcel 2.

Since submitting the comments dated March 25, 2004 for the Special Hearing, I have met
with the petitioner and the petitionet’s engineer to discuss their plans for the property.
They are proposing to cluster two of the four available density units from the two parcels
on small lots in an area that will have minimal impact on the farm. They are also
proposing to combine the remaining acreage of the two parcels into one large farm lot
that will retain two density units. The landowner has also submitted an application for a
land preservation easement in order to preserve the remaining acreage as one farm unit.

The Department recommends approval with the following conditions:
That two of density units be clustered on the north side of Oakland Road.

That the remaining acreage from Parcel 1 and Parcel 2 and the remaining two density
units be retained in single ownership.

That in the event the landowner does not place the farm in a land preservation program
and proposes to subdivide the property, the landowner will comply with the DEPRM’s
prime and productive soil policies which among other things limits the lot size of the
newly created lot to 60,000 square feet .
