FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

This matter comes before this Ii;)eputy Zoning Commissioner on a Petition for Special
Hearing for the property located at 12211, 12221, 12223 Gartison Forest Road in “Section Two,
Worthington Park” subdivision of Baltimore County, Lawrence M. Macks, the Petitioner and
legal owner of the property filed the Petition. Special Hearing relief is requested pursuvant to
Section 500.7 of the Baltimore Counity Zoning Regulations (B.C.Z.R.), to amend the 5%
Amended Partial Final Development Plaﬁ to reconfigure Lot Nos. 26, 27 and 28 and add Lot No.
11. |

The property was posted with Notice of Héaring on Séptember 13, 2004, for 15 days
prior to the heating, in order to notify all interested citizens of the requested zoning relief. In
addition, a Notice of Zoning heating was published i “The Jeffersonian” newspaper on

September 7, 2004, 1o notify any interested persons of the scheduled hearing date.

Applicable Law
Section 500.7 of the B.C.Z.R. Special Hearings

The Zoning Commissioner shall have the power to conduct such other hearings and pass
such orders thereon as shall in his discretion be necessary for the proper enforcement of all
zoning regulations, subject to the right of appeal to the County Board of Appeals. The power
aiven hereunder shall include the right of any inlerested persons to petition the Zoning
Commissionet for a public hearing after advertisement and notice to determine the existence of

y non conforming use on any premises ot to determine any rights whatsoever of such person in
1y property in Baltimore County insofar as they may be affected by these regulations.




Zoning Advisory Committee Comments

The Zoning Advisory Committee Comments are made part of the record of this case and
contain the following highlights: ZAC commenits were submitted by the Office of Planning dated
September 13, 2004, a copy of which i§ attached hereto and made a patt hereto.

Interested Persons

Appearing at the hearing on behalf of the requested special hearing and variance relief
were Will Duvall, Scott Rouk and Jonathan Myers for the Petitioner. Robert A. Hoffman,
Esquire represented the Petitioner. No Protestants or citizens attended the hearing. People’s
Counsel, Peter Max Zimmerman, entered the appearance of his office in this case.

Testimony and Evidence

The Petitionet is requesting to reconfigure Lot Nos. 26, 27 and 28 and add Lot No. 11 to a
previously approved CRG plan known as “Section Two, Worthington Park”.  See Petitioner’s
Exhibit No. 1. Mr. Hoffman proffered that this plan shows lots 26, 27 and 28, which are vacant.
Adjacent to these lots are several lots owned by Lawrence Macks who voluntarily restricted
development on same by donating the. development rights of two lots to the Land Preservation
Trust. Consequently, Mr. Hoffman noted that if the Special Hearing relief is granted, one new
jot would be created. The net number of lots will then be one less than previously approved.
The Petitioner presented a letter of support from Kenneth Katz who owns the adjacent property
to the revised plan as Exhibit No. §.

]
Petitioner’s Exhibit No. 2 shows the proposed reconfigured lots and new lot. Exhibit No.

3 is the same plan with existing vegetation shown. Each lot is located along Garrison Forest

| Road, which road is a designated scenic route on the County’s Master Plan. Consequently, the



Order. The first was to define the limit of disturbance to avoid removing existing vegetation
along Garrison Forest Road. Mr. Hoffman proffered that the Petitioner met with the Office of
Planning who reviewed and approved the plan as indicated*by the signature qf the Section
Planner, Ms. Lanham, on the redline pla;ni

However, the Office of Planniné also requested elevations be submitted for approval by
Planning for the new home on lot 26. ‘The Petitioner was reluctant to agree to this provision as
they did not know which architects would design the new homes. However, Mr. Hoffman
prolfered that submitting elevations wa? not necessary because the foliage along Garrison Forest
Road was so dense that travelers on the road would not be able to see the homes. In support of
this contention the Petitioner submitted photographs of the road frontage. See Petitioner’s
Exhibit No. 4. In addition, the Petitioner’s engineer pointed out that the road is 20 + {t. above
the area where the new homes would be built, which will further reduce any possibility that the
new homes would be seen. He further noted that the new homes are limited to height of 35 fi.
Consequently, he believed that given the existing foliage, the side of the new home would never
be seen by travelers on the road. I

