FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

This matter comes before the Zoning Commissioner for consideration of a Petition for
Administrative Variance filed by the owner of the subject property, James Redd. The Petitioner
seeks relief from Sections 1B02.3.B (504) of the 1970 Baltimore County Zoning Regulations
(B.C.ZR.) and Section V.B.6.a of the Comprehensive Manual of Development Policies
(CM.D.P.) to permit a rear window setback from a public street right of way of 15 feet n lieu of
the required 25 feet for a proposed addition, and an amendment to the Final Development Plan for
“Grey Rock, Phase IV, Lot 2, only, accordingly. The subject property and Ij_equ_e_sted relief are
more particularly described on the site plan submitted with the Petition filed and marked mto
evidence as Petitioner’s Exhibit 1.

The Petition was filed through the administrative variance process, pursuant to Section
39-3-303 of the Baltimore County Code. That Section allows an individual to seek variance relief
for an owner-occupied residential property without the need for a public hearing. Under the Code,
the property in question is posted for a period of 15 days during which time any property owner
residing within 1,000 feet of the property may demand a public hearing for a determination as to
the merits of the request. Additionally, the Zoning Commissioner/Deputy Zoning Commissioner

can schedule the matter for a public hearing if deemed appropriate.

In this case, the Petitioners have filed the supporting affidavits as required by Section
32-3-303 (2)(2)(i) of the Baltimore County Code. The subject property having been posted and
there being no requests for a public hearing, a decision shall be rendered based upon the

documentation contained within the case file.




Based upon all of the evidence contained therein, I am persuaded that strict

compliance with the regulations would result in a practical difficulty and unreasonable hardship to

the Petitioners. Variance relief is necessitated given the unique configuration of this lot and the
layout and location of the existing dwelling thereon. As shown on the site plan, the existing
dwelling is located 5 feet from the rear property line. Thus, any addition to the rear of the home
would necessitate varitance relief. Moreover, there were no adverse comments submitted by any
County reviewing agency and none of the neighbors voiced any objection. Thus, 1t appears that
relief can be granted and that there will be no detrimental impact to adjacent properties or the
surrounding locale.
Pursuant to the posting of the property and the provisions of both the Baltimore
County Code and the B.C.Z.R. having been met, and for the reasons set forth above, the relief
requested should be granted.
dPH’EREFORE; IT IS ORDERED by the Zoning Commuissioner for Baltimore County
