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FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

This matter came before this Deputy Zoning Commissioner as a Petition for Administrative
Varnance filed by the legal owners of the subject property, Jonathan D. and Kimberly Skarda.
A letter of protest was filed by nearby property owners afier posting of the property.

Consequently, a public hearing was scheduled.

The vanance request is for property located at 302 Greyhound Road in the Rockaway Beach

area of Baltimore County. The variance request is from Section 1B02.3.C.1 of the Baltimore

County Zonming Regulations (B.C.Z.R), to permit a replacement dwelling with a height of 54 ft.

and an accessory structure (pool) in the front vard in lieu of the maximum allowed 50 fi. and
required rear yard respectively. The subject property and requested relief are more particularly

described on Petitioners’ Exhibit No. 1.

The property was posted with a notice of the public hearing date and time on October 21,

2005 and notice given to the general public by publication in the Jeffersonian Newspaper on

. l October 25, 2005.

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Protestants or interested citizens at the hearing. Peter Max Zimmerman, Peoples Counsel,

entered his appearance in this case.

Zoning Advisory Committee

The Zoning Advisory Committee (ZAC) comments are made part of the record of this case
and contain the following highlights: ZAC commenis were received by the Office of Planning
dated August 12, 2003, the Department of Environmental Protection and Resource Development

(DEPRM) dated September 15, 2005, and by the Bureau of Development Plans Review dated

August 10, 2005, copies of which are attached hereto and made a part hereof.

Applicable Law

Section 307 of the B.C.Z.R. — Variances.

“The Zoning Commissioner of Baltimore County and the County Board of Appeals, upon
appeal, shall have and they are hereby given the power to grant variances from height and area
regulations, from off-street parking regulations, and from sign regulations only in cases where
special circumstances or conditions exist that are peculiar to the land or structure which is the
subject of the variance request and where strict compliance with the Zoning Regulations for
Baltimore County would result in practical difficulty or unreasonable hardship. No increase in
residential density beyond that otherwise allowable by the Zoning Regulations shall be permitted
as a result of any such grant of a variance from height or area regulations. Furthermore, any such
variance shall be granted only if in strict harmony with the spirit and intent of said height, area,
off-street parking or sign regulations, and only in such manner as to grant relief without injury to
the public health, safety and general welifare. They shall have no power to grant any other
variances. Before granting any variance, the Zoning Commissioner shall require public notice to
be given and shall hold a public hearing upon any application for a variance m the same manner
as in the case of a petition for reclassification. Any order by the Zoning Commissioner or the
County Board of Appeals granting a variance shall contain a finding of fact setting forth and

specifying the reason or reasons for making such variance.”

Testimony and Evidence

Ms. Moskunas indicated that the Petitioners live in the existing home on this waterfront
property and would like to replace the home with a new larger home and swimming pool with
deck as shown on Petitioner’s Exhibit 1. The new home meets all County setback regulations

but has a cupola on the roof as an architectural feature, which the Petitioners believe 1s highly
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desirable. As this is waterfront property, the new home must be elevated 10.4 feet above mean

high tide. As a result, the first floor is used only for storage while all living space is confined to
the second and third floors. While the roof of the new home is below the 50-foot maximum
specified in the regulations, the roof of the cupola will be 54 feet. See Petitioner’s Exhibit 4 for

a similar home with a cupola and Exhibit 5 for the architectural rendering of the proposed home.

The Petitioner agreed to comply with the recommendations from the Office of Planning.

When asked about the impact on adjacent neighbors of water view properties behind the new
home, the Petitioner noted that his property is at the end of Greyhound Road at the intersection
of Middle River and Greyhound Creek as shown on Exhibit 1. The existing dwelling next door
at 304 Greyhound Road looks out at the Creek and not at Middle River. Similarly, the house at
300 Greyhound Road looks out at Middle River and not at the Creek. Consequently, when he
went to explain his ideas for the new house neither neighbor had any objection.

In regard to the location of the pool, Ms. Moskunas indicated that the front of the Petrtioner’s
home is the waterfront. They would like to locate the pool on the water side of the house. If
they moved the pool to the rear (road) side of the property, it would push the house into the area
forbidden by the Chesapeake Bay Critical Area (CBCA) regulations. In contrast, the pool does
not violate these regulations.

In regard to the letter received objecting to the pool, the letter indicated that the writers had

had a pool turned down by DEPRM in a similar location in 1997. The Petitioner observed that

this home was some distance away. Apparently, DEPRM views this portion of the waterfront
differently from the subject lot. The Petitioner has checked with DEPRM and he believes he

can locate the pool as shown as it is not located within DEPRM’s 25-foot waterfront setback

requirement. The matter is still pending in DEPRM.
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Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law

I find that the property 1s unique in a zoning sense. The property is a peninsula bounded
by Greyhound Creek and Middle River. Consequently, height limitations impact this property
differently than others not on the waterfront as the first floor of any new home must be elevated
above the flood level. Again, the location of the pool 1s driven by waterfront regulations of the
CBCA. 1 find that strict enforcement of the zoning reguiations would result in practical
difficulty for the owner in building a new home to replace the existing home. There will be no

increase in residential density.  Finally, I find there will be no adverse impact on the

neighborhood as the closest neighbor looks in a different direction at the water.
Pursuant to the posting of the property and the provisions of both the Baltimore County
Code and the Baltimore County Zoning Regulations, and for the reasons given above, the

requested vanance shouid be granted.

THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED, by the Deputy Zoning Commissioner for Baltimore
County, this z,ﬁ_day of November, 2005, that a variance from Section 1B02.3.C.1 of the

Baltimore County Zoning Regulations (B.C.Z.R), to permit a replacement dwelling with a height

of 54 ft. and an accessory structure (pool) in the front yard in lieu of the maximum allowed 50 ft.
and required rear yard respectively, be and is hereby GRANTED, subject, however, to the

following restrictions which is a condition precedent to the relief granted herein:

1. The Petitioners may apply for their building permit and be granted same upon receipt of
this Order; however, Petitioners are hereby made aware that proceeding at this time is
at their own risk until such fime as the 30 day appellate process from this Order has
expired. If, for whatever reason, this Order is reversed, the Petitioners would be
required to return, and be responsible for returning, said property to 1ts original
condition,

2. The Petitioner’s shall comply with the ZAC comments from the Office of Planning
dated August 12, 2005,
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3. Compliance with Chesapeake Bay Critical Areas regulations and Federal Flood
Insurance requirements, pursuant to ZAC comments submitted by DEPRM dated
September 15, 2005, and the Bureau of Development Plans Review dated August 10,
2005, and all other appropriate environmental, floodplain and B.O.C.A. regulations
relative to the protection of water quality, streams, wetlands and floodplains.

Any appeal of this decision must be made within thirty (30) days of the date of this

Order.
