FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCLUSIONS OF LAW
This matter comes before the Zoning Cﬂmmis:si{}ner for consideration of a Petilion for
Administrative Variance filed by the owner of the subject properly, Sally Shake Anthony. The
Petitioner secks relief {rom Section 1B02.3.C.1 of the Baltimore County Zoning Regulations
(B.C.Z.R.) to permit a rear yard setback of 43 feet in lieu of the required 50 [eet for a proposed
addition (enclosed basement access). The subject property and requesied reliel are more
particularly described on the site plan submitted with the Petition and marked inlo evidence as
Petitioner’s Exhibit 1.
The Petition was filed through the administrative variance process, pursuant to
Section 32-3-303 of the Baltimore Couniy Code. That Section allows an individual to seek
variance relief for an owner-occupied residential property without the need for a public hearing.
Under the Code, any propertly owner residing within 1,000 feet of the property in question who
objects to the relief requested has 15 days from the date of the sign postling to demand a public
hearing for a determination as to the merits of the request. Additionally, the Zoning
Commissioner/Deputy Zoning Commissioner can schedule the matter for a public hearing if
deemed appropriate.
[n this case, the Petitioners have filed the supporting affidavits as required by
I Section 32-3-303 (a)(2)(i) of the Baltimore County Code. The subject property having been
posted and there being no requests for a public hearing, a decision shall be rendered based upon

the documentation conlained within the case lile.




Based upon the evidence contained therein, 1 am persuaded to grant the requested
relicf. As shown on the site plan, the Petitioners propose the construction of two additions to the
(east) side and rear of the exisling house. Due to the layout and location of the existing home, the
proposed addition will be located within the required setback from the rear property line. Thus,
the requested variance is necessaty. There were no adverse Zoning Advisory Commitiee {(ZAC)
comments submitlied by any County reviewing agency and none of the neighbors voiced any
opposition. Thus, it appears that the relief requested can be granted without detrimental impact 10
adjacent properties or the surrounding locale.

Pursuant to the advertisement, posting of the property and public hearing on this
Petition held, and for the reasons set forth above, the relief requested shall be granted.

THE&EFORE; IT IS ORDERED by the Zoning Commissioner for Baltimore
County this Jﬁ day of October 2005 that the Petition for Administrative Variance seeking relief
from Section 1B02.3.C.1 of the Baltimore Counly Zoning Regulations (B.C.Z.R.) 1o permit a
