FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

This matter comes before this Deputy Zoning Commissioner as a Petition for Variance
filed by Linda C. and Matthew A. Meredith, Legal Owners of the subject property. The variance
requesl is for property located at 715 Quaker Bottom Road in the notthern area of Baltimore
County. The vatiance request is from Section 1A04.3B.2.b of the Baltimore County Zoning
Regulations (B.C.Z.R), to permit a side yard setback of 15 feet in lieu of the required 50 feet.

The property was posted with a notice of the public hearing date and time on April 11, 20006,
and notice given lo the general public by publication in the Jeffersonian Newspaper on April 11,
2006.

Interested Persons

Appearing at the hearing on behalf of the variance request was Maithew A. Meredith,
Petitioner. There were no Protestants or interested citizens at the hearing. Peler Max

Zimmerman, People’s Counsel, entered his appearance in this case.

Zoning Advisory Committee

The Zoning Advisory Committee (ZAC) comments are made part of the record of this case

and contain the following highlights: None.

Applicable Law
Section 307 of the B.C.Z.R. — Variances. |




“The Zoning Commissioner of Baltimore County and the County Board of Appeals, upon
appeal, shall have and they are hereby given the power to grant variances from height and area
regulations, from off-street parking regulations, and from sign regulations only in cases where
special circumstances or conditions exist that are peculiar to the land or structure which is the
subject of the variance request and where strict compliance with the Zoning Regulations for
Baltimore County would result in practical difficulty or unreasonable hardship. No increase in
residential density beyond that otherwise allowable by the Zoning Regulations shall be permitied
as a result of any such grant of a variance from height or area regulations. Furthermore, any such
variance shall be granted only if in strict harmony with the spirit and intent of said height, area,
off-sireel parking or sign regulations, and only in such manner as to grant relief without injury to
the public health, safety and general welfare. They shall have no power to grant any other
variances. Before granting any variance, the Zoning Commissioner shall require public notice {o
be given and shall hold a public hearing upon any application for a variance in the same manner
as in the case of a petition for reclassification. Any order by the Zoning Commissioner or the
County Board of Appeals granting a variance shall contain a finding of fact setting forth and
specifying the reason or reasons for making such variance.”

Testimony and Evidence

The subject propetty is an L-shaped property containing 3.4 acres zoned RC 5. It is presently
wooded, unimproved, and is transected by a stream with steep slopes. The Petitioner would like
to build a home on the properly as shown in red on Exhibit 1. This location is on a ridge
overlooking the stream below with access via a driveway from Quaker Bottom Road. The
Petitioner testified that this is the only location suitable for a home on the properly because of the
rugged terrain.

The Petitioner’s problem arises because if he locates the house 50 feet from the castern
property line as required by the regulations, the house encroaches into the forest buffer area
shown on Exhibit 1. He is proposing a 30 x 64 fool house. This problem is much more clearly
shown on Exhibit 4. The orientation of the house on this exhibit is as would be needed if the
Petitioner would comply with the 50-foot setback regulation. The corner of the house
encroaches on the forest buffer area. Because of this problem, he proposes to rotate the house
90 degrees as shown in red on Exhibit 1, but then requires a variance from the setback

regulations. He presented photographs of the site, which show the severe ridgeline dropping off

{o the stream below in Exhibit 2. He opined that given the constraints of the site, the prcrposjed
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location is the only practical one 1o build his home. He presented elevations of a home which he

would like to build, exhibit 5 and opined that this home would be compatible with the

neighborhood.

Findings of I'act and Conclusions of Law

[ find that special circumsiances or conditions exist that are peculiar to the land or
structure which 1s the subject of the variance request. The property is very deeply cut by a
stream, which generates forest buffer areas. It has steep slopes and is oddly shaped. These
factors combine making the impact of the zoning regulations disproportionate 1o others in the
neighborhood. Consequently, I find the propetty unique in a zoning standpoint,

I also find that where strict compliance with the Zoning Regulations for Baltimore County
would result in practical difficully or unreasonable hardship. There is no other place on this lot
to locate a home. With 3.4 acres there is no density problem in this RC 5 zone.

Finally, I find that this variance can be granted in strict harmony with the spiril and intent
of said regulations, and in such manner as to grani relief without injury to the public health,
safety and general welfare. The proposed home appears to be compatible with this rural
communily.

Pursuant to the posting of the property and the provisions of both the Ballimore County

Code and the Baltimore County Zoning Regulations, and for the reasons given above, the

requested variance should be granted.

THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED, by the Depuly Zoning Commissioner for Baltimore
ounty, this __@__}’iify of May, 2006, that a variance from Section 1A04.3B.2.b of the Baltimm}
County Zoning Regulations (B.C.Z.R), to permil a side yard setback of 15 feet in lieu of the
required 50 feet, be and is hereby GRANTED subject to the following condition:

1. The Petitioners may apply for their building permit and be granted same upon receipt of
ihis Order; however, Petitioners are hereby made aware that proceeding at this tume is at
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their own risk until such time as the 30 day appellate process from this Order has expired.
[f, for whatever reason, this Order is reversed, the Petitioners would be required to return,

and be responsible for returning, said property 1o its original condition.

Any appeal of this decision must be made within thitty (30) days of the date of this Order.
