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AMENDED FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

This matter comes before this Deputy Zoning Commissioner as a request from the Peoples’
Council to include comments from the Office of Planning into the original Order dated May 19,
2006.

Original Case

This matter originally came to the undersigned as Petitions for Special Hearing and Vanance
filed by the legal owner of the subject property, Philip W. Ruby for property located at 318 Bourque
Avenue to allow an existing accessory structure (garage) with a proposed addition, to be larger than
the principal dwelling as limited by definition of accessory structure. In addition, variance reliet
was requested from Section 400.3 of the B.C.Z.R.. to allow an accessory structure with a height of

22.5 feet in lien of the maximum allowed of 15 feet. These requests were granted in this

Commission’s May 19, 2006 Order.

Request for Clarification

Peoples Counsel pointed out that the Planning Office proposed restricting the use of the
‘ \ parage so that it would not be used as a second dwelling or for commcrcial purposes in the Otfice's
1

April 17,2006 ZAC comments. However these comments were not iddressed m the Order.
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19, 2006 Order to add the following restrictions: The petitioner or subsequent owners shall not
convert the subject accessory structure into a dwelling unit or apartment, the structure shall not
contain any sleeping quarters, living area, kitchen or bathroom facilities and the accessory structure

shall not be used for commercial purposes.

THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED, by the Deputy Zoning Commissioner for Baltimore

County, this 8th day of June, 2006, that this Commissions’ May 19, 2006 Order is amended to
include the following additional restrictions:
1.The petitioner or subsequent owners shall not convert the subject accessory structure into a

dwelling umt or apartment. The structure shall not contain any sleeping quarters, living area,
kitchen or bathroom facilities.

2.The accessory structure shall not be used for commercial purposes.

[T IS FURTHER ORDERED that all other terms and conditions of this Commissioner’s
May 19, 2006 Order shali remain in full force and effect.

Any appeal of this decision must be made within thirty (30) days of the date of this Order.

Section 307 of the B.C.Z.R. Variances.

“The Zoning Commissioner of Baltimore County and the County Board of Appeals, upon
appeal, shall have and they are hereby given the power to grant variances from height and area
regulations, from off-street parking regulations, and from sign regulations only in cases where
special circumstances or conditions exist that are peculiar to the land or structure which is the
subject of the variance request and where strict compliance with the Zoning Regulations for
Baltimore County would result in practical difficulty or unreasonable hardship. No increase in
residential density beyond that otherwise allowable by the Zoning Regulations shall be permitted as
a result of any such grant of a variance from height or area regulations. Furthermore, any such
variance shall be granted only if in strict harmony with the spirit and intent of said height, area, off-
street parking or sign regulations, and only in such manner as to grant relief without injury to the
public health, safety and general welfare. They shall have no power to grant any other variances.
Before granting any variance, the Zoning Commissioner shall require public notice to be given and
shall hold a public hearing upon any application for a variance in the same manner as in the case of
a petition for reclassification. Any order by the Zoning Commissioner or the County Board of
Appeals granting a variance shall contain a finding of fact setting forth and specifying the reason or
reasons for making such variance.”

The Zoning Advisory Committee (ZAC) comments are made part of the record of this case
and contain the foliowing highlights: None.
Interested Persons
Appearing at the hearing on behalf of the variance and special hearing requests were Phil
Ruby, Petitioner. Rick Richardson of Richardson Engineering, Inc., who prepared the site plan was
also in attendance. Alfred L. Brennan, Jr., Esquire represented the Petitioners. No Protestants or
interested citizens attended the hearing. People’s Counsel, Peter Max Zimmerman, entered the

appearance of his office in this case.

Tgtimong and Evidence

Testimony and evidence indicated that the property, which is the subject of this variance
réquf:st, contains 0,952 acres of land zoned DR 2 as shown in Petitioner’s Exhibat 1, the Plat to

Accompany. The property is composed of two Jots back to back located on the west side of

I




Bourque Avenue near Bengies Road. The property is improved by an existing two story single

family dwelling and detached garage.
The Petitioner would like to build an addition to the existing garage on the rear lot as shown

by the redline plan. He indicated that he has an extensive collection of antique and rare vehicles

which he wants to store out of the weather. These include two campers, a 1930 Ford, motorcycle,
display car, etc as shown on exhibit 2 A through 2 E. He opined that he is a retired mechanic but
has no intention of doing any commercial repair or service of others’ vehicles. The new garage
would strictly be for his hobby of restoring old and servicing his own personal use vehicles.
Although the proposed garage 1s large he noted that it is not out of character with the neighborhood
as indicated in exhibit 4. The rear of the second lot where the new garage addition would be
located is heavily wooded as shown by exhibit 3. His family owns the home next door. None of his
neighbors object.

