FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

This matter comes before this Deputy Zoning Commissioner as a Petition for Variance
filed by the legal owners of the subject property, Frederick Joseph and Michelle Y. Burgesen.
The Petitioners are requesting variance relief for property located at 19 East Pleasant Hill Road.
The variance request is from Section 1B02.3.B (Section 1B01.2.C.2.a and 504 of the 1970
zoning regulations and Section V.B.5.a and V.5.5.b of the 1970 C.M.D.P) of the Baltimore
County Zoning Regulations (B.C.Z.R.) to permit a proposed dwelling with 3; window and
building to tract boundary setback of 15 feet for both sides in lieu of the minimum required 35
feet and 30 feet, respectively, for both sides.

The property was posted with Notice of Hearing on January 15, 2007 for 15 days prior to
the hearing, in order to notify all interested citizens of the requested zoning relief and time and
date of the public hearing. In addition, a Notice of Zoning hearing was published in “The

Jettersonian” newspaper on January 18, 2007 to notify any interested persons of the scheduled

\ hearing date and relief requested.

Applicable Law
Section 307 of the B.C.Z.R. - Variances.
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W “lhe Zoning Commissioner of Baltimore County and the County Board of Appeals, upon
(O~ appeal, shall have and they are hereby given the power to grant variances from height and area
’_\B £(¢3gul..f:.~~.1:i*:}119.,, from off-street parking regulations, and from sign regulations only in cases where
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special circumstances or conditions exist that are peculiar to the land or structure which is the
subject of the variance request and where strict compliance with the Zoning Regulations for
Baltimore County would result in practical difficulty or unreasonable hardship. No increase in
residential density beyond that otherwise allowable by the Zoning Regulations shall be permitted
as a result of any such grant of a variance from height or area regulations. Furthermore, any such
variance shall be granted only if in strict harmony with the spirit and intent of said height, area,
off-street parking or sign regulations, and only in such manner as to grant relief without injury to
the public health, safety and general welfare. They shall have no power to grant any other
variances. Before granting any variance, the Zoning Commissioner shall require public notice to
be given and shall hold a public hearing upon any application for a variance in the same manner
as 1n the case of a petition for reclassification. Any order by the Zoning Commissioner or the

County Board of Appeals granting a variance shall contain a finding of fact setting forth and
specifying the reason or reasons for making such variance.”

Zoning Advisory Committee Comments

The Zoning Advisory Committee (ZAC) comments are made part of the record of this
case and contain the following highlights: ZAC comments were received from the Department
of Environmental Protection and Resource Management dated January 25, 2007 which contains
restrictions, and the Office of Planning dated December 12, 2006 which contains restrictions.
Copies of these documents are incorporated herein and made a part hereof the file.
Interested Persons

Appearing at the hearing on behalf of the variance request were Stephen Snyder and
Frederick J. Burgesen, Petitioner. There were no protestants or citizens at the hearing. People’s
Counsel, Peter Max Zimmerman, entered the appearance of his office in this case.
Testimony and Evidence

The subject property contains 0.68 acres zoned DR 16 and DR 10.5 and is improved by
an existing single family dwelling. The subject property is lot 2 B of a minor subdivision which
the Petitioner indicated was approved by the County in 1997 as shown on exhibit 1. The

Petitioner leases the existing house on lot 2 A and now would like to build a home to lease on lot

2 B.
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While the home depicted on lot 2 B on the subdivision plat meets all County regulations,
the Petitioner would like to rotate the house 90 degrees as shown in exhibit 2 in order to better
match the orientation of the existing house on lot 3 on the adjacent minor subdivision as shown
in exhibit 3. He explained that he owns the houses on adjacent subdivision as well. The house
on lot 3 faces a private road (Wanner Road) which is the only access for each of the houses to a
public road. He would like to orient the proposed home on the subject property in the same
manner.

Rotating the house 90 degrees causes the need for window and building to tract boundary
setback variances. The Petitioner proposes 15 feet on each side with the front facing Wanner
Road. 35 feet and 30 feet are required.

Mr. Bergesen indicated that these two minor subdivisions are single family enclaves
between the high density development to the north (Enchanted Hills apartments) and south
(Summer Woods town homes). As such they are a world to their own and should be arranged to
be compatible as possible. By rotating the proposed house 90 degrees he indicated that he would

have greater flexibility to add on to the house in the future as such addition would likely be built

toward the rear of the house.

Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law

As I mentioned at the hearing, the minor subdivision approved in 1997 shows a house on
the lot 2 B which requires no variances. Consequently under conventional wisdom since a house
can be built on the property, there is no hardship and the requested variance should be denied.

However the Petitioner argues that this subdivision and the adjacent subdivision, all of
which he owns is a world of single family dwellings onto itself between apartments and town

homes. He wants to rotate the proposed house to be compatible with his house on the adjacent

subdivision. The 1997 subdivision has the front of the house on the narrow end of the building.

Apparently this gives the Petitioner some problem selecting a house design as fronts are
generally on the wider dimension of the house. He feels this is the most compatible design.

Interestingly the Planning Office does not take issue with this request even though
variances are needed apparently accepting the world unto its own reasoning. They seem satisfied
with the request as long as they can review the construction details of the proposed house,

I see no adverse impact on the community given the circumstances. | assume, but do not
know, that the Petitioner processed two minor subdivision plats to avoid a major subdivision
which certainly would have organized the house orientations in a better manner which are now
inconsistent. He now wants to make at least the last two homes configured the same way.

I find the property unique from a zoning standpoint given the odd confi guration of homes
on the two adjacent subdivisions. [ also find that strict comphance with the DR 16 regulation
would cause the Petitioner practical difficulty in having a house per the 1997 subdivision which
would have the front on the narrow end of the building. Finally 1 find the requested variances
can be granted within the spirit and intent of the regulations and will not adversely affect the
health safety or welfare of the community.

Pursuant to the advertisement, posting of the property, and public hearing on this petition

held, and after considering the testimony and evidence offered by the Petitioners, I find that the

Petitioners’ variance request should be granted.

THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED, this 4 day of February 2007 by this Deputy

Zoning Commissioner, that the Petitioner’s variance request from Section 1B02.3.B (Section
1B01.2.C.2.a and 504 of the 1970 zoning regulations and Section V.B.5.a and V.5.5.b of the

1970 C.M.D.P) of the Baltimore County Zoning Regulations (B.C.Z.R.) to permit a proposed

dwelling with a window and building to tract boundary setback of 15 feet for both sides in lieu of




the minimum required 35 feet and 30 feet, respectively, for both sides 1s hereby GRANTED

subject to the following.

1. The Petitioner may apply for his building permit and be granted same upon receipt of this
Order; however, Petitioner is hereby made aware that proceeding at this time is at his
own risk until such time as the 30 day appellate process from this Order has expired. If,
for whatever reason, this Order is reversed, the Petitioner would be required to return,
and be responsible for returning, said property to its original condition. The Petitioner’s
accepted the condition of approval that they could not obtain a building permit until the
public sewer line was operational at their property.

2. Development of the property must comply with the Regulations for the Protection of
Water Quality, Streams, Wetlands and Floodplains (Sections 33-3-101 through 33-3-120
of the Baltimore County Code.

3. Development of this property must comply with the Forest Conservation Regulations
(Sections 33-6-101 through 33-6-122 of the Baltimore County Code.

4. Submit architectural elevation drawings to the Office of Planning for review and approval
prior to application of any building permit.

Any appeal of this decision must be made within thirty (30) days of the date of this
