FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

This matter comes before the Zoning Commissioner for consideration of a Petition for
" Special Hearing filed by Preston Jakarta-HFR, LLLC (Preston), legal owner of the subject
property, through its attorney Robert A. Hoffman, Esquire. The Petitioner requests a Petition for
special heaﬁng for a waiver pursuant to Section 500.6 of the Baltimore County Zoning
Regulations :(B.C.Z.R.), Section 3112.2 of the Baltimore County Building Code, and Sections
32-4-107(&)(2), 32-4-404, 32-4-414, and 32-8-301 of the Baltimore County Code (B.C.C.), to
permit the redevelopment of a site located in a riverine floodplain and to allow grading, paving,
landscaping, utilities, and other site work and the construction of buildings, related parking, truck
loading coﬁ}ts, and road improvements within the floodplain. The subject property and the
requested relief are more particularly described on the site plan submitted, which was marked
and accepted into evidence as Petitioner’s Exhibit 1.

Appearing at the requisite public hearing in support of the requests were Randall
MacCuaig and Karen Watsic with Preston Waters, LLC, on behalf of the owner Preston; Robert
Hurwitz, registered professional engineer, and Thomas Rice, both with Century Engineering, the

consulting firm who prepared the site plan; and Patricia A. Malone, Esquire, attorney for the
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Petitioner. Also present was Kathleen A. Lewis, representing the Baltimore County Department
of Economic Development, who supports the petition. There were no Protestants or other
interested persons present.

Testimony and evidence offered by Petitioner disclosed that the subject property, 4800,

4801, 4085 and 4815 Hollins Ferry Road, consists of approximately 51 acres located on both

sides of Hollins Ferry Road at its terminus, directly west of Halethorpe Farm Road in the

Halethorpe area of Baltimore County. The area is made up of predominantly industrial and
commercial uses. The property, which 1s zoned M.H.-I.M., consists of two parcels. As shown
on the colorilzed site plan (Petitioner’s Exhibit 2), Parcel B contains some small structures and is
currently being leased to Baltimore County’s Board of Education for school bus parking, Parcel

A 1s currently improved with existing office/warehouse buildings with a total square footage of

-approximate:ly 740,000 square feet. These buildings, which date back to the 1950’s, are outdated

.and -obsolete and need to be either renovated or replaced. The property is located within

.Southwest Enterprise Zone, a program which encourages investment in Baltimore County’s older

industrial ar;eas through the use of tax credits.

Preston purchased the property in September 2006, and it now seeks to make a
substantial investment in the area through the redevelopment of Parcel A to be known as
“Hollins End.” Preston’s specific proposal includes the renovation and/or replacement of the
three existing buildings within an area of Parcel A impacted by the 100-year riverine floodplain,
the renovation of a fourth existing building outside of floodplain, and the construction of a fifth
building outside of floodplain. The construction in the arca of the three buildings currently
impacted by floodplain will result in an actual reduction in the total building square footage from

approximately 483,000 square feet to 417,000 square feet. The total proposed square footage on




Parcel A following construction would be approximately 820,000 square feet. The new

" buildings will be solid masonry construction and floodproof with dock heights of four feet above
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grade with no basements.

Petitioner proposes additional site work on Parcel A, including grading and the
installation of utilities, parking, truck courts, road improvements, landscaping, and other related
site work. Because a portion of the property is impacted by a 100-year riverine floodplain to do
the proposed work, Preston is required to obtain a waiver before proceeding.

Typically, a floodplain area is associated with an existing natural resource, such as a
streamn, and ‘would be established to limit or prevent development and to protect the resource
from erosion and other problems. This situation is different. As Mr. Hurwitz explained, the
impact of the floodplain here is theoretical; no actual flooding is taking place. The floodplain is
not associated with any stream or natural resource, nor is the property on a FEMA floodplain
map. Rathef, the floodplain is delineated over an exisﬁng, paved industrial area.

Baltihlore County considers a 100-year riverine floodplain to result from any drainage
area that 1s iﬁ excess of 30 acres. As Mr. Hurwitz explained, the drainage zone in this sector of
the Hollins End project 1s approximately 299 acres, draining to an undersized box culvert, and,
consequently, results in overland flow, which creates a 100 year floodplain. See the map
submitted as Petitioner’s Exhibit 5 for a delineation of this area. At the request of Baltimore
County, Ceﬂtury Engineering prepared a floodplain study in accordance with Baltimore County
guidelines. The study was subsequently reviewed and approved by David L. Thomas, a
professional engineer with the Department of Public Works.

The results of Century’s study and the impacts of the floodplain on the property are

shown on Petitioner’s Exhibit 2. In a 100 year storm event, Hollins Ferry Road would convey




flood waters down toward the site and impact the site from both Hollins Ferry Road and

Halethorpe ‘Farm Road when the water would overtop the entrance points and spill over into

Parcel A creating ponding on a portion of the site. As a result, a waiver is required to do the

proposed redevelopment work within the area of the floodplain. As noted, the Director of the

Department of Public Works recommended the waiver. A copy of this recommendation was |

submitted as Petitioner’s Exhibit 6 and made a part of the record in this case.
Having considered all of the evidence and testimony on this issue, I am persuaded to

grant the Petition for Special Hearing. I find that Preston has demonstrated that its request meets

the standards for granting a waiver under B.C.C. Section 32-4-107 and 32-8-303. Preston has

articulated good and sufficient reasons for the waiver and that a denial of the waiver would result
in éxceptional hardship. If the proposed work is allowed, Preston will be making a considerable
investment in the property and in the area in furtherance of the goals of the Southwest Enterprise
Zone, Obslalete, outdated buildings will be replaced with modern buildings built to current

standards, Further, the proposed site and road work will improve the situation on the property

and contain the floodplain within the right-of-way of Hollins Ferry Road and Halethorpe Farm

Road. The proposed work will not incur public expense or create a nuisance.
Based on the evidence presented at the hearing, I also find that the proposed work will
not adversely impact any downstream properties or public safety. Because this property is the

end of Hollins Ferry Road, there are no downstream properties to be impacted. Hollins Ferry
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Road would still convey the 100-year storm directly to Herbert Run and into the tidal waters of
the Patapsco River. Further, the proposed work will not result in any significant change to the

floodplain elevation and will not impact any other property owner. For all these reasons, I find

that Petitioner is, thus, entitled to the relief requested by way of the Petition for Special Hearing.
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Pursuant to the adverstisement, posting of the property and public hearing on this Petition

held, and for the reasons set forth herein, the relief requested shall be granted.

THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED by the Zoning Commissioner of Baltimore County this
