FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

This matter comes before the Zoning Commissioner for consideration of a Petition for
Variance filed by the owner of the subject property, Tony & Ritas, LLC, by Antoly Voskovsky,
through their attorney, Frank V. Boozer, Jr., Esquire. The Petitioner seeks relief from Section
409.6A.2 of the Baltimore County Zoning Regulations (B.C.Z.R.) to allow 19 parking spaces in
lieu of the required 22 spaces. The subject property and requested relief are more particularly
described on the site plan submitted which was accepted into evidence and marked as
Petitioner’s Exhibit 1.

Appearing at the requisite public hearing in support of the request were Antoly
Voskovsky, man;&ging member of Tony & Ritas, LLC, property owner, Joseph L. Larson, of
Spellman, Larson & Associates, Inc., the consultant who prepared the site plan for this property,
and Frank V. Boozer, Jr., Esquire, attorney for the Petitioner. There were no Protestants or other
interested persons present,

Testimony and evidence offered disclosed that the subject property is located on the
south side of Reisterstown Road (MD 140), north of Dolfield Road and just south of Cedarmere
Road in Owings Mills. The property contains a gross area of 0.23 acres, more or less (10,030

square feet), zoned B.L., and for many years the improvements thereon were used as the

Reisterstown Professional Centre. The Petitioner acquired the property in June 2006 and has

invested over $1 million clearing the property, hauling away debris and now proposes razing the
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existing office building and erecting a new 2-story retail/office building towards the rear of the
lot with 19 parking spaces. These spaces are essentially grouped on either side of a 22-foot wide
drive aisle centrally located on the lot. Mr. Voskovsky and his wife reside in the Owings Mills
area and believe the site, which is surrounded by commercial uses, to be well suited for their
jewelry business. As shown on the site plan, the first floor encompasses 1,986 square feet and
will be used by Anthony’s Jeweler’s for retail sales. The second floor, of equal size, will provide
for office space. The building also features a below-grade basement. Building elevations and
the floor plan drawings were submitted for review at the hearing which show that the building
will be an attrac;[ive structure and that the basement level will serve primarily for storage but
with a potential for office use. The amount of parking required is somewhat skewed by the
basement area, which contributes to the square footage of the building but does not contain the
retail or office space of the two floors above. (Each floor contains 1,986 square feet). It is also
to be pointed out as illustrated by Petitioner’s Exhibit 2 that the proposal has been reviewed by
the Developmeﬁt Review Committee and received Development Plan approval on March 2, 2007

(DRC #071006G).

As noted above, a variance is needed as it relates to the number of parking spaces;
specifically, that there are 19 spaces provided in lieu of the 22 required. Section 409 of the
B.C.Z.R. calculates the number of parking spaces required, based on the square footage of the
building (i.e., 5 spaces/1,000 square feet for retail and 3.3 spaces/1,000 square feet for office).
As shown on the site plan, the two floors designated for office use require 12 spaces and the one
floor for retail requires 10 spaces.

Variances may be granted only in accordance with the provisions of B.C.Z.R Section
307, as have been interpreted by the Court of Appeals in Cromwell v. Ward, 102 Md. 691 (1993).

In order for a variance to be granted, it must be determined that the property at issue is unique.
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At first blush, it may seem that this rectangularly shaped property (170’ x 60") 1s not unique, but
upon closer inspection and consideration, it nevertheless 1s. I explain.

As noted above, the property is zoned B.L., a classification which permits fast food
restaurants, drug stores, department stores and similar uses including office buildings (See
BC.Z.R. Section 230). The uniqueness of this property originates from the small area of the site
when compared to other typical B.L. zoned properties. Simply stated, the Cedarmere
subdivision plat when originally filed provided for large residential homes on rectangular shaped
lots. When the zoning was changed to B.L. for commercial uses on these relatively narrow lots,
as compared to other typical B.L. zoned property, the area requirements at issue result in a
minimal area and site constraints such if s:trict adherence to the regulations were required, the
property owner would have no reasonable use of the property for the permitted purposes listed.
These factors contributed to the “practical difficulty” finding that is required for variance relief
to be granted.

Based on the testimony and evidence offered, I am persuaded to grant the requested
relief. I find that there will be no adverse impact caused by the proposed improvements upon
adjacent property owners and that the granting of the requested relief will be consistent with the
spirit and intent Ef the B.C.Z.R. Moreover, I find that the proposed use is appropriate for this
site and is compatible with the character of the surrounding neighborhood. Thus, I find that the
relief can be granted without detrimental impact to adjacent properties or the surrounding locale.
However, within its Zoning Advisory Committee (ZAC) comment, the State Highway
Administration requested that I consider potential operational problems for vehicles parking in
the two parking spaces near the entrance. Michael Bailey, on behalf of the Administration,
wanted to see parking movements involving these two spaces minimized as they are located at

the nearest point to Reisterstown Road. In response to these comments, the Petitioner agreed
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that he would limit the use of these spaces to himself and his wife or for employee parking only.
In this way, he gave assurances that cars would not be moved between the hours of 9 AM and 8
PM. The Petitioner also indicated a willingness to condition approval on not leasing any office
space for medical or clinic office use.

Pursuaﬁt to the advertisement, posting of the property, and public hearing on this
Petition held, and for the reasons set forth above, the relief requested shall be granted.

THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED by the Zoning Commissioner for Baltimore County

this ? day of August 2007 that the Petition for Variance seeking relief from Section
409.6A.2 of the Baltimore County Zoning Regulations (B.C.Z.R.) to allow 19 parking spaces in
licu of the required 22 spaces, in accordance with Petitioner’s Exhibit 1, be and the same is

hereby GRANTED, subject to the following restrictions:

1.- The Petitioner may apply for its building permit and be granted same upon
receipt of this Order; however, the Petitioner is hereby made aware that pro-
ceeding at this time is at their own risk until the 30-day appeal period from the
date of this Order has expired. If an appeal is filed and this Order is reversed,

* the relief granted herein shall be rescinded.

- 2. The two parking spaces near the entrance (ingress/egress) with Reisterstown
Road (MD 140) shall be posted “Employee Parking Only” in order to reduce
* potential impacts caused by vehicle parking movements at this location.

3, There shall be no leasing of space on the premises for medical office or
clinical use by the Petitioner or its successors and assigns without first
receiving approval through the filing of a Petition for Special Hearing with
this Commission.

4, When applying for any permits, the site plan filed must reference this case and
set forth and address the restrictions of this Order.

Any appeal of this decision must be made within thirty (30) days of the date of this
