FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

This matter comes before this Deputy Zoning Commissioner for consideration of the
Petitions for Special Exception and Special Hearing filed by the legal owners of the subject
property, Calvin C. and Robin L. Buettner. Petitioners are requesting special hearing relief to
approve a modified parking plan in accordance with Section 409.12 of the Baltimore County
Zoning Regulations (B.C.Z.R.). In addition, the request for special exception is to permit an arcade,
in accordance with Sections 423.B and 422.A of the B.C.Z.R., and to permit living quarters in a
commercial building, pursuant to Section 230.13 of the B.C.Z.R. The subject property and
requested relief are more particularly described on the site plan which was marked and accepted |
into evidence as Petitioner’s Exhibit 1. In addition, the subject property and the overall layout and
visual characteristics of the surrounding areas are shown on the large aerial photograph which was
marked and accepted into evidence as Petitioner’s Exhibit 2.

Appearing at the requisite public hearing in support of the special exception and special
hearing requests was Petitioner Calvin C. Buettner, his attorney, Lawrence E. Schmidt, Esquire, and
Steve Warfield, with Matis Warfield, Inc., the engineering consultant who prepared the site plan.

Testimony and evidence offered revealed that the subject property contains 2.213 acres,

more or less, zoned BL, and 10.040 acres, more or less, zoned RC 8. The property i1s improved with




.

an existing three-story dwelling containing the restaurant known as the Full Moon Restaurant, as
well as a basement and apartment. The first floor contains 3,265 square feet and comprises the
restaurant area. Toward the back area and on the north side of the restaurant is a one-story covered
deck consisting of approximately 2,400 square feet. The second floor consists of approximately
1,500 square feet of restaurant office space, as well as another 1,500 square feet consisting of a
second floor two-bedroom apartment. The basement level consists of approximately 3,000 square
teet which is used only for storage.

As to the request for special hearing, Petitioners desire approval of a modified parking plan
in accordance with B.C.Z.R. Section 409.12. For the restaurant, this would reqinre 16 spaces per
1,000 square feet; for the office this would require 3.3 spaces per 1,000 square feet. Because the
office is associated with the restaurant, Petitioners have calculated the parking requirement based on
the restaurant rate, which is actually a higher requirement. The total square footage is
approximately 7,165 square feet, necessitating approximately 114.64 parking spaces. The
apartment on the second floor has customarily been occupied by a tenant related to the restaurant
business, such as an employee, in a caretaker-type capacity. The apartment necessitates an
additional 2.5 parking spaces for a total of 117 spaces needed.

In their modified parking plan, Petitioners propose 93 spaces plus an additional 14
motorcycle spaces. In addition, Petitioners have made arrangements with adjacent properties for the
use of off-site parking when necessary. This includes the American Legion Hall located several
hundred yards to the southeast of the restaurant and the Moose Lodge, which is located across the
street from the restaurant. Marked and accepted into evidence as Petitioner’s Exhibits 4A and 4B

were informal lease agreements from the American Legion Post No. 116 and the Moose Lodge No.

1577, respectively, authorizing additional spaces as needed for the restaurant.




Section 409.12 allows a petitioner to request approval of a modified parking plan under the
procedures set forth in Section 409.8.B. This section incorporates the principles and conditions
enunciated in Section 502.1, for determination of whether a proposed use under special exception is
detrimental to the health, safety and general welfare of the public, and the impact on the locale. In
the instant matter, Mr. Warfield, Petitioners’ consulting engineer, testified as an expert that the
proposed modified parking plan does not adversely impact any of the criteria stated in Section
502.1. Mr. Warfield also addressed the potential overflow of parking to adjacent sites, given
Petitioner’s requested 93 vehicle spaces in lieu of the required 117, which is often a concern with
restaurants and taverns when their patrons park in adjacent neighborhoods on occasions where there
is a shortage of spaces during peak business hours. Mr. Warfield explained that this site 1s very
unique in that the restaurant is very isolated, 1t 1s not near any residences or neighborhoods, and
therefore would not present a problem of restaurant parking overflowing onto adjacent areas, other
than the authorized additional parking at the Moose Lodge and American Legion Hall. This is
further illustrated in the aerial photographs of the restaurant as it fronts Westminster Pike, and the
immediate area near the restaurant, which were marked and accepted in to evidence as Petitioner’s
Exhibits 3A through 3D. In short, Petitioners wish to alter the present parking configuration in
order to make it more efficient and a better use of the available space on the property.

As to the special exception request, pursuant to B.C.Z.R. Section 101, an arcade is defined
as a building or part of a building in which five or more pinbail machines, video games or other
similar player-operated amusement devices are maintained. Presently the restaurant has a small bar
area with seating and also an area with arcade machines that are usable by the bar patrons. There
are also several machines in the deck area, for a total of eight machines now existing. Due to the

number of existing machines, this constitutes an arcade under Section 101. Hence, Petitioners




request relief to legitimize the existing use of the eight machines, as well as to have a window for
installing additional machines, up to has high as 15 total.

The third issue is the special exception request to permit living quarters in a commercial
building pursuant to B.C.Z.R. Section 230.13. The Business Local (B.L.) Zone permits such use
when approved under special exception. Because the restaurant is situated in a relatively isolated
area on Westminster Pike, Petitioners desire to have a tenant in the second floor apartment as an
informal added security measure and as a type of “carctaker.” This has traditionally been an
employee or similar individual living above the restaurant and providing a presence during off
hours.

