FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

This matter comes before the Zoning Commissioner for consideration of a Petition for
Variance filed by the owner of the subject property, Michael Matheu. The Petitioner requests
variance relief from Sections 1A01.3A and 1A01.3.B.3 of the Baltimore County Zoning
Regulations (B.C.Z.R.) to permit side yard setbacks of § feet in lieu of the required 35 feet and a
front vard setback of 51.5 feet from street centerline in lieu of the required 75 feet and a height of
39 fe;at in lieu of the permitted 35 feet for a replacement house. The subject property and
requested relief are more particularly described on the site plan submitted which was accepted
into evidence and marked as Petitioner’s Exhibit 1 A.

Appearing at the requisite public hearing in support of the request on behalf of the
Petitioner was Henry W. Kacher, President of TW Associate Services, the consultant who 1s
assisting the Petitioner in the filing process as well as the design and construction of the
proposed improvements. There were no Protestants or other interested persons present.

Testimony and evidence offered disclosed that the property under consideration
consists of a lot of record referred to as Lot 22, Section 1 — Bird River Grove and is a
rectangularly shaped waterfront parcel located with frontage on Bird River on the northeasterly

side of Bird River Grove Road in the White Marsh area of the County. The property contains a
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gross area of 0.1391 acres, more or less (6,059 square feet), zoned R.C.2 and improved with a
modest 25’ X 55’ one-story brick dwelling featuring a deck and large garage. See Petitioner’s
Exhibit 1B detailing existing conditions. The property is served by public utilities — water and
sewer. As is often the case with older subdivisions, the Bird River Grove community was laid
out many years ago (1925), well prior to the adoption of any zoning regulations in Baltimore
County. Thus, many of the lots in the neighborhood are undersized and do not meet current area
and width requirements. As shown on the site plan, the subject property is 45’ wide and 13%°
deep and thus, is clearly undersized by today’s standards.

Testimony indicated that the Petitioner grew up in the area and his parents were the
original owners of the property, which sustained Hurricane Isabel damage to the existing
structure but due to monetary constraints was not repaired. As shown on the site plan, the
Petitioner is desirous of removing all of the existing improvements and proposes to construct a
two-story dwelling, approximately 28’ wide x 50’ deep, to include a handicapped accessible
elevaior, deck and parking in the lower level. See elevation drawings submitted as Petitioner’s
Exhibit 2. The dwelling, which is actually smaller than the existing structure, is proposed to be
centered on the lot; however, given the shape of the property, both sides of the dwelling and the
back of the house (south end) extend into street and side setbacks, thereby necessitating the
requested variance relief. Current regulations were significantly changed November 25, 1979 by
Council Bill 178-79 requiring a lot area of one acre and setback requirements for a dwelling to
be situated 75 feet from the centerline of any street or within 35 feet of any iot line other than a
streetline. In support of the request, Mr. Matheu discussed his proposal with the adjacent
neighbors at 11226 and 11230 Bird River Grove Road, who have no objections and support the

proposal. Additionally, new homes in the area are replacing the modest single-story cottages
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with structures 10 feet off the ground to avoid flood damage and then raising several stories
beyond. See for example recent decisions of this Commission for this community, Case Nos. 07-
299-A, 07-364-A, 07-422-A and 08-033-A, and photographs introduced as Petitioner’s Exhibit 3.
Further, Mr. Kacher indicates that many of the lots in this community are 45’ and 50° wide and
many of the existing homes were built on these lots (see Petitioner’s Exhibit 4 —~ 200 Scale
Zoning Map demonstrating the pattern of development). Thus, he submits that the relief
requested is appropriate and is consistent with the neighborhood. Variance relief is also
requested to allow a height for the proposed structure in excess of that allowed by the
regulations. As justification for this request, Mr. Kacher notes that reconstruction must be in
compliance with Federal Flood Insurance requirements and as such, the new house will be
constructed so that the first floor elevation is above the minimum elevation required for this site
of 11.2 feet.

