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FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

This matter comes before this Deputy Zoning Commissioner for consideration of a
Petition for Variance filed by the legal owner of the subject property, Anthony J. Lagna.
Petitioner-1s requesting variance relief from Sections 1A04.3.B.1.a and 1A04.3.B.2.b of the
Baltimore County Zoning Regulations (B.C.Z.R.) to permit a proposed dwelling with a lot size
of 0.58 acres (25,273 square feet) in lieu of the required 1.5 acres and to permit side yard
setbacks of 10 feet in lien of the required 50 feet in RC 5 zone, respectively. The subject
property and requested relief are more fully depicted on the site plan which was marked and
accepted into evidence as Petitioner’s Exhibit 1. In addition, the site plan with colored shading
depicting the wetlands, existing grass and trees, the line of disturbance area for the proposed
structures, and outlines of the proposed structures themselves was marked and accepted into
evidence as Petitioner’s Exhibit 1A.

Appearing at the requisite public hearing in support of the variance request was Petitioner
Anthony J. Lagna, his father, William C. Lagna, and Alonzo Childress with R.A. Childress &
Associates, Inc., the consultant who prepared the site plan.

Testimony and evidence offered revealed that the subject property is a rectangular-shaped
parcel containing approximately 25,273 square feet or 0.580 acre, more or less, and zoned R.C.5.

The property is situated near Seneca Creek with a view of the waterfront, though it does not
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immediately abut the water. It is located in the Bowley’s Quarters area of Baltimore County.
The lot is currently vacant with no improvements. An aerial photograph showing the subject
property and the surrounding area, including Seneca Creek, was marked and accepted into
evidence as Petitioner’s Exhibit 2. Petitioner proposes to construct a dwelling on the property, as
well as a two-car detached garage. In order to do so, Petitioner requires variance relief from the
side yard setback and minimum acreage area requirements.

In support of the variance requests, Petitioner indicates that this lot was created as part of
the Seneca Park Beach subdivision in the 1920°s. Petitioner’s grandparents purchased much of
the land in the vicinity, including the subject lot, and the land has been passed down to
Petitioner’s father and now to Petitioner. The lot is very wooded and also contains areas of
wetlands, which limits the development potential of this parcel and makes placement of
structures difficult. The properties surrounding the subject property are improved with existing
dwellings on similarly sized and shaped lots. Marked and accepted into evidence as Petitioner’s
Exhibit 3A through 3T were photographs of adjacent and nearby properties showing the
improvements made thereon. The photographs show a myriad of different homes and accessory
structures throughout the neighborhood. Also marked and accepted into evidence as Petitioner’s
Exhibit 4 was a site plan with original signatures of adjacent neighbors indicating their support
of the site plan and the improvements proposed by Petitioner.

In order to mitigate the impact of the configuration of the wetlands and the forest areas,
Petitioner desires to place the proposed dwelling more to the south side of the property, while
placing the detached garage more toward the rear of the property and closer to the north side as
shown on the site plan. Artists renderings of the front and side views of the proposed dwelling

were marked and accepted into evidence as Petitioner’s Exhibits SA and 5B, respectively.




The Zoning Advisory Committee (ZAC) comments were received and are contained
within the case file. The ZAC comment received from the Department of Environmental
Protection and Resource Management (DEPRM) dated September, 2007 states that the property
must comply with Chesapeake Bay Critical Area Regulations and the Limited Development Area
Regulations. The ZAC comment received from the Bureau of Development Plans Review dated
July 30, 2007 states that the property must comply with the Federal Flood Insurance
requirements and the proper sections of the Baltimore County Building Code related to flood
plain elevation limatations, building anchorage requirements, and flood resistant construction.
The ZAC comment received from the Office of Planning dated July 24, 2007 does not oppose
Petitioners’ request, provided the construction complies with the current R.C.5 requirements. In
order to make this determination, the Office of Planning will require the submission of additional
information, which will be expounded on further in this Order.

