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FINDINGS OF FACT AND CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

This matter comes before this Deputy Zoning Commissioner for consideration of
Petitions for Special Hearing and Variance filed by the legal owners of the subject property,
Craig C. and Mary C. Whitcraft. The Special Hearing request was filed pursuant to Section
500.7 of the Baltimore County Zoning Regulations (B.C.Z.R.) to allow a proposed garage to
occupy an area greater than the footprint of the existing dwelling. The Variance request is from
Section 400.3 of the Baltimore County Zoning Regulations (B.C.Z.R.) to permit a proposed
detached accessory structure (garage) to have a height of 24 feet, 10 inches in lieu of the
maximum allowed 15 feet. The subject property and requested relief are more fully described on
the site plan which was marked and accepted into evidence as Petitioner’s Exhibit 1.

Appearing at the requisite public hearing in support of the special hearing and variance
relief petitions were Petitioner Craig C. Whitcraft and Roy Snyder, with A.L. Snyder Surveyor,
Inc., the consultant who prepared the site plan. There were no Protestants or other interested
citizens in attendance at the hearing.

[ note at the outset that the property is currently the subject of an active violation case
(Case No. 07-7051) 1n the Division of Code Inspections and Enforcement. A citation for code

violation was issued in this matter due to the fact that a “garage” is under construction; however,
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building permit #B668942 says “carport.” The Code Enforcement Department issued Correction
Notice 07-7051 on August 6, 2007 citing a wording discrepancy in the building permit which
says “carport” when in fact the Petitioner is constructing an accessory structure (garage).
Petitioner was advised to change the wording on the permit to reflect the actual structure being
built. In addition, on September 5, 2007 Petitioner filed the instant Petitions in order to
legitimize the construction of the accessory structure as a garage. The fact that a zoning
violation is issued is generally not relevant to this zoning case. As a result, this case will be
decided on it own merits and not as part of any additional Code Enforcement matter.

Testimony and evidence offered revealed that the subject property is a rectangular-shaped
parcel containing 0.973 acres zoned D.R.3.5 and is located in the Reisterstown area of Baltimore
County. The subject property is improved with the Petitioners’ existing one and a half-story
dwelling. It is also improved with a large driveway that runs up the left side of the property and
winds around to the back where there is a rather large parking pad area. It is expected that the
proposed garage will be located behind the parking pad to the rear of the property. The driveway
then proceeds to run onto and through Petitioner’s adjacent property to the east and up to the
back of Petitioner’s transmission business which fronts Reisterstown Road.

Petitioner indicates that he has been working on cars practically all his life, and that he is
nearing retirement age and wants to continue working on and restoring antique cars. He states
that the garage will be used for storage of antique cars -- Petitioner indicates he currently owns a
1939 Ford and a 1951 Ford. According to the stte plan, the proposed garage measures 46 feet by
62 feet in size. Petitioner has owned Whitcraft Transmission, located on Reisterstown Road near
Petitioner’s home for 37 years. Petitioner also presented a color booklet from Morton Buildings
showing the catalog from which he is considering the size and design of the proposed garage,

which was accepted and marked into evidence as Petitioners” Exhibit 2. He selected and is
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customizing one of their attractive buildings from the Suburban Series design. This company
has over 100 years experience in the wood frame construction business and has a superior
reputation. In addition, Petitioner has previously utilized the company’s services for a garage
building at his transmission business. The building will have a three-car garage, covered
entryway with a porch, decorative shutters, wainscoting, and a cupola on the roof. There will
also be a side area in the building for his personal office. Petitioner indicates the additional
garage height 1s necessary for the electric lift to raise the antique vehicles for repair and storage.
The lift framework will be about 14 feet high. Petitioner presented elevation drawings of the
garage that were accepted and marked into evidence as Petitioners’ Exhibits 4 and 5. In addition,
Petitioner presented a proposed interior layout of the structure which was marked and accepted
into evidence as Petitioners’ Exhibit 6.

In support of the special hearing and variance requests, Mr. Snyder, a site plan and
development consultant with extensive experience in County zoning and development matters,
indicated that the current zoning allows for the construction of the proposed accessory structure.
Mr. Snyder also indicated that the proposed accessory structure would not result in any negative
impacts to the health, safety, and general welfare of the locale. Finally, Mr. Snyder indicated
that Petittoner owns the land adjacent to both sides of the subject property, so any visual or
aesthetic impacts to adjacent neighbors will be minimal, and most likely non-existent.

The Zoning Advisory Committee (ZAC) comments were received and are contained
within the case file. The ZAC comment received from the Office of Planning dated October 1,
2007 does not oppose Petitioners’ request, but recommends that the accessory structure not be
converted into a dwelling unit or apartment, not contain any sleeping quarters, living area,

kitchen or bathroom facilities, and not be used for commercial purposes.
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Considering the testimony and evidence presented, I find the relief requested should be
granted. As to the Petition for Special Hearing, I easily find that relief should be granted to
allow a proposed garage to occupy an area greater than the footprint of the existing dwelling.
The proposed accessory structure will be an attractive addition to the property. The additional
s1z¢ 1s necessary to accommodate the antique cars and provide for personal office space.

In regard to the request for variance of the garage height, considering all the testimony
and evidence presented, I find that special circumstances or conditions exist that are peculiar to
the land or structure which is the subject of the variance request. The additional garage height is
necessary to accommodate the electrical lift. The long narrow shape of the property and its
proximity to the commercial area of Reisterstown Road are unique characteristics. Moreover,
Petitioner owns land adjacent to the subject lot.

I also find that strict compliance with the Zoning Regulations for Baltimore County
would result in practical difficulty or unreasonable hardship. Finally, I find that this variance can
be granted in strict harmony with the spirit and intent of said regulations and in a manner so as to
grant relief without injury to the public health, safety and general welfare.

Pursuant to the advertisement, posting of the property, and public hearing on this petition
held, and after considering the testimony and evidence offered by Petitioners, I find that
Petitioners’ special hearing and variance requests should be granted.

THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED by the Deputy Zoning Commissioner for Baltimore

County, this ? day of November, 2007, that Petitioners’ Variance request from Section

400.3 of the Baltimore County Zoning Regulations (B.C.Z.R.) to permit a proposed detached

accessory structure (garage) to have a height of 24 feet, 10 inches in lieu of the maximum

allowed 15 feet is hereby GRANTED; and




IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that Petitioner’s request for Special Hearing relief filed
pursuant to Section 500.7 of the Baltimore County Zoning Regulations (B.C.Z.R.) to allow a
proposed garage to occupy an area greater than the footprint of the existing dwelling is hereby
GRANTED subject to the following:

1. Petitioners may apply for their permits and be granted same upon receipt of this

Order; however, Petitioners are hereby made aware that proceeding at this time is at
their own risk until such time as the 30-day appellate process from this Order has
expired. If, for whatever reason, this Order is reversed, Petitioner would be required
to return, and be responsible for returning, said property to its original condition.

2. Petitioner or subsequent owners shall not convert the subject accessory structure into

a dwelling unit or apartiment. The structure shall not contain any sleeping quarters,

living area, kitchen, or bathroom facilities.

3. 'The accessory structure shall not be used for commercial purposes.

Any appeal of this decision must be made within thirty (30) days of the date of this

Order.