A general discussion then ensued as to how to guarantee that the foliage along Garrison
Forest Road would remain in its present condition and configuration in the future. In the end
the Petitioner agreed to a condiﬁon of approval that the foliage would remain intact along the
border of lot 26 with Garrison Forest Road for a width of 40 ft. from the right-of-way. Mr.
Hoffman noted that the Comprehensive Manual of Development Policies, Division VI, Section

A, Scenic View, recommends the buffer area between the road and new development have a

minimum of 30 ft. wide and that the agreement exceeds this width.

C{)nsequenﬂ};; I find the revised plan will not adversely affect the
health, safety or welfare of the community and will be within the spirit and intent of the
regulations. Therefore, I will approve the Special Hearing request with the condition that a 40
ft. wide buffer be maintained on lot 26 alfmng the right-of-way of Garrison Forest Road.

Pursuant 1o the advertisement, posting of the property, and public hearing on this petition

held, and after considering the testimony and evidence offered by the Petitioner, I find that the

Petitioner’s vatiance request should be granted.

THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED, by the Deputy Zoning Commissioner for Baltimore

this Order; however, Petitioner is hereby made aware that proceeding at this time is at
his own risk until such time as the 30 day appellate process from this Order has expired.
If, for whatever reason, this Order is reversed, the Petitioner would be required to
return,-and be responsible for returning, said property to its original condition;

2. That the Petitioner shall dedicate to the County a forest buffer easement 40 ft. wide on
lot 26, along the right-of-way of Garrison Forest Road, which shall be maintained with
foliage as presently configured or its equivalent; |




3. When applying for a building permit, the site plan filed must reference this case and set
forth and address the restrictions of this Order.

SUMMARY OF RECOMMENDATIONS:

The property was the subject of a Development Review Committee request for CRG plan refinement,
032204K, approved on April 9, 2004. The special hearing is needed to amend the final development plan
for Worthington Park Section 2 in order to reconfigure 3 lots into four lots. It appears that this request is
not subject to Bill 55-04, revised RC5, since the DRC plan was acted upon prior to June 7, 2004.

The Office of Planning reviewed the petitioner's request and has determined that the following must be

submitted to this office for review and approval since Garrison Forest Road is designated as a scenic route
in Master Plan 2010, and the subject site is wooded with an enclosed view:

1. The side of the proposed house on Lot 26 that is oriented towards the scenic route must be fully
articulated. As such, the petitioner must submit architectural elevation drawings to this office for
review and approval prior to the application of any building permits.

2. Show the limit of disturbance area for each lot.

I am in receipt of your Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law, dated October 4,
2004, for the above-captioned property and request clarification of the Order. In the
Ordet, you imposed a condition (Condition No. 2) that relates to an existing vegetated
area located on Lot 26. Condition No. 2 of the Order reads as follows:

[1]hat the Petitioner shall dedicate to the County a forest buffer easement 40 {t.
wide on lot 26, along the right-of-way of Garrison Forest Road, which shall be
maintained with foliage as presently configured or its equivalent,

See Order, Page 4. We understand you want to ensure that all future owners of Lot 26 are
provided adequate notice that the forested area on that lot must remain an undisturbed
vegetalive buffer,

We are in agreement and believe the addition of a note on the final development
plan and record plat that reads “vegetative buffer not to be disturbed” and insertion of a
restriction in the deed for the lot will suffice to assure notice to future owners and ensure
preservation of the forested area. The deed restriction would read as follows:

a forty (40) foot wide vegetative buffer shall be mainiained by the future lot
ownet/s in an undisturbed condition, as shown on the 6" Amended Partial

Development Plan, Section II,