In regard to the height variance, he noted that one of the campers has a radio antenna which
is nearly 16 feet high. In addition he will likely have to raise vehicles to service them. These
parameters established the height of the garage doors. While there will be no attic or second floor
in the addition, standard roof trusses result in a roof pitch which will raise the peak of the roof to
22.5 feet whereas only 15 feet is allowed in this DR zone. As a result he needs a variance for roof
height.

In regard to the special hearing again the size of the addition needed is dictated by the
vehicles and need to keep all out of the weather. Consequently he is proposing a 2400 sq. fi
adhitinn, Finally the fact that the addition would cross the lot line separating the two lots was
di;cuiwcd in light of the zoning merger doctrine now in Maryland. The Petitioner was aware of the
dt;ctrinc and had no objections to considering the lots merged. Otherwise he would need additional

vanances for sethack of a detached accessory structure from the dividing line between the lots,
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Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law

Variances

In regard to any variance, I must find the property unique in a zoning sense. However when
a height variance is requested the traditional tdeas of property shape, environmental conditions, etc.
spectfied in Cromwell v Ward are all on the horizontal plane. They clearly are not relevant to height

variances which mvolve the vertical plane. I suppose that the lot in question could have some

™

vertical peculiarity such as a hiliside which one could argue impacts such a property differently

from other lots in the district making the property unique. However for a flat lot as are most lots,
there 1s simply no horizontal standard against which one can compare impact to other lots.

However Section 307 of the BCZR specifies that variance can be granted “only in cases
where special circumstances or conditions exist that are peculiar to the land or structure which is the
subject of the variance request.” I find that the Petitioner’s need for shelter from his antique and
frankly strange vehicles is the special condition envisioned by the Section. It is peculiar to the
proposed structure in that the need to shelter large vehicles drives the need to build the garage
higher than the regulations allow. For example the antenna on one of the campers is 16 feet high.
The regulations allow garages to be 15 feet high. This height includes the roof pitch and peak.
Clearly this is an unusual situation.

However in traditional Cromwell v Ward analysis the peculiarity 1s already there albeit on a
horizontal plane. The river that runs through it is there. The wetlands which restrict development is
there. So that one can compare impact of regulations based on factors which are independent of the

qu:st. This gives separation from the request. This separation is important when considering

whether or not the hardship or practical difficulty is self imposed. The holding in Cromwell v Ward
wah that the garage which Mr. Ward built without a permit was a self imposcd hardship and the

Commission allowed Mr, Ward to use his violation of law as a hardship.
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This case is quite different. The garage addition is not there. There is no violation of law.

We are not backing into a variance by using the hardship to say the property is unique. The need to
store cumbersome vehicles is the driving force and peculiar condition which then sets the height of

the garage beyond the normal height allowed. It is the need to store these vehicles that makes the

impact on this property different from the impact on other properties in the district. Consequently I

find the property unique in a zoning sense.

I also find that the Petitioner would suffer practical difficulty if the regulations were strictly
enforced. Clearly he could not store his large vehicles out of the weather and in a secure space.

Finally, I find that the height variance can be granted within the spirit and intent of the
regulations and will not adversely affect the community. The Petitioner’s photographs show there
1s no development behind the proposed garage addition other than woods. The neighbors who are
mostly relatives do not object. There are many comparable large garages in the neighborhood.
Consequently I will grant the variance requested.
Special Hearing

Again the need to store the Petitioner’s large vehicles indoors dictates the size of the
addition. As above I do not believe the fact the Petitioner will build a large garage will adversely
impact this neighborhood. Consequently I will grant the special hearing request.

Pursuant to the advertisement, posting of the property, and public hearing on these Petitions
held, and after considering the testimony and evidence offered by the Petitioner, 1 find that the
Petitioner’s requests for special hearing and variance should be granted.

l THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED, this 19" day of May. 2006, by the Dcputy Zoning
|

Commissioner, that the Special Hearing request filed pursuant 1o Section 500.7 of the Balumore

County Zoning Regulations (B.C.Z.R), 10 allow an existing accessory structure (garage) with a

proposed addition, o be Jarger than the principal dwelling as hmited by defimition of accessory

_structure, be and 1s hereby GRANTED;
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IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, that the vanance relief requested from Section 400.3 of the

B.C.Z.R., to allow an accessory structure with a height of 22.5 feet in lieu of the maximum allowed
of 15 feet, be and is hereby GRANTED, subject, however, to the following restriction which is a

condition precedent to the relief granted herein:

1. The Petitioner may apply for his permit and be granted same upon receipt of this Order;
however, Petitioner 1s hereby made aware that proceeding at this time is at his own risk until
such time as the 30 day appellate process from this Order has expired. If, for whatever
reason, this Order 1s reversed, the Petittoner would be required to return, and be responsible

for returning, said property to its original condition;

Any appeal of this decision must be made within thirty (30) days of the date of this Order.