The Zoning Advisory Committee (ZAC) comments were received and are made part of the
record of this case. Comments from the Department of Environmental Protection and Resource
Management (DEPRM) dated July 17, 2007 indicate that development of the property must comply
with the Regulations for the Protection of Water Quality, Streams, Wetlands and Floodplains, and
must comply with the Forest Conservation Regulations. Comments from the Bureau of
Development Plans Review dated June 14, 2007 indicate that while not meeting maneuvering and
access standards, the parking layout appears to be functional. The comment also indicates that since
there 15 no 10-foot landscape sirip adjacent to the right of way, they recommend approval of the
modified parking plan be conditioned on Petitioners meeting with the County’s landscape architect
and providingl any landscaping and lighting revisions that he recommends.

Based on the testimony and evidence presented, I am persuaded that the requested modified
parking plan should be approved. As a result of the unique characteristics of the subject property,
Petitioners would suffer practical difficulty if the regulations were strictly enforced. This is an
older, existing building which cannot be moved or reduced in size on an established lot. In

addition, the lot itself is very limiting. Approximately half of the lot is situated behind the
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restaurant and parking areas, and it is affected by severe slopes that render this portion of the
property virtually useless for a B.L. zone. The subject property also abuts Westminster Pike, with
little more :than a median strip between the roadway and the restaurant’s parking area. It appears
that Petitioners’ modified parking plan attempts to make the best use of the space for parking
vehicles and motorcycles, while also providing sufficient space for drive aisles and for ingress and
egress to and from the restaurant. Thus, I find that existing conditions on-site greatly constrain the
parking that can be accommodated, and that providing the parking to the extent called for in the
regulations would be an undue hardship on Petitioners, while granting the relief will not adversely
affect the caqununity‘

A related 1ssue that arose during the hearing was the Zoning Advisory Committee comment
from the Bureau of Development Plans Review, concerning the lack of a 10-foot landscape strip
adjacent to the right of way, and theif recommendation that approval of the modified parking plan
be conditioned on Petitioners meeting with the County’s landscape architect and providing any
necessary landscaping and lighting revisions. However, due to the unique layout of the parking
plan and the limited amount of space present, Petitioners requested that their plan be excepted from
this comment. Though 1 am quite mindful of the experience and expertise of the Bureau of
Development Plans Review in these matters, after reviewing the site plan and hearing additional
testimony and evidence on this issue from Petitioners, I will not require Petitioners to provide
additional landscaping or lighting revisions. The median situated in the right-of-way is a relatively
thin steip running tn front of the restaurant along Westminster Pike. With the concrete and the
gravel to be filled into the median strip, there is practically no additional room for landscaping
and/or hghting. Moreover, additional landscaping or lighting would potentially reduce the number

of available parking spaces on the plan.




Turning now to the request for special exception to permit an arcade, in accordance with
B.C.Z.R. Sections 423.B and 422.A, and to permit living quarters in a commercial building,
pursuant to B.C.Z.R. Section 230.13, I am also persuaded to grant the requested relief. [ find that
the request for special exception for an arcade meets the criteria of Section 501.2 of the B.C.Z.R., is
within the spirit and intent of the B.L regulations, and will not adversely affect the community.
Petitioners currently have eight machines and have requested approval to place additional machines
as the need arises, up to a total of 15 machines. This number of machines appears reasonable and in
keeping with the accessory nature of the machines, given the size of the restaurant in general and
the bar and back deck areas in particular. This cap shall be incorporated as a condition in this
Order. As to permitting living quarters in a commercial building, this is a use specifically permitted
in a B.L. zone. In addition, I am persuaded by Petitioners’ justification for desiring a tenant on the
second floor of the restaurant -- as informal added security or a “caretaker” providing a presence
during off hours. Moreover, 1 find no evidence that the living quarters would be detrimental to the
health, safety, and welfare of the public, or that it would negatively impact any of the guidelines and
principies set forth in B.C.Z.R. Section 502.1.

Pursuant to the advertisement, posting of the property, and public hearing on these Petitions
held, and after considering the testimony and evidence offered by Petitioners, | find that Petitioners’

request for special hearing and the requests for special exception should be granted with conditions.

THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED, this 2 ? day of August, 2007, by the Deputy

Zoning Commissioner, that the Special Hearing to approve a modified parking plan in accordance
with B.C.Z.R. Section 409.12 be and hereby is GRANTED,; and
IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the Special Exception to permit an arcade, in accordance

with B.C.Z.R. Sections 423.B and 422.A, and to permit living quarters in a commercial building,




pursuant to B.C.Z.R. Section 230.13 be and is GRANTED; subject, however, to the following

restrictions which are conditions precedent to the relief granted herein:

1.

Petitioners may apply for their permit and be granted same upon receipt of this Order;
however, Petitioners are hereby made aware that proceeding at this time is at their own
risk until such time as the 30 day appellate process from this Order has expired. If, for
whatever reason, this Order 1s reversed, Petitioners would be required to return, and be
responsible for returning, said property to its original condition.

Development of the property must comply with the Regulations for the Protection of -

Water Quality, Streams, Wetlands and Floodplains (Sections 33-3-101 through 33-3-120
of the Baltimore County Code).

. Development of this property must comply with the Forest Conservation Regulations

(Sections 33-6-101 through 33-6-122 of the Baltimore County Code).

No more than 15 arcade machines shall be allowed on the premises. In the event
Petitioners or their successors or assigns wish to exceed this number of machines, they
must apply for additional special exception relief with a public hearing.

Any appeal of this decision must be made within thirty (30) days of the date of this Order.