I find that special circumstances or conditions exist that are peculiar to the land or
structure which is subject to the variance request. [ find that strict compliance with the zoning
regulations of Baltimore County would result in practical difficulty. There is no land on either
side of the lot for the Petitioner to acquire and avoid the variance request. He cannot meet the
regulations under any circumstance; however, the Petitioner has satisfied the requirements of
Section 307 for relief to be granted. The regulations require a 35° setback from either side yard
fot line. Moreover, due to the property’s close proximity to the Bird River, the proposed
improvements must comply with Chesapeake Bay Critical Area regulations as set forth in the
attached Zoning Advisory Committee (ZAC) comment submitted by the Department of
Environmental Protection and Resource Management (DEPRM) requiring the new dwelling to

be set back away from the shore line towards the centerline of Bird River Grove Road. No
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increase in residential density beyond that otherwise allowable by the zoning regulations will
result by granting these variances. Finally, I find that these variances shall be granted in strict
harmony with the spirit and intent of the said regulations, and in such a manner as to grant relief
without injury to the public, health, safety or general welfare. The proposed replacement home
will be compatible with the pattern of development of the neighborhood.

Pursuant to the advertisement, posting of the property and public hearing on this
Petition held, and for the reasons set forth herein, the relief requested shall be granted.

THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED by the Zoning Commissioner for Baltimore County

this 33 day of September 2007 that the Petition for Variance seeking relief from

Sections 1A01.3A and 1A01.3.B.3 of the Baltimore County Zoning Regulations (B.C.Z.R.} to
permit a replacement dwelling with setbacks to lot lines as close as 8 feet and a street centerline

setback of 51.5 feet, in licu of the required 35 feet and 75 feet respectively and a height of 39 feet

in lien of the permitted 35 feet, in accordance with Petitioner’s Exhibit 1A, be and is hereby

GRANTED, subject to the following restrictions:

1) The Petitioners may apply for his building permit and be granted same
upon receipt of this Order; however, the Petitioner is hereby made aware
that proceeding at this time is at his own risk until the 30-day appeal
period from the date of this Order has expired. If an appeal is filed and
this Order is reversed, the relief granted herein shall be rescinded.

2. Compliance with the ZAC comments submitted by DEPRM and the Development
Plans Review Division of DPDM relative to Chesapeake Bay Critical Area
regulations and all other appropriate environmental, floodplain and B.O.C.A.
regulations relative to the protection of water quality, streams, wetlands and
floodplains. Copies of those comments, dated July 6, and July 30, 2007,
respectively, have been attached hereto and made a part hereof.

3. When applying for any permits, the site plan filed must reference this case and set
forth and address the restrictions of this Order.
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Any appeal of this decision must be made within thirty (30) days of the date hereof.

The developer 1s
advised that the proper sections of the Baltimore County Building Code must be followed
whereby elevation limitations are placed on the lowest floor (including basements) of residential

(commercial) development.

Environmental Impact Review (EIR) received your request for the above
referenced preliminary assessment, and I apologize for the delay in processing your
request. This assessment included research of mapped information, including
computerized geographical information system (GIS) data.

Upon completing this evaluation, the following findings were made:

. According to GIS data, the property is 5,805 square feet in area, and lies entirely
in the Limited Development Area (LDA) and Buffer Management Area (BMA) in
the Chesapeake Bay Critical Area (CBCA).

2. LDA regulations require that in developing the site, impervious surface area not
- exceed 25% of the property (i.e. 1,451 square feet). Impervious surfaces include
houses, driveways/parking lot, swimming pools, etc: However, it was determined
that the existing impervious surface area of 2,189 8q. ft. (38% of the lot) preceded
the CBCA regulations. Therefore, the lot is grandfathered with a 38% Impervious
surface area. Please be advised that a Critical Area Variance would be needed to
exceed the 38% limit, |

3. The proposed impervious surface area of 1,459 sq. ft. (25% of the lot) leaves 730
sq. ft. for future structures (i.e. driveway, shed, pool, etc.).

4. BMA regulations require mitigation for any new disturbance 1o the 100-foot
buffer. It appears that the proposed buffer disturbance equals the existing
disturbance and therefore no mitigation is needed. |

5. LDA regulations also require a 15% tree cover on the property. This would
require 2 Maryland native trees, 5-6 foot in height. Any tree on-site will be
counted towards the 15%. Also, any tree removed in the 100-foot buffer shall be

replaced on a 1:1 ratio.

Due to changes in onsite conditions and regulations, please be advised that this
department is not bound to these findings or approval of any future development plan or
buliding permit for this parcel. This assessment is simply a statement of currently
existing conditions and the environmental regulations that would have to be met in its
development.