Considering all the testimony and evidence presented, I find special circumstances or
conditions exist that are peculiar to the land or structure which is the subject of the variance
request. The imposition of zoning on this property disproportionably impacts the subject
property as compared to others in the zoning district. I further find that strict compliance with
the Zoning Regulations for Baltimore County would result in practical difficulty or unreasonable
hardship.

Finally, I find this variance can be granted in strict harmony with the spirit and intent of
said regulations, and in such manner as to grant relief without injury to the public health, safety
and general welfare.

Pursuant to the advertisement, posting of the property, and public hearing on this petition
held, and after considering the testimony and evidence offered by Petitioner, I find that

Petitioner’s variance requests should be granted.
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THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED this / 7 day of October, 2007 by this Deputy

Zoning Commissioner, that Petitioner’s variance requests from Sections 1A04.3.B.1.a and
1A04.3.B.2.b of the Baltimore County Zoning Regulations (B.C.Z.R.) to permit a proposed
dwelling with a lot stze of 0.58 acres (25,273 square feet) in lieu of the required 1.5 acres, and to

permit side yard setbacks of 10 feet in lieu of the required 50 feet in RC 5 zone, respectively, be

and are hereby GRANTED.
The reliet granted herein shall be subject to the following:

1. Petitioner may apply for his building permit and be granted same upon receipt of this
Order; however, Petitioner is hereby made aware that proceeding at this time is at his
own risk until such time as the 30-day appellate process from this Order has expired. If,
for whatever reason, this Order is reversed, Petitioner would be required to return, and be
responsible for returning, said property to its original condition.

2. Prior to obtaining a building permit, Petitioner shall submit the following information to
the Office of Planning for their determination that the proposed structure meets the R.C.5
Performance Standards:

a Submit photographs of existing adjacent dwellings.

b. Submit building elevations (all sides} of the proposed dwelling for review and
approval. The proposed dwelling shall be compatible in size and architectural
detail as that of the existing dwellings in the area. Petitioner shall ensure that
the exterior of the proposed building(s) use the same finish materials and
architectural details on the front, side and rear elevations. Use of quality
material such as brick, stone or cedar is encouraged.

C. Design of all decks, balconies, windows, dormers, chimneys and porches as a
component of the building, following dominant building lines. Decks shall be
screened to minimize visibility from a public street.

d. Design of all accessory structures at a scale appropriate to the dwelling and
design of garages with the same architectural theme as the principal building
on the site, providing consistency in materials, colors, roof pitch and style.

€. Provide landscaping along the public road, if it is consistent with the existing
streetscape.

3. The base flood elevation for this site is 10.2 feet Baltimore County Datum. The flood
protection elevation for this site is 11.2 feet. In conformance with Federal Flood
Insurance Requirements, the first floor or basement floor must be at least one foot above
the flood plain elevation in all construction.




4. The property to be developed is located adjacent to tidewater. The developer is advised
that the proper sections of the Baltimore County Building Code must be followed
whereby elevation limitations are placed on the lowest floor (including basements) of
residential (commercial) development.

5. The building engineer shall require a permit for this project.

6. The building shall be designed and adequately anchored to prevent flotation, collapse, or
lateral movement of structure with materials resistant to flood damage.

7. Flood-resistant construction shall be in accordance with the Baltimore County Bulding
Code which adopts, with exceptions, the International Building Code.

8. Development of this property must comply with the Chesapeake Bay Critical Area

Regulations (Sections 33-2-101 through 33-2-1004 and other Sections of the Baltimore
County Code).

9. This property is within the Limited Development Area (LLDA) of the CBCA. LDA
regulations state that the lot is limited to 5,445 square feet of impervious surface and area
and that 15% tree cover be maintained. Any impacts to wetlands will require State and
Federal permits along with a CBCA variance approval.

Any appeal of this decision must be made within thirty (30) days of the date of this
